NEW YORK—Pheasants worth 
$25,000,000, wholesale prices, have 
been harvested in South Dakota in 
the last seven years.

Returns from the 1937 shooting 
season, received by Fred Jordan, 
director of National Wildlife Res­
toration week, show how an origin­
al investment of $20,000 created a 
major industry in South Dakota.

Hunters take 2,000,000 pheas­
ants annually in the state, and the 
cash value of the birds, set by com­
mercial game breeders, represents 
a small part of the total annual in­
come from sportsment hunting the 
birds on South Dakota farmlands.

“ Wildlife has three separate val­
ues,”  says Jordan, who is lining up 
an army of volunteers for National 
Wildlife week in March. “ It is val­
uable as a source of recreation, as 
an index to the condition of the 
land and as an immediate source of 
profit.

In Manhattan’s Radio City a few weeks ago fashion man­

nequins paraded before a strange new camera. In a neigh­
boring building a distinguished audience saw these young 
women on a miniature motion picture screen, meanwhile 
hearing their gowns described by a commentator.

In London a movie audience witnessed a program be­
ing enacted at Alexandria palace, 30 miles away.

In Philadelphia each day regular motion picture news 
reels are “ fed”  to a mysterious new cable. In New York, 90 
miles distant, the news reels are viewed on a 7 by 10-inch 
screen.

Such is the magic of television, a powerful new com­
munication medium whose possibilities are being explored 
in America by broadcasting and telephone interests, in Eng­
land by the British Broadcasting
System, and in Germany by the 
ttate. Each hat accomplished 
something massed together these 
accomplishments are tremendous.

In the Western hemisphere great- 
ist television experiments have 
Been made by the Radio Corpora­
tion of America and its subsidiary, 
the National Broadcasting com­
pany. Each day in Radio City ex­
perimental programs are televised 
to whoever might be "watching" 
within the 23 to 3$ mile radius that 
present day television covers.

The "Bags’* Are Gene.
Actually. RCA's eng.neera have 

already ironed out most of the 
"bugs" In transmission and devel­
oped several great improvements in 
reception. A studio technique has 
been devised for handling the Icono­
scope. or televising camera. A 
larger cathode ray tube has been 
perfected to show a 7 by 10-inch 
image. Another tube projects it to 
s 3 by 4-foot screen. The sickly 
green color that characterized ear-

Another British accomplishment 

is the televising of color. Early in 
December John C. Baird, one of 
England's pioneers in the field, an­
nounced he had transmitted a col­
ored image of the Union Jack. 
Baird's television system is one of 
two now in use across the sea. hav­
ing been started in 1926. BBC be­
gan its transmissions in 1932 and 
three years later the government 
provided for a research commission 
to pave the way for general broad­
casts.

Movies See Possibilities.
The projection of televised en­

tertainment to a movie theater 
screen is one of BBC's greatest ac­
complishments to date. A British 
motion picture concern Is already 
seeking permission to televise vari­
ety programs exclusively to a group 
of theaters.

Television may eventually fall di­
rectly Into the motion picture indus­
try's lap. simply because no other 
entertainment field has perfected a 
studio technique comparable to that 
required for successful staging of

Today RCA is experimenting with 
portable transmitters which "shoot" 
street scenes, flash them by ultra 
short wave to the main transmitter 
In Radio City and thence by re­
broadcast to the receiving sets. Ul­
timately. portable transmitters will 
be the heart of successful television, 
bringing all sorts of public events 
to the waiting world.

RCA receivers now show an 
Image clear as that of the average 
home movie projector, carrying *41 
lines compared with last year's 343. 
Characters move without jerky mo­
tions. more smoothly in fact than 
motion pictures, for the scene is tele­
vised 30 times a second compared 
with 24 on the movie screen.

RCA's chief obstacle is distance. 
Radio television carries from 25 to 
85 miles, depending on the trans­
mitter's height. No commercial 
•ponsor will use television when It 
covers such a small audience, but 
RCA is confident its engineers will 
eventually conquer distance. An 
equally likely development Is that 
television will eventually be "piped" 
ever the country just as today's 
chain radio broadcast! and carried 
to key points by wire.

Telephone and Television.
Working on that assumption Bell 

Telephone company engineers are 
experimenting with the "coaxial”  
cable, already laid between New 
York and Philadelphia at a cost of 
$5,000 a mile. The resultant trans­
mission is even clearer than that 
of radio television, according to Bell 
engineers. "Fog" and "static" 
marks characterizing radio pictures 
•re missing in the coaxial version, 
and a 480-line image is being per­
fected to exceed RCA's 441 line re­
production.

