o rd ers  for m ach inery  and supplies 
th a t  w ill be needed to  develop th is  
v as t w a te r power.

R E C O M M E N D ED  BY LE A D IN G  

V E T E R IN A R IA N S .

A ll Thinking Men Readily Recognize 
Its Advantages.

“A horse  is a  va luab le  a sse t, and 
should receive th e  b e s t ca re  possible. 
He should be w ell fed, com fortably  
stab led , carefu lly  groom ed and clipped 
in the  early  sp ring . If he receives 
these  a tte n tio n s  he will w ork well 
and im prove in value. A ho rse  lives 
under a rtific ia l cond itions. In his 
wild s ta te  he  req u ired  none of these  
a tten tio n s , for he  w as ab le  to look 
out fo r h im self. T he dom estica ted  
anim al, being  w orked  u n d er condi­
tions th a t  a re  in  th em se lv es  artific ial, 
m ust be k e p t in cond ition  for such 
work.

T he c lipping  of a ho rse  in the  early  
sp ring  is now conceded by all the 
lead ing  v e te r in a r ia n s  to  be as e ssen ­
tia l to a  h o rse ’s w ell being  as shoeing 
him  or giving him  a com fortab le  bed 
to  lie on. F a rm e rs  in E ngland and 
F ran ce  have  been  clipping  th e ir 
ho rses for m any y ears , and  A m erican 
fa rm e rs  a re  no t slaw  to rea lize  its 
advan tages. A clipped h o rse  d ries 
out rap id ly  a fte r  a h a rd  day’s work, 
and  will re s t  com fortab ly  and be re ­
freshed  for the  w ork th e  following 
day. An unclipped  horse  is liable to 
catch  the  heaves, pneum onia and all 
so rts  of colds, rh eu m atism , etc. More 
especially  is th is  so in the  early  
spring , w hen h is  h a ir  is long and he 
is “so ft.” If w orked h a rd  he will per­
sp ire  freely  and th e  m oistu re  will be 
held by h is long ha ir, and the  food 
th a t should go to  nourish  h im jv ill  be 
used to  rep len ish  th e  h e a t th a t is be­
ing constan tly  tak en  from  his body 
by th e  m ass of cold w et hair. If 
clipped, th e  p e rsp ira tio n  will evapor­
a te  a lm ost as soon as secre ted , and 
w hen put in th e  stab le  he re s ts  com­
fortably  and his food does him good.

Some y ears  ago a Buffalo s tre e t car 
com pany tes ted  th e  value  of clipping 
in the  follow ing m an n er: They own-
ed 500 horses, and 250 of th ese  w ere 
clipped early  in  th e  sp rin g  and 250 
w ere not clipped. A carefu l record 
wras kep t of re su lts , and i t  w as found 
th a t of th e  259 unclipped ho rses 153 
w ere afflicted w ith  coughs and pneu­
m onia, while of th e  250 clipped not 
one case of sickness w as reported .

A m an would no t expect to  enjoy 
very good h ea lth  if he did hard  m an­
ual work clo thed  w ith  heavy u n der­
w ear, a heavy su it and a fu r overcoat, 
and a fte r  p e rsp irin g  freely, a s  he 
na tu ra lly  would, go to sleep w ithout 
rem oving sam e. It is ju s t  a s rid icu­
lous to expect a  horse  to be in perfect 
health  if w orked u n d er the  sam e con­
ditions.

If you would g e t th e  b e s t re tu rn s  
from  your in v estm en t in your horse, 
t r e a t  him  righ t, and be su re  and 
clip him  in th e  early  sp ring  A first- 
p lass horse-clipping m achine can be 
bought a t a lm ost any  h a rd w are  sto re

In  1843 she m arried  Isa ac  P in k h am , 
a  b u ild e r  an d  re a l e s ta te  o p e ra to r, an d  
th e ir  e a rly  m arried  life  w as  m ark e d  by 
p ro sp e rity  an d  happ iness. T hey  h a d  
fo u r  ch ild ren , th re e  sons a n d  a  
d a u g h te r .

