DEADLY EARTHQUAKES

ON WEST COAST OF COLOMBIA

Followed by Tidal Waves That De-
stroyed Hundreds—Mine Manager
Describes Disaster.

Authentic information of the tidal
wave and series of earthquakes that
swept the west coast of Colombia on
January 31st and following days have
been obtained at New York from Wil-
liam E. Bruce, a mining manager who
was in Qumaco at the time of the dis-
turbances.

Meager reports of great damage and
loss of life caused by the tidal wave
were not received for two weeks after
it occurred owing to breaks in the

i cable, which parted in ten places be.

low Buenaventura.

Mr. Bruce asserts that reports were
exaggerated and that instead of the
loss of 2,000 or 3,000 lives, probably the
total would be under 500. Trumace,
he said, is a town of 2,500 people, all
but fifteen or twenty being of Spanish
extraction. It is situated on a small
flat island and is so low that at high
tide the sea is level with the streets.

Without warning the first shock of
an earthquake was felt at 9:45 o’clock
on the morning of January 31st. This
lasted about two minutes and was fol-
lowed at 10:20 o’clock by a second and
more severe shock, lasting ten min-
utes, accompanied by the tidal wave,
estimated by Mr. Bruce as being about
twenty feet high.

“It was low tide at the time,” he
continued, “otherwise the whole town
would have been washed away. As it
was the wave simply poured into the

|st.reet at no great depth, and contin-

ued on to the mainland, where, be-
cause of the many little rivers and
bays and the low land, great loss of
life resulted. Only two deaths resulted
on the island of Qumaco. Several per-
sons were injured by falling build
ings.”

Asked what sensation he experi-
enced during the earthquake, Mr.
Bruce said: “None at all. It did not
bother me in the least. After helping
several persons to places of safety I
continued my business as before.

“It was intensely hot, and to add to
the discomfort rain began to fall and
continued steadily for several days.
During this time few of the inhabitants
occupied their houses, as the shocks
continued at an average of one each
day for more than a week.

“While the principal earthquake was
in progress walking was exceedingly
precarious, the earth resembling the
movement of a ship during a storm.
In many places the ground cracked,
and I noticea one rift about fifteen
inches wide.

“From the fact that the shock and
the wave came at the same time we
got the impression that the island was
sinking out of sight. Many people
jumped into the water rather than sink
with the land.

“Qumaco got the worst of the dis-
turbance, being near the center of the
scope of the wave, which devastated
the shores of Colombia for a distance
of more then 300 miles.”

MOUNTAIN SHEEP.

Famous Collection to Be Presented to
Colorado Museum.

Dall DeWeese of Lincoln park, who
is one of the greatest hunters and ex-
plorers of Colorado, has just returned
from a trip to southern Mexico and has
brought back with him six specimens
of mountain sheep of the species Ovis
Nelsoni, peculiar to that region, says
the Canon City correspondent of the
Denver Republican. Mr. DeWeese
has now one of the most complete col-
lections of mountain sheep in the
world, including the Ovis Dalli of the
‘Arctic regions, the Ovis Montani of
the United States and the specimens
just secured from southern Mexico.

It is Mr. DeWeese’s intention to pre-
sent the collection to the Colorado Mu-
seum of Natural History in Denver, to
which it will be a most valuable acqui-
sition, as all the species of the moun-
tain sheep of North America are rap-
idly becoming extinct.

Mr. DeWeese has hunted big game
in almost every country, from the
equator to the Aretic circle, including
Alaska, British America, India, Man-
churia, China and Japan. He has yet
two hunting trips to make before he
has completed a plan formed in early
life. One is to the wilds of Africa and
the other to the frozen north, far be-
yvond the Arctie circle.

HAS MADE A PIANO OF STONE.
Prof. Till Discovered Musical Proper-
erties of Paleozoic Rocks.

Of course, there is musiec in every-
thing except an occasional soul. It
is in all woods, metals, minerals,
waters, atmospheres and spaces, says
the New York Press. But there are
some men and women who are unable
to hum the simplest tune. I know a
mother of several children in this city
who couldn’'t tell “Old Hundred”
from “Yankee Doodle.” She was nev-
er able to sing to her babies. Lullaby
to her spells infinite distress. Prof.
Till’s discovery of music in the paleo-
zoic rocks of the Cumberland moun-
tains, in England, was a great step
forward in the production of pleasur-
able emotion. The rocks are gneiss
and hornblende, deposited according
to geological test prior to the intro-
duction of life upon earth—in all
probability 100,000,000 yvears ago. The

rock band is a natural effect.

It is said that these rocks when
struck give forth sounds as various as
the chords of a grand piano, and more
accurate. Mr. Till and his father,
starting with an octave and a half,
spent twelve vears in perfecting an
instrument of broad capacity. The
rocks are from six inches to four feet
in length, arranged on a frame about
twelve feet long. They give a scale
of five octaves and are played upon
by four persons, each with two ham-
mers or mallets, to beat out the
sound. There are skeptics who as-
servate that the ‘“rocks” are iron or
steel in disguise. This the Tills re-
sent.

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- THE FISHING CASE NOT SO BAD.

Though Property Is Protected From
Tresspass, Owners Are Not
All Curmudgeons.

It is to be hoped that the fishermen
of the state will accept the final decis-
ion of the Supreme Court in the fish
case in the proper spirit, and that
there will be no attempt at foolish
measures of so-called retaliation, says
the ILeadville Herald-Democrat. We
see it stated that some sportsmen had
declared that if the decision was
against the fishermen they would in-
stitute other proceedings and drive the
state fish commission out of business.
All this would be extremely unwise,
because it would injure the fishermen
themselves and accomplish no good re-
sult.

As a matter of fact the decision of
the Supreme Court in the case prop-
erly understood is not against the fish-
ermen. It is the simple assertion on
the part of the court of the rights of
property and its protection against
tresspass. It does not necessarily fol-
lJow that every owner of property
through which a trout stream mean-
ders is going to post dogs and senti-
nels so as to keep fishermen away. It
doesn’t imply that every ranchman in
the state is a crusty old curmudgeon
who intends to play the dog in the
manger. But it does assert that when
a fisherman is on private land indulg-
ing in his favorite sport that he is
there as a privilege and not as a right,
If he attends strictly to his fishing and
has some regard for the property and
crops of the rancher it is hardly likely
that one individual in a thousand will
malke objection.

The Pueblo Chieftain sums up the
situation thus:

“1f the fishermen had always been
reasonably and decently considerate of
the rights of the land owners, it is
probable that this question would
never have beem  brought into the
courts,. But where the fisherman
breaks down fences, leaves gates open,
turns stock into meadows, or tramps
through grain fields, it is not surpris-
ing that the ranchmen should seek
some remedy, and the fact is that
things had come to pass in some val-
levs in this state, that it seemed to be
a question as to which has the greater
right on the farm, the owner or the
fisherman.”

The Herald-Democrat would suggest
that in case any ranchman shows a dis-
position to be mean with the decent
sportsman that the case be reported to
the local Sportsmen’s Association and
the name be posted so as to give fair
warning in order that the churl be
given a wide berth.
