Rotary Hears Selective ServiceProgram

Muleshoe’s chapter of the
Rotary Club met Tuesday, May
14 with about 40 in attendance.
Lt. Col. Ken D. Olson spoke to
the group giving information on
the Selective Service System.
Olson is Commander of Detach-
ment 4-5 at the Reese Air Force
Base. He has 23 years ex-
perience in the U.S. Army
Reserves and has been with the
Selective Service System since

1983.

As commander of Detachment
4-S, he and his unit are
responsible for three area
offices Abilene, Amarillo and
Lubbock and for the military

entrance processing station,
Amarillo. Part of Olson’s job is
to speak to civic groups about
registration with the Selective
Service.

Young men aged 18 are
encouraged to register. ‘‘It’s
quick, easy and it’s the law,”’
Olson said. The first step in
registration is to go to the post
office. Then, the registerant fills
out Selective Service form No.
1. After that, he is furnished an
ID card and he is considered
registered. An 18-year-old must
be registered with the Selective
Service System to be eligible for
certain jobs.

PVT McGaga Returns
From Saudi Arabia

“Its really hot over there”
said Pvt Kelly McGaga, who
recently returned from Saudi
Arabia. ‘“We think it gets hot
here, but it is nothing to
compare with Saudi Arabia. We
had to wear a scarf around our
neck to protect us from the heat
and we wouldn’t have thought
of rolling up our shirt sleeves,

due to the heat.

Pvt McGaga visited at the
Journal Wednesday morning
along with his cousin, Linda
Francis.

He was stationed on the front
line during the war. Although
he seemed a little reluctant to
talk about the war, he did say
that he was put on the front line
by coindence. ‘‘I learned not to
balance my check book in the
middle of the night, about 2
a.m.”” He and another soldier
couldn’t sleep.

His unit was notified that two
men had been injured on the
front line. As his sargeant was
headed to where they were
being housed for replacements,
he saw a light under their door.
And that was how he found
himself on the front line.

Pvt McGaga has only been in
the Army eight months and he
was sent to Saudi Arabia right
from boot camp. When ask why
s0 many young men and women
were sent to the front, he
replied “‘l think it was because
we had recently had such
intense training they thought it
would still be fresh on our
minds."”’

To a lot of people these young.

Remember, the registration
for Selective Service is not the
draft,”” Olson says. ‘‘The draft
has not existed since 1973,”" he
notes. ‘‘The registration is not a
recruitment program either.”’

The Selective Service System
s not part of the Department of
Defense, but is an independent
agency. The registration process
is an effort to keep a list of
18-year-olds nationwide in case
these individuals are needed in
a war emergency.

“Desert Storm tested the all
volunteer service and accom-
plished its mission in Short
Order,”’ Olson says. He also
noted that all who register for
the Selective Service do not
serve. In World War II 15
million served, 10 million were
draftees.

Twenty-year-olds are inducted

first. If additional individuals
are needed then 19-year-olds
are taken. Young men are

required to be registered within
30 days of their 18th birthdays.

There is high compliance
nationwide with this law.
“Young men generally take

their responsibility seriously and
register on time,”’ Olson says.

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Heart Disease Should Not Deter Healthy Hahlts

" By Sandra Avant

A recent study indicating that
eliminating heart disease would
increase an average person’s
life span by only three years
should not discourage good
health habits.

A healthy diet is important
for all, especially for those at
greater risk of heart disease,
said Dr. Mary Kinney Bielam-
owicz, nutritionist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

““The research also reportedly
showed that individuals could
dramatically increase their life
spans with healthier habits,”’
she said.

of therapy or antihypertensive
medication.

High blood pressure is a
particular threat to minority
populations, especially black
Americans, Bielamowicz said.
One in every three blacks has
high blood pressure, and less
than half of those are on high
blood pressure medication.

The prevalence of high blood
pressure increases with age, she
said. For example, 14 percent of
Americans age 25 to 34 have
high blood pressure, compared
to 65 percent of those 65 to 74.

‘“More men than women
suffer from high blood pressure,
but women are more likely to be
aware of their condition and
have it under control.”

More recently, cigarette smo-
king and excess weight have
been identified as risk factors
for stroke, she said.

In most cases, high blood
pressure can be controlled by
following diets low in sodium,
cholesterol and fat, taking
medication (if prescribed), los-
ing weight, exercising regularly
and limiting alcohol consump-
tion.

High blood pressure has long
been established as the key risk
factor for stroke--the third
leading cause of death in the
United States. ‘‘However, unli-
ke some illnesses, hypertension
has no visible symptoms, which
is why it's so important to have

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Computer Model Helps
Improve Pesticide Testing

A new computer model deve-
loped by two Texas A&M
researchers may help reduce
pesticide runoff and leaching
into water supplies.

That’s good news for anyone
concerned about the environ-
ment, especially chemical com-
panies that pour millions of
dollars into their searches for
environmentally . safe com-
pounds one of the model’s
developers said.

PRE-AP, a synthesis of com-
puter programming and agricul-
tural databases, should help
chemical companies meet ever
more stringent standards for
agricultural chemicals, said Ray
Griggs, an assistant research
scientist at the Texas Agricul-
tural Experiment Station .

Pesticides can leach into
groundwater supplies or run off
into surface water at varying
rates, depending on a number
of factors. Not all pesticides will
run off or leach, and the federal
government regulates others to
make sure they have what it
considers acceptable rates of
leaching and runoff to avoid
harming humans, fish or wild-
life.

