I n f o r m a t i o n  f o r  S e t t l o r * .

Congress by the act of Aug. 30, 
1890, has repealed the arid land act 
of Oct. 2, 1888, and all land entries 
made by settlers since the date of 
the act of Oct. 2, 1888, are made 
valid, except as to reservoir sites 
selected.

The act of Aug. 30, 1890, limits 
the amount of land subject to entry 
bv any person under all the various 
land laws to320acres.

Anv legal tub-divisional part or 
the whole of said 320 acres can be 
entered under the desert Land Law, 
or in such amounts as is prescribed 
by the Hrfnrstrnd, Pre-emption an 
Timber Culture Laws can be en­
tered as shall not exceed in the 
aggregate 320 acres.

The Timber Culture Law has not 
been repealed; but it is likely to 
be repealed during the next session 
of congress, which convenes in De­
cember.

Settlers living on the United 
States land prior to Aug. 30, 1890 
and who have made reasonable im­
provements thereon will be entitled 
to enter said land and in addition 
thereto 320 acres more when de­
sired, under the act of Aug. 30, 
1890.

The usual exception obtains as to 
the Pre-emption l aw, i. e., the en- 
tryman must not be the owner of 
320 aeres of land.

Public lands can now be safely 
entered under any of the foregoing 
laws; and settlers can be reasonably 
sure of receiving patent when they 
comply with those laws in. good 
faith. '

Alll applications for the entry of 
land, if complete, will be acted up­
on the same day they are received, 
office business permitting; and all 
correspondence relating thereto will 
receive prompt and courteous atten­
tion.

Settlers and all other persons are 
requested to remit all moneys to 
the Receiver after Dec. 1st, 1890; 
and only currency, postal orders, 
express orders; postal notes and 
certified checks will he received.

Letters from this office to settlers 
calling for additional papers should 
receive prompt attention in order 
that their lands may proceed to pat­
ent rapidly.

No unnecessary requirements will 
be asked for by this office.

Yet 
he is nowhere safe, for the inhabi­
tants of the places where ho is found 
— Mexico and Texas—think that 
his flesh is very good to eat, and 
catch great numbers of the axolotl 
for food, which they cook in various 
ways.

F ecu n d ity  o f  P ig s .
The fecundity of the pig is aston­

ishing. They live and multiply in 
every country in the world with 
tho oxception of the polar regions. 
If permitted, their natural life will 
extend to fifteen or twenty years, 
and they commence breeding when 
they are nine and ten months old. 
An estimate was once formed of 
the probable production of a sow 
during the space of ten years. Only 
six, male and female, were al­
lowed to each litter. Tho result 
was that in eleven years the estima­
ted product of a single smv was 
0,434,838 pigs. At different times 
there has oecurcd many instances of 
remarkable fecundity. In Leices­
tershire a sow produced 355 young 
pigs in twenty litters, and after­
wards produced eight litters more. 
Many years ago a hoar was exhib­
ited at the exhibition of the High­
land Agricultural Society of Scot­
land which was stated to he the sire 
of 1,405 pigs, although he was then 
only ten months old.

NOW ON THE ROAD

A nciv penny in-the-slot cantrivanoa 
has be n adopted by the gas department 
of the corporation of Birmingham, for the 
benefit of small consumers, and, inciden 
tally, its own. Th i price of gas in B ir­
mingham. as everywhere else, iu England 
is, according to our ideas, low, the regu­
lar rite  being sixty codta per thousand 
feet. Small householders, however, like 
to enjoy a definite amount of such lux- 
uric , without being bound to any regular 
contract; while the gas company is glad to 
make sare of its pay from such consumers 
by getting it in adva nce. To meet the 
wants of both parties, a sort of meter lias 
been constructed, which on dropping h 
penny in the slot, will deliver twenty-five 
feet of cubic gas. Tins is at tho rate of 
eighty cuits a thousand feet instead of 
sixty; but tho company feels justified in 
charging a rather higher prlc i to such 
mail ciL-tomers. I f  any of the latter 

wish for a larger supply, they may drop 
nine penny pieces at once into tho slot, 
and 22,ri feet will then lie delivered bo- 
foro the valve closes. The accumulated 
pennies are collected once n week by an 
official of the gas company. The burners 
on the house fixtures are regulated to 
barn five feet per hour, but, o f  course, 
they can In turned down, so as to burn 
m ire slowly. No direct charge is made 
for the ineamring apparatus, the extra 
price of the g u  delivered through it 
covering the expenses.—Scientific Amer­
ican.

O re liiscovered  by Lightning-.
Commenting upon a report that a house 

in Ohio, supposed to be situated over a 
bed of iron ore, has been struck by light­
ning eight times within three years, a 
writer of the Chicago Journal of Com­
merce says: The truth is that all iron ore 
deposits are not confined to tho several 
well known localities ofthe United States 
where they most abound. I f  careful ob­
servation was made, undoubtedly many 
now fields might bo opened up in places 
where the presence of iron is not suspect­
ed. The writer in liis youth, lived on a 
farm in Southern Wisconsin, on two acres 
of which lightning had struck, it was es- 
mated, at least forty trees. No sane man 
could for a moment suppose that the 
stricken trees of themselves possessed 
sufficient metallic attraction for tho light­
ning to single them-out for destruction. 
The suggestion made at tho time that 
underneath these two acres was a bed of 
iron ore, lias never been effaced; yet it is 
doubtful if ever any Other person noticed 
the peculiarities of that particular piece 
of ground.

Nature seldom errs in her indications 
of mineral wealth, and makes electricity 
a prominent agent iu determining tlio 
location of iron deposits near the surface. 
Ilonce if a forest at any point shows un­
usual effects of lightning, or if a house 
becomes a peculiar attraction for it, it 
might pay to engage an experienced 
prospector to develop the hidden ores.
