Whether the flood of emigration
from Europe to this country has
attained proportions taa render
assimilation difficul is a question
that is beginning to be earnestly
discussed.

It is said, onthe one hand, that
certain classes of immisrants—

the Krench Canadians in New
¥ingland, the Italians, iu New
York, and the Secaad navians 1u
the North-west—are not absorbed

inthe IKaglish spziking body of
the people, but tend to form com-
munities of their own, whi h «vince
but little degire for citizenship, or
even for acquiring our national
langunge.

1t i1s further contended
some States—and notably in Mas-
sachusctts—the chiildren of native pa
reats are ceasing to be numerically
gtrong enough to exercise a fusing
and transmuting influence on the
newecomers.

So far as it is caleulited to

legisiation againgt obnexicus im-

migrants, and of the existing nai-

uralization laws, the discussion of

the possible dangers of emigration
1s doubtless salutary.  But when
we remember that the United
States possesses a territory as large
as tihe wholo of Eurcpe, incluiing
a much larger portion of arable
land, wh-reas our population
searcely exceeds that of the Gor-
man Empire, we must rezard it as
an unwise change in our traditiona
puli\cy to discourage the inpour of
able-bodied. honest, hard working
men.

It is said, i1ndeed, that a
fraction of the recent immigrants—
and conspicucusly the Italians—
are not agriculturists, but are only
adapted to the rudest sort of un-
skilled labor.  Admitting this to
be true, we stil ought to recognize
that the incoming of such laborers
sets free for higher grades of work
a portion of the resident popula-
tion.

A natural but striking effect of
immigration 18 the absence of
strata in the working masses of
American society.  There is on

the contrary, an incessant fluctua-
tion and circulation, involving a
strong tendency of the older so-
journers to rise toward the top.
In skilled labor this tendency can
easily be traced. Men, who-e
memories go back for haif a cen-
tury can recollect when Massachu-
setts factroies were manned al-
most exclusive.y by native Amer-
ican operatives. These, afier a
time, were replacd by Irish-Amer-
icans, who, in teeir turn, are wiv-
mmg way to French-Canadians.
The ousted operatives have not
sunk but risen in the sonal scale.
