AsscmUly ©f the Territory of New

Section 1. The board of educa­

tion of the Territory of New Mexico 
shall have and is hereby vested 
with full power to adopt a sysi«»* 
of school books for the u*:e of the 
public schools of thi3 territory, aud 
enly the «chool books so adopted 
by the said board, shall be used in 
any and all of tlie public schools in 
this territory. The Board of Edu­
cation shall have power to contract 
with the publisher or publishers of 
text book adopted for use in public 
schools in New Mexico ia th* name 
of the territory and through th« su­
perintendent of public instruction 
for the purpose and delivery of said 
books under such regulations as 
the board usay adopt.

The books purchased in 
the name of th« territory shall be 
su'd to the several counties for cash 
only at cost and freight added and 
additional live ptr centum of u- 
mount of cast and freight, to cover 
n«c«s«ary expenses; on th« tenth oi 
ei*ch month accounts of books pur­
chased and soid shad bo settled by

ueatiou of the territory and on the

A 1«vv mile» this side of Yuma was 
au immense cottonwood forest which 
was swept from the face of th© 
earth. 1 he Santa Craz, wlueh has 
ever since been a subterranean 
stream, for three years flowed abev« 
ground from its source to its 
mouth. There ar« traces of «Id 
canals and the ruins of ancient cit­

ies throughout many of the valleys 
in Arizona showing that a den*j 
population must have existed at 
one time, and it is not improbable 
ffiat tli«*e improvements and tho 
inhabitants themselves, were swept 
away by some such Hood as the 
one which recently visited eur sis­
ter territory. When it ia remem­
bered that no less than live or six 
of Arizona’s best towns, together 
with miles of railroad and canals, 
have been so seriously damaged by 
this Hood, one can only imagine 
what sad havoc similar Hood would 
have played had the valleys been 
densely populated, and all of the 
houses built of mud. 'ihe present 
disaster may prove a blessing to 
future generations if they will refer 
to the history of this flood before 
budding their homes.— Silver City 
Enterprise.

The storms of April will all be 
severe both from minor causes and 
the effects of tho powerful electric 
currents from the equators of Jupi- 
ter and Saturn, which will begin to 
have a light influence on the eartn’s 
electric currents. Mereury will 
pass the sun’s equator on April 2, 
and with the continued influence of 
Venus, which will have passed the 
sun's equator March 28, will mate­
rially increase the force of this first 
April storm, so that it will affect 
most parts of the United States.—

Section 23 cures defects in fh t 
title of settlers on certain former 
Indian land, caused by different 
ridings of the Department o f the 
Interior.

Section 24 authorizes the Prcs- 
’dent. to set apart trust reserves 
where to preserve timber, he shall 
deem it advisable.

D^yU, who was but nine­
teen years of ajt*, was tlie wife of 
Mr. Howard L. Doyle, a brother of 
llrs. Ellis, at whose home the 
tragedy was onacted. The young 
coup'e were married a little more

a bed zoom, vzhere they remained 
till they left the house. They were 
last scon alive hy one of the family, 
who went iiffo tir* room about 4 
o’clock, and found them sitting on 
he bed and talking.

It  was nearly dark when they 
were missed, and suspicion that 
all was not right was at once 
aroused. Mr. Ellis, remembering 

it remark of Miss Rigiey, to the 
effect that life was ot little value to 
her, sent to the bedroom for a 
loaded revolver which had been 
left there, and finding that it was 
gone, a search was begun in ear­
nest. The barking of a little dog 
drew Mr. Ellis’ attention to the
bodies which were lying under a 
tree, a short distance frota the 
house. Appearances indicated so 
plainly that there was h&idlv the 
possibility of a mistake, that Miss 
Rigiey first shot Mrs. Doyle iu the 
left Fide, the charge entering the 
heart, and then shot herself through 
the heart. Thai- hits were hung 
in tiie tree and their c loaks were 
folded and placed bene ath their 
heads. Attached to the cloaks 
were two notes, without date, writ­
ten by Mrs. Doyle, one addressed to 
her brother and one to Mrs. Eilis. 
giving directions for the disposal of 
her personal effects, and one from 
Mi"« Rigloy, to Mrs. Ellis, dated 
March iGtb, stating v.hat dDposi 
tion she wished made of her prop­
erly. From neither of the notes 
could any cine be obtained to the 
motives which prompted the rush

ence been u«ed, she would not have 
taken this step. A weakness in 
her character was an unduo suscep­
tibility to the influence of tlio«e 
whom she believed to be her 
friends. She said that her hus­
band had always treated her kindly 
aud had never given her an un­
pleasant word, but she gave no 
reason for leaving her home other 
than that she was not satisfied to 
remain theie.

Last Saturday, Mrs. Doyle went 
to make her weekly visit to Mrs. 
Ellis, a warm friendship existing 
between them. As «die drove ap to 
the door, Miss Rgley went out, got 
into the buggy, and the two went 
away and were absent for some 
hours.

While no attempt should be

to excuse the crime of suicide, it 
seem*, in this case, that while Mrs. 
Doyle conseated to the act, it was 
neither planned nor executed by 
her, but was rather the product of 
the w eak  bruin of a sentimental 
girl, who was perhaps rendered 
morbid by disease aud the k n o w ­

ledge that her life could be, at best, 
but a brief one.

Except for this influence, coining
at a time when she was least uole
to resist it, it is more than prob-

able that, in a few months, the 
the cloud which hung over Mrs. 
Doyle would nave lifted, and that 
she would then have gladly re­
turned to her husband and her 
home. Much sympathy is ex­
pressed for the husband and absent 
parents and brother, in this com­
munity, where they are well 
known.
