ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION.
Know all men by these pres­

ents: That we the undersigned
citizens of the United States, de­
siring to form a corporation for pe- 
cuniary profit under the laws of 
the Territory of New Mexico, do 
hereby enter into and adopt for 
ourselves our associates and our 
successors the following articles 
of Incorporation:

A rticle 1.
The rame of the Incorporation 

shall be “ Free Gold Mining & 
Milling Company,” and its prin­
cipal place of business shall be 
in the town of Nogal in the coun­
ty of Lincoln, territory of New 
Mexico, with a branch office in 
such other place or places, as the 
Board of Directors shall determine 
for the sale and transfer of stock, 
and the holding of such Board of 
Directors’ meetings and the trans­
action of such business of the In­
corporation as the Board of Direc­
tors may direct and determine.

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A GIANT RACE.

The remains of an ancient race 
of giants are being dug from the 
earth at the Mesa Rica, near Las 
Vegas, New Mexico. Those re­
siding in that vicinity are greatly 
excited. From exchanges in that 
vicinity the following account is 
gained.

The first of the skeletons of the 
monster men was unearthed by 
Luciano Quintana, who with five 
others listened to some old tradi­
tions and began to dig.

As far back as the memory of 
man goes it has been common be­
lief that certain rude stones on the 
mesa laid with surprising regular­
ity marked the resting place of 
dead men.
The oldest inhabitants tell of 
hearing from their predecessors 
both white and red that at one 
time the land was peopled with 
men who were giants in every 
sense of the word. Rude imple­
ments of enormous size have been 
found that could not have been 
used by anyone with strength 
short of an ox.

So prevalent has been the im­
pression that this was the case, 
that Indian traditions are now

and is three feet from one end to 
the other. A tooth which was 
still sticking in it is as large as 
a small bucket.

Those who saw the bones say 
that his chest measurement must 
have been one hundred and twenty 
inches. The ribs are enormous 
and are large enough to withstand 
a fierce attack with weapons such 
as these people must have had.

There are numerous other 
tombstones five feet long in the 
vicinity that are supposed to be 
over skeletons of giants. Plans 
are being laid to dig between all 
of them and learn whether or not 
there are more remains to be found.

This may be another Cardiff 
giant such as El Paso has on the 
hill back of the Mesa gardens and 
until more is learned about it 
those who take an interest will 
hold back their confidence in its 
being bona fide.

Quintana listened to these wild 
tales for years and paid but little 
attention to them. But he never 
could satisfy himself that the rude 
stones had come in their place by 
chance and for this reason deter­
mined to make an investigation.

Selecting five others to assist 
him in the work he picked out 
two of the largest stones and be­
gan to take up the earth between 
them. The work took several 
days on account of the obstacles 
which had been placed in the way.

At a depth of six feet a layer of 
rock two feet thick had to be taken 
out. They had evidently been 
selected according to their shape 
before being placed in the ground 
for each one fitted closely to the 
other.

After disposing of the rock a 
layer of what had once been wood 
was taken out three feet in thick­
ness. Another two feet of pure 
white sand was taken out of the 
hole and the bones of a man were 
found.

of Civilization.

O LONG as human passions hold
sway over the destinies of mankind, 
M) louj; will St. Valentine’s day be 

kepi. It ha.* survived the lapse of time, 
change ot customs, and the progress of civ­
ilization. I he day is sacred to preference, 
the choice of the sexes, the passion of love. 
It takes its name iroin St, Valentine, a 
I meshyter or bishop of Koine, vvlio was 
cruel.y beaten with c ubs and finally be­
headed on the Elaminian way, in Rome, 
February 14, A. J). 270, during the reign ol 
Emperor .Marcus Aurelius Claudius. Val­
entin u> was famous for his love and charity, 
and was early canonized, his el ay coming 
in Februan (named tor the Greek goddess 
Juno-Febra), and about the same time that 
the Roman festival of the l.upen-a.ia oc­
curred, a feast observed in honor of the 
deities Ran and Juno.

One of the customs of this festival was 
that young men drew from a box a billet 
inscribed with the name of a maiden in 
the community in which he lived, each 
bachelor devoting himself for a twelvemonth 
to the service of the lady whom chance 
gave him, thus becoming her lit ye knight, 
ii not her lover and husband. From this 
custom is supposed to originate the phrase 
“ marriage is a lottery." The priests of the 
early church widely kept all the fc.-tivab 
they cou.d, changing their form or engraft 
ing them on to saint'*’ day. So, in some 
fashion, the godly martyr of early days lse 
came the pa iron saint of the heart.

1 he festival was- < stahlisli.ed in Jingland, 
Scotland and France about the Fifteenth 
century, and our good ancestors in Merrie 
England were delighted with it. Court anti 
hovel alike honored the day with giro and 
merriment. It was formerly the custom ol 
the young people on the occasion of this 
festival to decorate thein-selvt s w ith flow 
ers, wreathe and true-love knots, and ge 
in procession from house to house in th< 
morning, singing Midi a ditty as:
