New Mexico as a Territory has
always been a political garbage
dump. Most of her appointed
officials have been politicians
whose services to the winning
party or influential members were
of such a character that 1t was
not deemed advisable to call pub-
lic attention to them by giving
them place in Washington. Once
in a while a decent man has been
sent to New Mexico in an official
capacity, but very few of that
sort have remained, there after
the expiration of their terms. or,
if they remained, have been able
to exert any influence in the
political affairs of the Territory.

Some advocates the admission
of New Mexico to full member-
ship jin the Union argue that
Statehood would bring about an
improvement in the personnel of
the local government by shutting
off the influx of Kastern political
rubbish. They think the State
of New Mexico could put up the
notice *‘Deposit no garbage here”
and compel respect for it.  Pos-
sibly she could, but the Pennsyl-
vania machine evidently does not
tnink so, for Quay, Penrose and
the rest of the gang are urging
the admission of New Mexico in
order that **Bull” Andrews may
be rewarded for his services to
the machine with one of the new
State's scats in the United States
Senate.

Inview of such possibilities,
perhaps the best thing  for  the
people of New Mexico would  be
reversion to tribal relations and
the designation of . the territory
as a reservation. A fairly honest
Indian agent would be a distinct
improvement on some of the offi-
clals sent out to govern them, and

e
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if there is any probability that
they would send a Pennsylvania
gangster to represent them in
the Senate they are manifestly
unfit to govern themselves.—
Philadelphia North American.

What happened? Instead of |
the Umbria towing the Etruria |
back to Halifax, which would |
have been done with little expense |
had communication been secured,
the screwless ship was picked up
as salvage worth $350,000 to the
towboat which found her. The
passengers were taken to the
Azores, thus causing an incon-
venience the monetary value of
which can hardly be estimated.

All because the operator on the

Jmbria did not do his duty and
remain with his Marconi instru-
ment.  Carelessness, misjudg-
ment or desertion—call it what
you will-the result was the same.
An hour’s longer time near his
instrument would have saved
money and time. That  the
amount of money was so large
emphasizes the negligeuce of the
man.

Yet the same thing occurs in
every walk of life.  The youth
who is continually finding the
short way out of work may not
have such responsibilities attach-
ing to his position, but too often
he slights the simplest duty which
confronts him. The few minutes
of extra exertion aré a margin
which he passes.

- Seeking his own comfort, the
slipshod worker permits fickle
chance to safeguard his future.
Sometimes good fortune prevents
discovery, butthe energies dissi-
pated in escaping a performance
of duty bring ultimate humilia-
tion and loss. Of the making of

Then
Klfego Baca rose and caused the
sensation of the day, by the na-
ture of his remarks, not only ad-
dressed to the court, but so worded
as to leave no possible doubt as to
the application intended.

He said in effect, that the man
just discharged from the jury
(meaning his brother, A. B. Baca'
was an honorable man; a man
well known in the county of |
Socorro; a man who was not a jury |

After giving all  the virtues he
claimed for his  brother he said,
that while A. B. Baca had never
had the honor to hold a high po-|
sition on the bench, as did Judge
McMillen, that he (Baca) was a
man who respected his family,
and who had never been accused,
by either the people or the news-
papers, of carrying around with
him, from place to place, a com-
mon prostitute, as did a judge he{
knew of.
