In the organization of a com­
mercial club along lines of mod 
ern  methods, as was done lust 
Thursday night, Brady has, in 
the opinion of The Standard, 
taken the most imjiortunt step  in 
the town’s history.

There are various kinds of 
commercial clubs: good, bad and 
indifferent. Brady has never 
had a bad one; she lias never had 
a good one; she has had several 
of the indifferent class; she is 
now to have the lx*st in West 
Texas.

The banquet Thursday night 
was well attended, there being 
at least two hundred of B rady’s 
progressive citizens present. 
Thos. Bell acted as m aster of 
ceremonies ami kept the bull roll­
ing in just the right way. He 
introduced Mayor S. A. Conley 
who delivered a short ojaming 
address and then made way for 
the principal sjiealcer of tin* eve­
ning, Mr. Wm. M. Woodall, of 
Temple. A synopsis of Mr. 
Woodall’s address is given in an­
other column.

Following Mr. Woodall Prof. 
M. L . Stallings spoke most in te r­
estingly, his subject being “Our 
Educational In te res ts ."  Mr. 
Stallings' rem arks were timely 
and to the point.

“Our Commercial In te re s ts” 
was the subject assigned Judge 
F. M. Newman, who did not take 
up u great deal of the time of the 
meeting, but who made one of 
his accustomed rousing sjjeeches

L. G. Callan then told some­
thing of “ B rady 's Present 
Needs.” Among these needs, as 
seen by Mr. Callan and as ap ­
preciated by the audience, judg­
ing from their applause, m ight 
l>e mentioned a l>etter jmssenger 
train service, more and be tte r 
hotels, an up-town telegraph of­
fice, civic improvements, a home 
building and loan association, 
more water, good roads via the 
bond issue route, and above all 
an active commercial club.

Attorney John J. Cox, of Tem ­
ple, completely captivated the 
audience in quite a lengthy ex 
tenijKiraneous address, his su b ­
ject being the one assigned W. D. 
C rothers, “Our Progressive Cit­
izenship.” Mr. Cox’s address 
teemed with wit and humor and 
kept the crowd in high good hu­
mor. Mr. C rothers got even 
with him on the appendicitis joke 
by rem arking next day that 
while it took him nearly a week 
to w rite that address Mr. Cox 
learned it by heart in an hour 
and delivered it perfectly.

“ B rady’s Railroad In te re s ts” 
was the subject assigned C. W. 
Strain, general passenger ngent 
of the Frisco. The hour being 
late Mr. S train  condensed his 
w ritten speech into a few terse 
rem arks to the effect that the 
Frisco was “of and for Brady 
and would stay with Brady and 
co-operate with Brady until B ra­
dy made the best city in West 
Texas,” which wouldn’t be many 
years, according to Mr. Strain.

The m atter of organizing the 
club was then taken up, and it 
was decided to organize on the 
plan recommended by t h e  
special committee some weeks 
ago. Accordingly a motion p re ­
vailed that the chair appoint a 
committee of three who would 
re tire  and bring in a list of nine 
names for nomination as direct

The tir*t work of B rady 's  com­
mercial d u b  should he toward 
the development of the great 
te rr ito ry  > m ounding the city. 
The farm ing land should all be 
p i t  into (arm s and the big 
ranches t n up and sold to actual 
farm ers, who are the backbone 
of the country. The big ranch­
man could cut up his ranch into 
small trac ts and sell half of It at 
n nominal price, thereby enhanc­
ing the value of the balance to 
such an ex ten t that the sale of 
that balance would bring him 
more money than he could secure 
in any other way.

The club should study the con 
ditions and concentrate action 
along the lines most inviting to 
success. P e o p le  is what we 
need,vand p o p u la t io n  is what 
we m ust have; o ther things will 
follow as a natural sequence if 
the pro[ier effort is put forth.

Every citizen should be a mem­
ber of the commercial club. The 
in terests  of the banker, the m er­
c h a n t the c lerk , the workman 
and the farm er are  identical, and 
each should do his part The 
clerks and a rtisans should lie in- 

j teres ted because their bread and 
bu tter is as much at stake as the 
tianker’s or the m erchant’s. The 
farm er’s land is enhanced, there­
fore he should also be interested 

i to the point of activity. The 
ranchm an and the big land own­

e rs  are the most in terested  and
should be the heaviest contribu­
tors to the c lub’s finances.

T h e  officers and directors
should be men who will work; 
men who will lay down personal 
business cares for the time and 
attend the called m eetings and 
busy them selves in the plans for 
a bigger and b e tte r  town. The 
richest man is not, neccessaril.v, 
the liest d irector. It requires 
enthusiasm  and a sp irit of pa tri­
otism as well as money.

The main spring  of the club is 
the secretary . Good secretaries 
are scarce and coine high, and 
when you get the right man you 
have secured a jewel without 
price. But in selecting th is sec 
re ta ry  get the best man available, 
give him a thorough tria l, and 
above all, back him up with 
words of wisdom and encourage­
ment: he cannot do it all; lie can­
not do anything unless he is 
properly supported . Whoever 
you get, give him your liest aid 
and and stand behind him and 
help him in his work.

Do not be disappointed if gigan­
tic resu lts  are not accomplished 
within a few months. Failures 
are only incentives to fu rth e r ef ; 
fort. Every club has its  failures. | 
and the club that lays down on 
account of a few failures is the 
club that fails. The club that 
stays together and continues to 
work in the face of defeat is the 
club tha t shows resu lts  in thei 
long run. Don’t cxp-ct your 
club and your secretary  to show 1 
big and astonishing resu lts im­
mediately. Such instances are 
rare, the  m ost successful clubs 
have not produced immediate re­
sults. anti when theiy* resu lts do 
begin to show, the showing is al­
ways of the best and most satis-j 
factory kind.
