Corn.— My land for corn wan 
broke in January, six inches 
deep, then Feb. 27-29 it was laid 
off with middle buster and then 
bedded with turning plow; then 
th'1 middle broke out. March 
12 I run a .«ection harrow across 
the hedi; then March 28-29 I 
planted. When corn was just 
l eeping through 1 run section 
harrow over it and got a good 
tand I then plowed with small

I then run V harrow through 
and plowed with twelve inch 
wing sweep, very shallow; then 
run through middle with thirty
