Word has been received in Brady 
that Odom Mart.n has been wounded 
for the second time in France, and 
that he is again in a hospital for 
treatment. Odom joined the marines 
something like a year ago, and for 
the past six months or more has been 
in France. A couple months back he 
was wounded by a shrapnel, and was 
confined to the hospital for some time 
and now it appears that shortly after 
rejoining his company he was again 
injured.

Fi'-m his letter it would appear that 
the shock received at the time o f his 
lajst injury had been almost as serious 
as his wound, as his nerves seem to 
be quite badly unstrung.

Odom writes interestingly of his 
experiences in a letter to Mrs. L. A. 
Williams of this city, from which we 
are permitted to reprint the following 
extract:

“ I received your letter several days 
ago That was the day I got bark to 
my company. I am back in a hospital 
again—only a field hospital. I was 
knocked unconscious and my back was 
spramed by a big shell.

“ I was in the big drive made by the 
marines. I guess you have read in 
the paper about what the marines are 
doirur. I have been over the top and 
I am proud of it. I wouldn’t take any­
thing for the experience.

“ I wish I could tell you someth.ng 
abou it. I am sending you a clipping 
from a paper. You can see what we 
are doing. The marines have been 
cited more than once.

“ People in the states haven’t any 
idea what war is like-—that is, from 
sonic of the papers I see.

“ Well, Mrs. Williams, I don't know 
any new», and I am so nervous that 
I can hardly write, so gpess I will 
clo-e for this time. I was awfully 
glad to hear from you, ,.nd to know 
that some one thinks about me. I 
can tell you lots when I get home.

“ Give my love to ail the women of 
the Bible class."

Odom gives his address as 82 Co., 
6th Reg., U. S. M. C., American Ex­
peditionary force, France.

The clipping referred to from the 
Paris edition of the New York Herald 
published on Saturday, June 8th, or 
just a month ago. It gives a graphic 
description of how the marines forc­
ed their way over ground heaped with 
German dead, while storming Bour- 
esches. A significant paragraph in 
the newspaper article reads as follows

“The prisoners stated also that the 
Germans had schemed to attack the 
Americans on Saturday, but that the 
assault by the Marines on Wednes­
day had upset their calculations and 
that the new attack of yesterday had 
completely disarranged all the schem­
es o f the German commanders, at this 
particular point of the line, which is 
north-west of Chateau-Thierry.”

His letter is as follows.

According to a geologia.1 map pre­
pared by Robert T. Hill, the ex^ont of 
what is known as the Pennsylvania 
oil scr.es is shown. The map is of in­
terest and similar to the one publish­
ed by the state geologist. It shows 
the extent o f this formation in which 
there has been an active lea.-» cam­
paign carried on for the past six 
months to start at the Red River, on 
the Oklahoma and Texas line, thru 
Montague ccutfty, taking in Clay, 
Jack, Young, Wise, Paio Pinto, Steph­
ens, Shackelford, Callahan, Eastland, 
Comanche, Coleman Brown, McCul­
loch, San Saba and Mills counties.

Geologists who have been scour­
ing the (jountry for almost e.ght 
months have commended the Penn­
sylvania area to their companies, 
b n ' have advised them to a great ex­
tent not to go outside of this area; 
but hundreds of thousands of acres 
have been leased outside o f the Penn- 

! slyvania series, and many are recom­
mending their companies to play on 
the outside, and the outcome will be 
of interest. There are reported to 

| be no close structures in the North 
Texas area, being called, as a geolo­
gist term them, “ neoings.”  The drill 
will have to determine what the pro­
ducing area will be, if any, as the 
nosings are very small and the best 
Structures that are found have been 
In Jack county. The outcome of the 
geological survey will be watched 
With considerable interesi, as many 
•re of the opinion that it will not 
pan out profitably.

According to Hill, there are three 
distinct sources of oil in Texas, each 
of which is accompanied by one or 
more commercial oil pools. These 
sources are strata of the carbonifer­
ous, cretaceous and neocene ( lately 
tentiary and pleistocene! ages, which 
supply North Texas, Corsicana, Caddo 
and the gulf coast pools respective­
ly. These various pools are as un­
related as if they were located upon 
different continents, and the geolo­
gical and the practical experiences 
applicable to one o f them are not ap- 
pl.cable to the others.

