BEAUTIFUL IN ITS COLORING

Green Warbler Remarkable Even
Among American Blrda for the 

Gergeouenese of Its Plumage.

Seme birds get very nervous and be­
come ranch excited If yon approach 
their neats, and among them is the 
black-throated green warbler. *ay-> the 
American Forestry association. An­
other thing about this bird is that it 
frequently builds several nests. 
Whether this Is hoeaose It changed I's 
mind after hnildlng The drat one and 
decided to select a better location or 
with the deliberate! pun«»*? of deceiv­
ing nny ini ruder» who might come 
along Is not known. The hlr«1 Is very 
beautifully colored, the top of its hood 
and ' the region nearly down to the 
shoulders being a yellow green, the 
hack olive green, ihe threat and breast 
Jet black and tbe under parts whits 
with some yellow in th e « at time-».

If you are out bird hunting and are 
looking for tlmt member o f the warbler 
known ns Ihe pine warbler, .von will 
be most likely to Bnd It. as the name 
Implies, in a pine grove. In fact I t  i* 
seldom found mu side of such localities. 
The bird Is rather quiet in Its man­
ner* and does not move about from 
one spot to another with as much 
fuss as do many birds. Like tba 
creeper It has the habit of creeping 
about among the brunches of the trees. 
It Is greenish yellow above and 
brighter .below, with two white wing 
bars and with white spot* on Its outer 
tall feathers.

Plants Demand Cold.
After the period of growth In spring

and summer there Is a period of dor­
mancy before the cold weather sets in, 
and If plants lire maintained artifi­
cially at a high temperature this dor-

p-r..w< ...,r : !«i» lJxpnvnre to 
cold I* needed to activate the plant for 
another pi’ rind of growth. lh*rhap* the 
liberation of enzymes nets on the 
stored starches, converting them Into 
sntnrs. or the phenomenon tuny be due 
to a change in the permeability of the 
cell-membrane. Though normally the 
stimulus required for a renewal of 
growth is supplied by cold, mechanical 
Injury or a period of drying may have 
the same effect. The process occurs 
Independently in nny exposed part of 
a plant, so that If one or two branches 
of a plant be kept continually warm 
while the other is subjected to the 
usual winter chilling, the former will 
not develop on the return of summer 
temperature, though the latter devel­
ops ns usual.
