A  Municipal Building

It is now up to the City to provide a permanent place for 
the fire engine and also quarters for the fire boys. To rent 
a suitable place on the square would cost fifty or seventy- 
five dollars per month. It looks like the best proposition is to 
follow the suggestion of our Mayor and builij z City Hall. 
This would provide offices for the water and light company, 
city secretary, a council room, a place fdjr the fire engine and 
pennanent quarters for the fire boys.

The water and light company are in need of more room 
and a ground floor location. They have been forced to keep 
their supplies at the plant, which causes delay and loss of 
time for the employes of the company. This means loss of 
money for the city. Another item of interest to the water 
and light company is the sale of their supplies and electrical 
goods. Very few people will take the time to climb a stair­
way for something they can get without this trouble. If the 
city or water and light company expect to handle supplies I 
think their profits would be much more if they wens more 
handy for the people. With a ground floor location and their 
goods properly displayed it is my opinion that their profits 
from their sales would amount to f i f t y  or seventy-five dollars 
more each month. Besides, they would have the big saving 
in time that employes take in running back and forth from 
the office to the plant.

Mr. Whiteman has told you that “We have one of the best 
volunteer fire departments in the state, the members of which 
work without any pay whatever.” Now to show our appre­
ciation of what they have done for and will do for us, we must 
get busy and provide a suitable room for them with all the 
conveniences necessary.

As this building will be mostly for the benefit and protec­
tion of the tax-pavers, I think the bond issue as suggested by 
the Mayor is the proper way to raise the money. The in­
crease in taxes will be hardly noticeable. If it is necessary 
to have more money, I am sure that the citizens will be glad 
to loan the balance. Part of this can be paid back each month 
at about the same rate the water and light company and city 
are paying for rent.

I have talked to several of the citizens and believe this 
bond issue would meet with very little opposition. I believe 

the citizenship of the town have confidence in the business 
ability of our Mayor and Councilmen and are willing to risk 
their Judgment in the matter.
