Cooking utensils on stoves became 
so highly charged that housewives 
had to use flatiron holders or gloves 
to avoid a shock.

The theory advanced by the state 
meteorologist for the phenomena is 
that although there was no thunder 
or lightning accompanying the storm 
the immense amount of dust and sand 
in the air created static electricity.

“ Attainable Ideals in Newspaper
Advertising" was the subject dis­
cussed by Benjamin Sherbow, before 
the advertising division o f Milwau­
kee last w-eek.

Mr. Sherbow pointed out that dur­
ing 1919 business o f the United 
States had invested in advertising to 
the extent o f $800.000,000 of which 
at least $400,000,000 was for news­
paper advertising.

He urged merchants to give to ad­
vertising the same intelligent study 
and planning that they give to buy- 
ihg and selling, and to make it as 
attractive as they make their stores 
and window displays.

“ Much grief is due to the fact that 
things are done in a rush,” said Mr. 
Sherbow. “ There should be more 
careful planning ahead o f time. It is 
unfair and unbusinesslike not to give 
newspapers more time for their part 
o f the work.”— Fourth Estate.