The possibilities of television via 
llephone are tremendous. It may 

develop into a two-way telephone 
conversation in which the speakers 
actually look at each other. The 
two-way stunt was tried success- 

illy with radio television in Lon- 
xi, when two men seven miles 
-art saw and heard each other. 
Another telephone-television pos- 

ibility lies in a home-theater serv- 
■» by wire, paid for Just as we pay 
tur monthly telephone bill today.

The coaxial cable's feasibility Is 
TXceeded only by its expense. Un­
der radio television's present dis­
tance handicap, it would require

Great 
Britain readily admits she leads 
the world in experimentation with 
this amazing new child of science. 
For more than a year the British 
Broadcasting company has been 
televising daily programs to an 
audience of some 8,000 receivers in 
the London area.

In other words, 
definite transmission standards 
must be established by all partici­
pants before television will become 
practical. Sending and receiving

America Proceeds Cautiously.
Though Americans may envy the 

British their commercial television, 
the wise scientists guiding Amer­
ican experiments have saved us mil­
lions of dollars. Admitting the em­
bryonic status of their plaything, 
these men have refused to sponsor 
receiving sets that would become 
obsolete almost immediately. Not 
a single receiver available 18 

J months ago could be used today!
America's second most popular 

j television question is: "How will it 
affect the newspapers, magazines, 
motion pictures and other informa­
tion-entertainment media?"

Since television requires eye at­
tention as well as ear attention, It 
cannot hope—generally speaking— 
to win nation-wide audiences except 
in the evening recreation hours. 
When people watch and listen to 

, news events their reactions will be 
much the same as under the present 
form of radio news coverage. Tele­
vision will give only the highlights, 
as much as the ordinary person 
would see today when watching a 
big fire. And. as in the case of the 
fire, the average person will eagerly 
await his newspaper for complete 
details.

Magazine, motion pictures and 
legitimate stage performances will 
continue In popularity because 
Americans are natural gadabouts, 
unwilling to devote all their recrea­
tion time to one given entertain­
ment. Television’s biggest audience 
will come from our present radio 
listeners.

All we need. then, is greater 
transmission distance, cheaper 
"piping" facilities and standardized 
transmission and receiving equip­
ment. Whether these developments 
are just around the corner or a few 
miles ahead, we can't say for cer­
tain. But this much is true—no one 
i« scoffing at the scientific Infant 
Some day It will grow up and sock 
us right in the eyes!

One shop can make 5.500 bicycle 
tires every day. Another makes 
chains—chains that went with Ad­
miral Byrd to the Antarctic; chains 
for the first Wright plane; for the 
dirigibles Macon and Shenandoah; 
for battleship hoists and elevators; 
chains for 40 foreign countries.

Doorbell ringers all over the na­
tion aell silk hosiery made here, 
while another product is advertised 
by a singing barber who fills the 
air with saponaceous rhapsody.

Armored cars for the shah of 
Iran; trucks to haul pipes that car­
ry oil from Mosul to the Mediter- 
rancan; hams and bacon for the 
world's breakfast — they originate 
here.

The public ministry of our Lord 
was not begun with any great fan­
fare of publicity. Leaving Judea 
where the entrenched forces of 
formal religion had Joined the 
forces of sin and degradation In op­
position to him. and which had 
brought about the imprisonment of 
John, our Lord appears in his home 
country, Galilee.

I. Preaching the Gospel (w . 14.
IS. 21. 22).

His first activity It worthy of 
careful note, tor It is not exactly 
what one might expect in this Gos­
pel of Mark, which we have already 
characterized aa the Gospel at 
mighty deeds rather than of words. 
Jesus came to work miracles, and 
he did work them, and continues to 
do the miraculous even In our day. 
It is therefore significant that his 
first recorded work was that of 
preaching, his second that of calling 
and preparing fellow workers, and 
last of all the miraculous healing 
of the demoniac.

From a human viewpoint one 
would think that the opposite order 
would prevaiL First let the Mas­
ter do some mighty miracle to catch 
the attention of the people, then or­
ganize a great “ party," and then 
preach. Much of the to-called evan­
gelistic effort in our day follows that 
human formula and fails of lasting 
results. Observe the man who mag­
nifies preaching and gives the Word 
of God pre-eminence, and you will 
see real spiritual accomplishments. 
Notice also that when Jesus began 
his ministry in Capernaum (v. 21). 
it was by teaching, essentially the 
same as preaching. There is no 
substitute for the personal presenta­
tion of the gospel

Jesus preached faith and repent- 
| ance. or perhaps one should say 
1 repentance and faith (v. IS). They 
go together in our Lord's preaching. 
Let us follow his example.

We read in verse 2 that the hear­
ers were astonished because he 
spoke with authority. They had been 

: accustomed to hearing the law­
yers dispute on the basis of the 
authority of the law, now the law­
giver himself stood in their midst. 
He did not set aside the law, but he 
gave it an interpretation and direc­
tion which surprised them.