In  those  good o ld  fash io n ed  day s i t  
w a s  com m on fo r m o th e rs  to  m ake 
th e ir  ow n hom e m edicines from  roots 
a n d  h e rb s , n a tu re ’s ow n rem ed ies— 
c a llin g  in  a  physic ian  on ly  in  specia lly  
u rg e n t  ccses. By tra d itio n  and  e x ­
p erience  m any  o f th em  g a ined  a  w on­
d e rfu l know ledge of th e  cu ra tiv e  p ro p ­
e r t ie s  of th e  various ro o ts  an d  herbs.

Mrs. P in k h am  took  a  g re a t  in te re s t  
in  th e  s tu d y  of roo ts an d  herb s , th e ir  
c h a rac te ris tic s  and  pow er over disease. 
She m ain ta in ed  th a t  ju s t  as n a tu re  so 
b o u n tifu lly  provides in  th e  harvest- 
fields an d  o rch a rd s vege tab le  foods of 
fill k in d s ; so, if w e b u t  ta k e  th e  pains 
to  find them , in  th e  ro o ts  an d  h e rb s  
o f th e  field th e re  a re  rem edies e x ­
p ressly  designed to  cu re  th e  various 
ills  a n d  w eaknesses of th e  body, and  
i t  w as h e r  p leasu re  to  search  th ese  ou t, 
a n d  p rep a re  sim ple and  effective tnedi 
Oines fo r h e r  ow n fam ily an d  friends.

Chief of these  w as a  ra re  com bina­
tio n  o f th e  choicest m edicinal roo ts 
a n d  h e rb s  found b est a d ap ted  fo r th e  
Cure of th e  ills an d  w eaknesses pecu­
l ia r  to  th e  fem ale sex, and  L ydia E .P ink- 
h a m ’s friends and  ne ig h b o rs  lea rn ed  
th a t  h e r  com pound relieved  an d  cured  
a n d  i t  becam e q u ite  p o p u la r  am ong 
them ,

A ll th is  so f a r  w as done free ly , w ith ­
o u t m oney an d  w ith o u t p rice , a s  a  
la b o r  of love.

B u t in  1873 th e  financia l c risis s tru c k  
L ynn . I ts  le n g th  and  severity  w ere  too 
m uch fo r th e  la rg e  rea l e s ta te  in te re s ts  
o f th e  P inkham  fam ily , as th is  class 
o f business suffered m ost from  
fe a rfu l depression, so w hen th e  C en ten ­
n ia l y e a r daw ned  i t  found  th e ir  p ro p ­
e r ty  sw ep t aw ay . Some o th e r  source 
o f income h ad  to  be found.

A t th is  po in t L y d ia  E . P ln k liam ’s 
V egetab le  Com pound w as m ade know n 
to  th e  w orld .

T he  th re e  sons and  th e  d a u g h te r , 
W ith th e ir  m o ther, com bined forces to

re s to re  th e  fam ily  fo rtu n e . T hey  
a rg u ed  th a t  th e  m edicine w hich  w as 
so good fo r th e ir  w om an frien d s and 
n e ighbo rs w as eq u a lly  good fo r th e  
wom en of th e  whole w orld .

T h e  P in ltham s h a d  n o  m oney, and  
l i t t le  c red it. T h e ir  f irs t la b o ra to ry  
w as th e  k itch en , w h e re  ro o ts  and  
h e rb s  w ere  steeped  on  th e  stove, 
g ra d u a lly  filling  a  g ross o f bo ttles . 
T hen  cam e th e  q u estio n  o f se lling  
it, fo r a lw ay s before  th e y  h a d  g iven  
i t  aw ay  freely . T hey  h ired  a  job  
p r in te r  to  ru n  off som e p am p h le ts  
se ttin g  fo r th  th e  m erits  o f th e  m edi­
cine, now  called  L yd ia  E . P in k h a m ’s 
V egetab le  Com pound, an d  th ese  w ere 
d is tr ib u te d  by  th e  P in k h am  sons in  
B oston, N ew  Y ork, an d  B rooklyn .