Current pesticide labels spe-

cify on which crop, at which
rate and in which period a
pesticide may be used, but
future labeling will likely have
specific soil-type and precipita-
tion requirements, Griggs said.

For instance, a label might
specify that a pesticide could be
used only on soild with at least
20 percent sand, 3 percent
organic matter and an annual
precipitation of less than 800
millimeters.

‘““A tool like this will allow us
to look at more specific regis-
tration, and almost everybody
agrees that’s the direction we're
going in,”” Griggs said. “‘It will
become a much more special-
ized market.”’

Griggs and Jan Estes, a
computer programmer at the
station, put together PRE-AP to
help test the rate at which
various chemical compounds run
off soil or leach into ground-
water., PRE-AP is both an
acronym for Pesticide Registra-
tion and Environmental Asse-
ssment Program and an abbre-
viation for the concept of
preapplication testing of pesti-
cides.

The program contains data-
bases on 10 major U.S. crops
and simulates the ‘‘fate’’ of
pesticides over 15 years of
random weather for the 20 most
common U.S. soil types for each
crop.

Griggs said PRE-AP may be
the first such computer applica-
tion that takes into account the
effects of weather, chemical
half-lives, time, crop types and
crop management, and varying
soils at multiple sites on
pesticide runoff or leaching.

The model is unique because
it uses existing sets of data on

various factors--which would be
difficult for one researcher to
gather--and in its ability to
present simulated results gra-
phically, he said.

The model allows simulated
testing of new pesticide com-
pounds with less expenditure of
time and money. That should
please chemical companies, wh-
ich usually spend at least seven
years and between $20 million
and $40 million testing various
compounds before bringing a
single new registered pesticide
to the market, according to the
National Agricultural Chemical
Association.

Built around a widely used
program called the Groundwater
Loading Effects of Agricultural
Management Systems, or
GLEAMS, PRE-AP combines
data that normally would be
collected by experts in several
fields, including agronomy, hy-
drology, meteorology, chemistry
and plant physiology, among
others.

‘““With this, one person doe-
sn’t have to have the expertise
to sit down and come up with
numbers or data for the entire
system,’’ Griggs said.

Chemical companies might
start with several hundred
potential chemical compounds

when beginning development of
a new pesticide. That’s why a
simulation of chemical runoff or
leaching before chemical syn-
thesis and field testing is so
valuable--it can help rule out
many compounds, some of them
potentially harmful, before they
are developed further and
produced.

Development of PRE-AP took
place mostly at the experiment
station’s Blackland Research
Center in Temple, where Griggs
and Estes are based. It was
funded primarily by Sandoz, a
Swiss-bases multinational firm
with interests in pharmaceuti-
cals, pesticides, chemicals and
dyes.

Dr. Rakesh Jain of Sandoz
Crop Protection of Gilroy, Calif.,
which received the first copies
of PRE-AP in November 1990,
has been working with the
model to develop a new
herbicide. He said the company
started with more than 1,000
compounds from a single series
of chemical compounds and has
narrowed the group to 30 for
more extensive testing with
PRE-AP.

PRE-AP tests will help select
a half-dozen or so compounds
for field testing, Jain said.

It helps us select the envir-
onmentally safest compounds
from the 30. We can’t test all 30
in the field, because we have
limited quantities,”” he said,
adding that large-scale testing
is very difficult to manage.

Seeking the most environ-
mentally compatible compounds

has become the norm in a

business which, in the past,
focuses primarily on pesticidal
effectiveness, he said.

The model could still use
even more develppment, Jain
said. If it took into account soil
pH levels, clay contents and
how temperature and moisture
affect pesticide degradation, it

would be both more sensitive
and useful, he said.

But the company is pleased
with PRE-AP, because it has
saved both time and money,
said Jain. Although the com-
pany can’t be sure exactly what
it has saved, he said, ‘“‘It’s
definitely going to improve our
selection process.”’

“Bone Infection
Can Be Serious

Undetected bone infection
associated with pressure ulcers
in spinal cord-injured patients
can lead to serious comp-
lications and, in rare cases,
death. A detection procedure,
known as bone biopsy, is
currently being investigated at
the Houston Veterans Affairs
Medical Center.

Researchers are studying
ways to accurately determine
whether patients who have had
pressure ulcers for more than
one month and who have not
responeded to treatment have
bone infection.

‘“‘Pressure ulcers are erosions
in the skin and soft tissue that
usually affect the buttocks,
thighs, and lower back.
Two-thirds of all spinal cord
injured patients develop them,”’
said Dr. Rabih Darouiche,
principal investigator at the
Houston VAMC and an assistnt
professor in the departments of
Physical Medicine and Rehab-
ilitation and Medicine at Baylor
College of Medicine.

If left untreated, ulcers that
are complicated by bone
infection may grow larger and
the infection can spread
throughout the blood stream.

In diagnosing bone infection,
tests such as bone x-ray, bone

scan, or blood tests are
generally prescribed.

““The problem with these
tests is that they do not

specifically detect bone infection
and may give a false reading,”

Half-way through a two-year
study, Darouiche has found that
bone biopsies help to improve
the healing of pressure ulcers
and that results from tests other
than bone biopsies are often
inaccurate.