The North Central Texas area, of 
which Elect.ra, Breckenridge Caddo, 
M.neral Wells, Strawn, Moran, Ran­
ger, Coleman, Trickham, Brownwood 
and ci'her new pools are parts which 
derive their oil from the various stra­
ta of the Pennsylvania and Bend ser- 
ie.- o f carboniferous rocks.

The Pennsylvania series, with 
which the underlaying Bend series, 
is associated (although its affinities 
are more closely associated w.th the 
Mississippian), consists o f a series of 
clay, shales sandstones and limeston­
es, c.nd is from 3,500 to 4,000 feet in 
thickness.

These rfrata in North Central Tex­
as extend in a series of sub-parallel 
belts extending in a direction about 
thirty degrees east, of north, between 
the Burnett-Llano country on the 
southwest and the Red River on the 
northeast, in portions of t.he counties 
given above. They are also reached 

; by the drill through the overlaying 
belts in Wichita county.

The Pennsylvania strata are over- 
lain to the east and in places through­
out their extent by the strata of lower 

i cretaceous age (Comanchean) and on 
j the west by the Permian, which are 
; closely* related to them. In general 
they dig up gently to the north and 
west, and successively higher and 
later strata should be encountered in 
traveling from the east to the west. 
When the direction o f the dip is dif- 

| ferent from that of the normal as a- 
| bove stated, the departure consists 
what is also known as “ structure,” 
and is usually detected by instrumen­
tal surveys of a combined engineering 

| and geological character.
The Pennsylvania strata, which take 

their name from the state of Penn­
sylvania, where they are also the 
source o f coal and oil, are divided in 
Texas iivto several groups of forma­
tion above the Bend series, wdiich 
have been named the Strawn, Can­
yon and Cisco and which are succeed­
ed above by the Albany-Wichit.a 
group of Permian or “ red beds.” De­
tailed maps and descriptions of these 
strata are published in the reports of 
the former Texas state geological sur­
vey (1890-1892.)

The Pennsylvania strata of North 
Central Texas and Oklahoma, south 
o f the Arbuckle and Wichita ranges, 
represent a southern division of t.he 
great Midcontinent field, which hith­
erto has had its greatest exploitation 
in central and northern Oklahoma and 
southern Kansas. The southern divi­
sion, like the northern, is characteri­
zed by great thickness of oil-produc­
ing shales and sands, which, under 
proper structural conditions, consti­
tute favorable reservoirs for the ac­
cumulation and storage o f oil and gas.

The deep oil and gas wells south 
o f Breckenridge and at Caddo, in 
Stephens county; at Ranger. East- 
land county, and the northeast of 
Coleman county all obtain their oil 
from the Bend series, and success in 
these widely separate localities leads 
the geologists to believe that similar 
wells wdll be elsewhere obtained in in­
termediate areas. The shallower wells 
in Parker and Palo Pinto counties, 
and near Trickham, Brownwood, Mo­
ran and elsewhere, come from the va­
rious sands in the Strawn series and 
are all located on “ structure.”— Fort 
Worth Record.

This makes the third increase within 
the past six weeks, and makes a to­
tal increase in prices of about S3 1-3 
per cent. Before these last increases 
came, it looked as though prices 
could not possibly go higher— but 
\y oat her men and newspaper men are 
sometimes poor" prognosticator.-.

Compared with “ fore de war” prices, 
those now prevailing show an in­
crease of almost 150 per cent. What 
was regarded before the war as a 
comparatively cheap bond, is now 
selling for twice the price of the then 
first-class sheet of paper.

The rapidly rising costs of paper 
and material have played havoc with 
manufacturers who were under con­
tract to fill orders for printing. It is 
said the firm which successfully bid 
in the government’s order for print, 
ed envelopes, threw up their contract, 
feeling they could better afford to for­
feit their bond than to stand the loss 
which the completion o f the order 
would entail. The government real- 
ized their position and made a new 
contract with them without requiring 
the forfeiting of their bond.

If anyone doubts these statements, 
let him test the present-day postage 
stamps. The paper will be found to 
be so flimsy as to tear directly across 
the stamp rather than along .the per­
foration.