The preacher of our day, truly 
i called of the Lord and faithfully 
proclaiming the full counsel of God. 
may well be encouraged by the 
importance our Lord gave to that 
ministry. He too may speak with 
authority because he speaks for 
Christ.

II. Calling Disciples (w . 16-20).
The orderly development of any

work calls for the choosing and 
training of associates. Moody is 
said to have observed that “ it is a 
greater thing to put ten men to 
work than it is to do ten men'a 

j work." Our Lord was no mere hu­
man leader, but he desired and 

! used fellow-workers and he commit­
ted to them the carrying on of hia 
work after he departed.

God still calls men into his serv­
ice. Would that grace might be 
given to each one to whom such a 
call may come to respond "straight­
way," as did the disciples. The 
writer has Just read the letter of a 
heart-broken man who has refused 
to answer God's call for four long 
years, and now comes with a broken 
body which may hinder his useful­
ness for life. Such tragedies may 
be averted by prompt and willing 

| obedience.
III. Healing tbe Demoniac (vv.

| 23-28).
Three things stand out in this, 

story. The first is that the Son of 
God has power over the demons of 
Satan. Any effort to “ fight the Dev­
il" in our own power ia foredoomed 
to failure. But in the name of Jesus 
Christ we may bid him depart from 
us. Thank God, it works!

The other thought is also of vital 
Import. The demons recognized 
Jesus, they knew that he was “ the 
Holy One of God”  (v. 24), and they 
bore public testimony of that fact. 
And yet they were demons, the ene­
mies of God. Saving faith in the 
Lord Jesus Christ is more than a 
knowledge of his claims, a pious 
repetition of his name even though 
it be done in public. Let us make ' 
sure that we have a living faith in 
the Son of God.

Our final observation is that our 
Lord did not permit the demons to 
testify concerning him. Christ and 
his church do not need the flattering 
words or the financial support of 
unbelievers. Every time we accept 
them we weaken our testimony and 
make ourselves ridiculous before 
the world. If unbelievers think well 
of Christ let them both show their 
sincerity by seeking him as Saviour 
and Lord. Then both they and their 
gifts will be acceptable and to his 
glory.

VITH ETHER you lire your new 
* * draperies or not will depend 

on how heavy the material ia. It 
ia important, however, that the 
top of draperies be stiffened when 
a French heading is used. A soft 
canvas which may be purchased 
in drapery departments is gen­
erally used for this purpose. From 
four to six inches is a good depth 
to cut the heading canvas. Turn 
the top of the curtain material 
over it and sew as at A.

Now measure the width of your 
curtain and plan the plaits to take 
up half thia width. In heavy ma­
terial, four or five inches will be 
enough. It ia a good plan to let 
tha space between the plaits be 
the same as the amount of ma­
terial the plaits take up. The first 
plait may come just inside the 
finish of the outside edge of the 
drapery or it may be placed two 
or three inches in.

Start to sew the plait about an 
inch down from the top of the 
drapery and sew it the depth of 
the stiffening, as shown here at B 
Pinch this plait into three small 
plaits and. starting two inches 
down from the top, sew through 
as at C. Sew these plaits the 
depth of the stiffening, so that 
they appear as shown here at D. 
Now turn to the wrong side and 
sew a ring to the back of each 
plait as at E.

Shrimp Creole for Sunday 
Night Supper.

CHRIM P Creole is an excellent 
^  dish to serve for Sunday night 
supper, not just because it is es­
pecially good to eat, but because 
it can be made the day before 
or in the morning and reheated 
when ready to serve. That is a 
real convenience for the housewife 
who does her own work.

Shrimp Creole.
1 medium size X cups cannedonions sliced tomatoes

», cup sliced celery 1 cups canned peas
2 tbsp shortening 1 tbsp vinegar
1 tbsp flour 1 tsp sugar
1 tsp salt 2 cups canned
t to 2 tbsp chlU shrimppowder 2 cups hot boiled
1 cup water rice

Cook the onions and celery in 
the fat until a delicate brown. 
Add the flour, salt and chili pow­
der and blend until smooth. Add 
the water (use the liquid drained 
from the peas as part of the wa­
ter). Cook until thick and smooth, 
stirring constantly. Add the to­
matoes, peas, vinegar, sugar and 
shrimp and heat thoroughly. 
Serve with the hot rice.

If the shrimp creole is made 
before serving time, you will find 
a double boiler, or casserole con­
venient to use for reheating it.

The amount of chili powder to 
use depends upon personal taste. 
It would be a good idea to add 
just one tablespoonful and after 
the finished product has been sam­
pled more can be added if desired.

Chilled canned pears served 
with a custard sauce would make 
a pleasing dessert for the supper.