T he w onderfu l cu ra tiv e  p ro p e rtie s  o f 
th e  m edicine w ere, to  a  g re a t  e x te n t, 
se lf-advertising , fo r w hoever used  i t  
recom m ended i t  to  o th e rs , a n d  th e  de­
m and  g ra d u a lly  increased .

In  1877, by  com bined e ffo rts  th e  fam ­
ily  h a d  saved enough  m oney to  com ­
m ence new spaper ad v e rtis in g  and  from  
th a t  tim e th e  g ro w th  an d  success of 
th e  en te rp rise  w ere assu red , u n t i l  to ­
day  Lydia E. P in k h am  an d  h e r  V ege­
tab le  Com pound have becom e house­
hold  w ords everyw here , a n d  m any 
tons of roo ts an d  h e rb s  a re  u sed  a n n u ­
a lly  in  i ts  m an u fac tu re .

L yd ia  E . P in k h a m  h e rse lf  did  n o t 
live to  see th e  g re a t  success p f th is  
w ork . She passed  to  h e r  rew ard  y ears  
ago, b u t  n o t  t i l l  she  h a d  provided 
m eans fo r co n tin u in g  h e r  w o rk  as 
effectively as she cou ld  hav e  done i t  
herself.

D uring  h e r  lo n g  a n d  ev en tfu l expe­
rience she w as ever m ethod ica l in  h e r  
w ork  an d  she w as a lw ays c a re fu l to  p re ­
serve a record  of everjT case th a t  cam e to  
h e r  a tte n tio n . T he case of every  sick 
w om an w ho app lied  to  h e r  fo r  advice— 
and  th e re  w ere  th o u san d s—received 
ca re fu l s tudy , an d  th e  d e ta ils , includ ­
ing  sym ptom s, t re a tm e n t an d  re su lts  
w ere recorded  fo r fu tu re  refe rence , and  
to-day  these  records, to g e th e r  w ith  
h u n d red s  of th o u san d s m ade since, a re  
av a ilab le  to  sick  w om en th e  w orld  
over, a n d  rep re se n t a  v a s t co llab o ra ­
tion  of in fo rm a tio n  re g a rd in g  th e  
tre a tm e n t of w om an’s ills , w hich  fo r 
a u th e n tic ity  a n d  accu racy  can  h a rd ly  
be equaled  in  any  l ib ra ry  in  th e  
w orld .

W ith  L yd ia  E . P in k h am  w orked  h e r  
d a u g h te r - in - la w ,  th e  p re se n t Mrs. 
P inkham . She w as c a re fu lly  in s tru c ted  
in all h e r  hard -w on  know ledge, and  
fo r y ea rs  she assisted  h e r  in  h e r  v a s t 
correspondence.

T o  h e r  h a n d s  n a tu ra lly  fe ll th e  
d irec tion  of th e  w ork  w hen  its  o rig in a ­
to r  passed aw ay . F o r n e a rly  tw en ty - 
five y ears  she h as  co n tinued  it, an d  
n o th in g  in  th e  w ork  show s w hen  th e  
firs t L yd ia  E. P in k h am  dropped  h e r  
pen, an d  th e  p re sen t Mrs. P inkham , 
now  th e  m o th e r of a  la rg e  fam ily , took  
i t  up. W ith  w om an a ss is ta n ts , some as 
capab le  as he rse lf, th e  p re sen t M rs. 
P inkham  con tinues th is  g re a t  w o rk .an d  
p robab ly  from  th e  office o f no o th e r  
person  have so m any w om en been a d ­
vised how  to  reg a in  h e a lth . Sick wo­
m en, th is  advice is “ Y ours fo r H e a lth ” 
free ly  g iven  if you on ly  w rite  to  ask  
fo r i t .

Such is th e  h is to ry  of L yd ia  E. P ink- 
liam ’s V egetab le  Com pound ; m ade 
from  sim ple roo ts an d  h e rb s ;  th e  one 
g re a t  m edicine fo r w om en's a ilm en ts , 
and  th e  f ittin g  m onum en t to  th e  noble  
w om an w hose nam e i t  bears.