A WAR CLUB

A plan was originated in one of the 
nonthem cities some time during the 
past year that might well be adopted 
everywhere in the United States. It 
is known as a War Club, and each 
county in the state has such an organ­
ization.

The purpose of the War Club is to 
take care ot and combine under this j 
one head all the various organizations1 
o f relief and mercy or assistance now 
at work upon battlefields or am ong1 
the sold.ers. The system of operation 
to make up a budget of all anticipated 
calls during the period o f one year, 
o f the various relief organizations, 
and then pro-rate this among the 
citizens of the county according to 
their f.nancial ability and rating.

For instance, the War Club is god­
mother to the Red Cross, .the Y. M. C .! 
A., the Knights of ColumUus. Salva­
tion Army and all other relief organ­
izations. When the Red Cross an­
nounces a big drive, the War Club 
meet- and decides what portion of its 
funds shall be allotted to the Red 
Cross. When the Y. M. C. A. or any 
o f the other organizations needs fi­
nancial assistance, like action is 
taken.

The whole object of the War Club is 
to do away with repeated and contin­
uous solicitation of funds for first 
one organization and then another. 
Solicitation for all the various organ­
izations is done at one and the same 
time; thereby, not only is the annoy­
ance of repeated solicitation avoided, 
but the time of the solicitation com­
mittee is limited to one big effort 
rather than to a series of smaller j 
ones—which also saves them the time 
required to make numerous solicita­
tions.

The general plan is to ask each per­
son to contribute or> of their sala­
ries. Or, where persons are engaged 
in piece work they are asked to give 
one-half hour’s pay each week. The 
big business concerns donate an a- 
mount equal to the total amount con­
tributed by their employes. Also 
there is a sliding scale for salaries in 
excess of $2,000 per year. Payment 
may be made all at one time, or in 
installments, as the contributor may 
desire.

Wherever the plan has been tried 
it has met with success. Each con­
tributor is given a window card and 
a button as emblems as having per­
formed his duty. The window cards 
and the buttons both are attractive­
ly designed in red. white and blue 
stripes, with a war club showing on 
the white background and the words 
“  County War Club" print­
ed over the red and blue background

The Standard calls attention to 
this club, believing it an organization 
that will not only prove effective in 
caring for our war charities and re­
lief organizations, but one which will 
save much time and unnecessary 
labor upon the part o f soliciting 
committees, as well as of the public in 
general.

The Price-Interpreting committee 
for Brady held its first meeting last 
Tuesday afternoon and established 
a price list for various staple commo­
dities, which will serve as a guide to 
all consumers. This committee acts 
under authority of the Federal Food 
administration, and similar commit­
tees have for some time been ap­
pointed and engaged in interpreting 
prices in all the larger cities.

While no ladies, representing con­
sumers, were present at the meeting 
last Tuesday, it is anticipated that 
greater interest will in future be evi­
denced, and that they will have a 
representative present at future meet­
ings, to be held at the Commercial 
National bank every Tuesday after­
noon at 2:00 o'clock.

Look up this interpretation of pri­
ces published elsewhere in this issue, 
and carefully refer to it each week 
and note the changes which may t 
made from time to time in the prices.

Taxes on Luxuries and Non-Essentials

I am in favor of removing, as far as 
possible, the burdens of taxation from 
the masses of the people and placing 
them on special interests and luxu­
ries. Therefore I am in favor of 
emending and enlarging [the present 
gross tax laws as provided for in 
Chapter Two, Title 126, of the Re-j

ravaged by a forced sale. Sections 
49, 50, 51 and 52 of Article 16, of the 
present Cond’.itution exempts from 
forced sale, the homestead, whether 
it be in the city, town or country, and 
I am unalterably opposed to any 
change in said Constitution, believing 
as I do, that it would be the medium 
by which small home owners would be 
at the mercy of a bunch of merciless 
land sharks. I am opposed to tamper­
ing with our homestead law in any 
way.