No New Deal Retreat

READING his annual message on 
the state of the nation before 

the senate and house at the opening 
of congress. President Roosevelt de­

clared hia purpose 
to advance upon the 
same fundamentals 
of the New Deal that 
have hitherto been 
proposed He said: 
•'1 do not propose to 
let the people down 
1 am sure the con­
gress of the United 
States will not let 
the people down. We 
hold our pr.nr.pies 
and our objectives 
to be sound We will 
never go back on

them.”
The President again urged con­

gress to enact legislation for con­
trol of wages and hours of work. He 
asked that all segment* of the na­
tion cooperate with the government 
to achieve better economic balance. 
The budget for 1939 which he was 
preparing, he said, would show a 
further decrease in the deficit, 
though not an actual balance.

Reasserting hia approval of pro­
posed changes in tax laws, he said: 

“ Three things should be kept In 
mind. First the total sum to be de­
rived by the federal treasury must 
not be decreased as a result of any 
changes in schedules. SeconiL 
abuses by individuals or corpora­
tions designed to escape taxpaying 
by using various methods of doing 
business corporate and otherwise— 
abuses which we have sought with 
great success, to end—must not be 
restored Third, we should rightly 
change certain provisions where 
they are proven to work definite 
hardship, especially on the small 
business men of the nation.

"But speculative Income should 
not be favored over earned In­
come.”

Speaking of hia attitude toward 
the nation's business as a whole, 
Mr Roosevelt declared:

‘ "The overwhelming majority of 
business men and bankers intend 
to be good citizens. Only a small 
minority have displaced poor citi­
zenship by engaging in practices 
which are dishonest or definitely 
harmful to society. This statement 
Is straightforward and true.

"No person in any responsible 
place In the government of the Unit­
ed States has ever taken any posi­
tion contrary to it.”

Mr. Roosevelt declared that when 
attention was called to specific mis­
uses of capital “ there has been a 
deliberate purpose on the part of the 
condemned minority to distort the 
criticism into an attack on all capi­
tal. That is a willful deception 
but it does not long deceive.”

He called for prompt agreements 
on a farm program—now in con­
ference between the house and sen­
ate—and asked specifically that con­
gress "keep the cost of its adminis­
tration within the figure of current 
government expenditures in aid of 
agriculture.''

Concerning international matters, 
the President said:

“ I am thankful that I can tell you 
that our nation is at peace. It has 
been kept at peace despite provoca­
tions which in other days, because 
of their seriousness, could well have 
engendered war.

“ Resolute In our determination to 
respect the rights of others, and to 
command respect for the rights of 
ourselves," he added, "we must 
keep ourselves adequately strong in 
ae If-defense."

Power Loam O.K.
'  I ’ HE Supreme court ruled the gov- 
^ emment could make loans and 

grants for publicly owned electric 
plants.

I Secretary Ickes, the public works 
j administrator, said the decision 
1 would affect construction of 52 pow­

er projects costing $84 028,2b* for 
which his agency had allotted $30.- 
191.944 as loans to be repaid and 
$21,674 408 as federal grant*.

The constitutionality of the gov­
ernment's activity was challenged 
by the Alabama Power company 
and the Duke Power company. They 
sought to enjoin federal financing of 
projects in four Alabama muninpal- 

iities and at Buzzard Roost in Green­
wood county. South Carolina.

Justice Sutherland delivered the 
opinion of the court.

Parley Finds a Surplus

J IM FARLEY, in his annual re­
port as postmaster general, was 

able to show a surplus of more than 
12 millions for his department. To 
do this however, he deducted an ex­
pense item of about 80 million dol­
lar*. calling It a "nonpostal”  Item.! 
He charged off the air and ocean 
mail subsidies and all free mail.

Dealing with the activities of the 
postal inspection service. Farley 
said the traffic in spurious lottery 
tickets is believed to have been 
bn ken up with the arrest and con­
viction of a band of racketeers In the 
East who disposed of more than 10 
million dollars' worth of such tick­
ets in the last few years.

prospects for 1938 are much better.

The board revealed in a secret re­
port that there were 4,017 strikes 
during the first ten months of 1937, 
more than ever recorded during any j 
entire previous year, and that 56 per j 
cent, another all-time peak, were I 
caused through efforts by em-1 
ployees to organize for collective 
bargaining.

It blamed the situation on refusal 
of employers to recognize rights of 
workers to organize under the Wag­
ner labor relations act

Boulder Dam Paymenf$
JOHN C. PAGE, reclamation com­

missioner, informed Secretary 
Ickes that Boulder dam, which cost 
about $123,000,000. returned more 
than $2,000,000 to the federal treas­
ury during the first year of opera­
tion.

Page said the dam, completed two 
yean ahead of schedule, yielded 
$1,100,000 in power revenues during 
1937 and $906,000 in payments for 
generating machinery by power 
purchaser*.