Irrigation Laws.
I stand “ four square" for the sub­

stantial amendment of the present Ir­
rigation Laws of Texas, that riparian 
owners may be protected; thut no for­
eign corporation doing business 300 
miles away can didtate the amount of 
water to be used by the riparian own­
ers of this state.

mous profits. Looking to that end 
they established through their repre­
sentatives in the legislature, a Mark­
eting and Warehouse department, 
which they trusted would grow and 
develop into realization o f their long 
wished for dreams and finally be 
made of inestimable general benefit 
to the a'ute at large. This hope o f the 
farmers was well founded for the sav- 

' mg to the cotton crop has run into the 
million of dollars every year. The im­
provement in “ country damage” alone 
has been 25 per cent over the old 
method o f marketing cotton. In con­
nection with this department I am in I 

j favor o f amending the scope of *he 
present Weights and Measures Act so 

, as to establish a uniform system of 
' weights and measures in this state 
I The producers are being systemati­
cally pilfered in short weights and 
measures o f farm products, the totals. 
o f which runs into the millions o f dol­
lars every year. If I am elected your 
Representative it shall be one of the 
proudest acts of my official life to 
assist in widening the scope and use­
fulness o f this department for the 
farmers of Texas and make it one 
branch of the government calculated 
to be of immeasurable benefit to the 
people at large.

Educational Questions.
I am in favor of maintaining a 

State University o f the first-class and 
I believe a $250,000.00 appropriation 
by the legislature and the $220,000,- 
00 endowment the University receives 
annually from its school lands will 
maintain such an institution taking 
into consideration the present de­
creased attendance.

TAKING OF TESTIMONY IN CKIM 
IN AL CASES

Hour* Joint Resolution No. 2.
To amend Section 10, Article 1, of the 

Constitution of the Sta».e of Texas, 
providing for certain rights o f ac­
cused persons in criminal prosecu­
tions, ar.d the manner in which the 
case may be prosecuted, and provid­
ing for the procuring of the testi­
mony of the witnesses for both de­
fense and prosecution.

Be it Resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:
Section 1. That Section (10) of 

Article (1) of the Constitution of the 
State of Ttxas be so amended that 
the same will read and hereafter be 
as follows:

Sec. (10). In all criminal prosecu­
tions the accused shall have a speedy 
public trial by an impartial jury. He 
shall have the right to demand the 
nature and cause of the accusation 
against him, and,to have a copy there­
of. He shall not be compelled to give 
evidence against h.mself and shall 
have the right of being heard by him­
self or counsel, or both, shall be con­
fronted by the witnesses against him 
and shall have compulsory process for 
obtaining witnesses in his favor, ex­
cept that, when the witness resides 
out of the State and the offense 
charged is a violation of any of the 
anti-trust laws of this State, the de­
fendant and the State shall have the 
right to produce and have the evidence 
admitted by deposition, under such 
rules and laws as the Legislature may 
hereafter provide; and no person 
shall be held to answer for a crimin­
al offense, unless on an indictment of 
a grand jury, except in cases in which 
the punishment is by fine or im­
prisonment, otherwise than in the 
penitentiary, in cases of impeachment 
and in cases arising in the army or 
navy, or m the militia, when in actual 
service in time of war or public dan­
ger.

Sec. 2. The Governor of this State 
is hereby directed to issue the neces­
sary proclamation for the submission 
o f this amendment to the qualified 
voters of this State at the next gen­
eral election for State and county o f­
ficers.

Sec. 3. The qualified electors for 
members of the Legislature shall vote 
upon said amendnft-nt at the said gen­
eral election and at which election all 
persons favoring said amendment 
shall have written or printed on the 
ballot the following: "For amend-

nient to Sec. 10, Article 1, of the Con­
stitution, providing for prosecution 
of criminal cases by information, or 
indictment, and taking of testimony 
of witnesses by deposition, under cer­
tain circumstances," and those oppos­
ed to such amendment shall have 
written or printed on the ballots as 
follows: “ Against the amendment to
Section 10, Article 1 of the Constitu­
tion."

Sec. 4. The sum o f five thousand 
($5,000) dollars, or so much ¿hereof 
as may be necessary, is hereby ap­
propriated out o f any funds of the 
State Treasury of the State not other­
wise* appropriated to pay the expense 
o f publishing, proclamation, and elec­
tion.

( Note.—H. J. R. No. 2 passed the 
House o f Represen'atives by a two- 
thirds vote, yeas 123, nays 4; and 
passed the Senate with amendments,
by a two-thirds vote, yeas 21, nays 4; 
and the House concurred in Senate 
amendments by a two-thirds vote, 
yeas 123, nays 0.)

House Joint Resolution No. 27.
Proposing an amendment to Art. 7 of 

the Constitution of the Sta^ of 
Texas by changing Sec. 3, provid­
ing for a thirty-five cent tax levy 
for the maintenance of the public 
schools of Texas, and providing free 
text books in public schools o f the 
State o f Texas, and making an ap­
propriation therefor.

Be it Resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 3, Ar­
ticle 7, o f the Constitution, be so 
change as to read as follows (creat­
ing a new section 3 ):

Sec. 3. One-fourth of the revenue 
derived from the State occupation 
taxes and a poll tax of one ($1.00) 
dollar on every male inhabitant of 
this State, between the ages of 
tweivy-one and sixty years, shall be 
set apart, annually for the benefit of 
the public free schoois;and in addition 
thereto, there shall be levied and col­
lected an annual ad valorem State 
•.ax of such an amount not to exceed 
thirty-five cents on the one hundred 
($100.00) dollar valuation, as, with 
the ava.ialile school fund arising from

all other sources, will be sufficient
to maintain and support ¿he public 
schools of this State for a period of 
not. less than six months in each year, 
and it shall be the duty of the State 
Board of Education to set aside a 
sufficient amount out of the said tax 
to provide free text books fo r the use 
of children attending the public free 
schools of this State; provided, how- 
ever, that should the limit o f taxation 
herein named be insufficient the defi­
cit may be met by appropriation from 
the general funds of the State, and the 
Legislature may also provide for the 
formation of school districts by gen 
era! or special law without the local 
notice required in other cases o f spec­
ial legislation; and all such school dis­
tricts, whether created by general or 
spec.a! law. may embrace parts of t.wo 
or more counties. And the Legislature 
shall be authorised to pass laws for 
the assessment and collection of ¡taxes 
in all said districts, and for the man­
agement and control o f the public 
school or schools of such district, 
whether such districts are composed 
of territory wholly within a county 
or in parts of two or more counties. 
And the Legislature may authorize an 
additional advalorem tax to be levied 
and collected within all school districts 
heretofore formed or hereaf'er form­
ed, for the further maintenance of 
public free schools, and the erection 
and equipment of school buildings 
therein; provided, that a major.ty of 
the qualified property tax-paying 
voters of the district, voting at an 
election to be held for that purpose, 
shall vote such tax, not to exceed in 
any one year fifty cents on the one 
hundred dollars valuation of the pro­
perty subject to taxation in such dis­
trict, big the'limitation upon the a- 
mount of school district tax herein 
authorized shall not apply to incorpo­
rated cities or towns constituting sep 
arate and independent school dis 
tricts.

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitution­
al amendment shall be submitted to a 
vote of the qualified electors o f the 
State at an election to be held 
throughout the State on the first 
Tuesday after the first Monday in 
November, 1918, at which election ail 
voters favoring said proposed amend­
ment. shall write or have printed on 
their ballots the words,“ For the a- 
mendment to the Constitution o f the 
State of Texas providing for the levy 
o f a special school tax for the main­
tenance of the public schools o f the 
State and to provide free text books 
in the public schools o f the State of 
Texas," and all those opposed shall 
write or have printed on their ballots 
the words, "Against the amendment 
to the Constitution of the State of 
Texas providing for the levy of a 
special school tax for the ma.ntenance 
of the public schools o f the State, and 
to provide free text books in the pub­
lic schools of the State o f Texas.”

Sec. 3. The Governor o f the State 
is hereby directed to issue the neces­
sary proclamation for said election 
and to have same published as re­
quired by the Constitution and ex.st­
ing laws of the State.

Sec. 4. That the sum of two thous­
and ($2,000.00) dollars, or so much 
thereof as may be necessary, is hereby 
appropriated out o f any funds in the 
Treasury of the State of Texas not 
otherwise appropriated, to pay the ex­
penses of such publicat.on and elec­
tion.

(Note.— H. J. R. No. 27 passed the 
House of Representatives by a two- 
thirds vote, yeas 108, nays 22; and 
passed the Senate by a two-thirds 
vote, yeas 23, nays 4.) ,
