Dr Burk had 
rented offices over the Broad Mer­
cantile Co., and had announced his 
intention o f opening up one o f the 
raost modem medical offices in this 
section, part of his equipment in­
cluding a $5,000 X-Ray machine. He 
ska.s a man of pleasing personality 
and made many friends during his 
brief stay in the city. He came here 
from Temple, where for some six 
months previous, he had been a mem­
ber of the medical staff o f the Tem­
ple sanitarium. It is stated he bore 
a splendid reputation in Temple, and 
was regarded as a man of highest in­
tegrity.

Shortly before coming to Brady, he 
deposited a draft on some eastern 
bank in the City National bank o f 
Temple, and after coming to Brady, 
he checked freely on h;s account 
there, that bank cashing something 
over $3,000 before finding his draft 
was a bogus one.

Monday they got in touch with the 
Commercial National bank o f Brady 
to learn o f the whereabouts o f Dr. 
Burk, and a bank detective was in 
this city this week investigating 
Burk’s movements. Nothing is known 
of his present whereabouts, except 
that the local bank received for col­
lection a check for $3,000 drawn on 
them in Philadelphia by Burk and 
which was received here Tuesday. The 
Temple bank also received a check 
drawn for $2,800 by Burk in Phila­
delphia. Burk left Brady something 
Hke a month ago.

RANCH HOME BY FIRE

OF UNKNOWN ORIGIN

Steve Jennings was in Wednesday 
from the Fredonia community and 
reported the loss o f his ranch home 
some four weeks ago by fire. When 
discovered at 2:00 o ’clock Friday 
morning, the entire house was ablaze, 
and Mr. Jennings and the men on 
the place barely had time to escape 
before the house fell in. But a couple 
mattresses and a few odd pieces of 
furniture were saved. Mrs. Jennings 
and little boy were not at home at 
the time, having left the day previous 
for Voca to visit her mother.

Mr. Jennings states that all lights 
and fire were extinguished several 
hours before, and he is unable to give 
any cause for the disaster, but the 
supposition is that rats gnawing 
matches started the blaze.

The house comprised five rooms 
with two galleries, and was the prop­
erty of J. E. Sorrells, from whom Mr. 
Jennings has the ranch leased. No 
insurance was carried by either Mr.

Without a typewriter an American 
office would not be on office, but a relic 
of a past age. But Europe has been 
writing with pen and Ink, und Is Just 
waking up to the typewriter, remarks 
the Golden Age. In France the courts 
are working on the problem whether 
a document such as a deed or a mort­
gage Is legal If written on a type­
writer.

The world war taught Eurojs» many 
things, among others to value the type- 
writer. Prior to the conflict the pro­
portion of the American writing ma­
chine output that wus exported wus 
80 per pent to 40 [>er cent; now It Is 
00 per cent. The tnuchlnes would be 
going over the water much faster if 
Europe could get the credits necessary 
to correct the unfavorable conditions 
of exchange. When the great loans 
that are expected have been made, the 
situation will be Improved and a much 
greater volume of typewriter exports 
la looked for as a result of the credits.

Europe needs among other things 
modem office methods. She will ba 
helped In effecting this improvement, 
because the prices of writing machines 
have not Increased nearly as much as 
those of other products, partly perhaps 
because the prices were unduly high 
before the wer. Improvement Is the 
order of the day, and the tendency 
will become ever more marked aa the 
golden age comes on.

NEED OF SPECIAL TRAINING
Youth Starting In L ife  Muet Remem­

ber That Th le  la an Age of 
Specialists.

We are living today In the age of 
specialists In almost all lines and un­
less the young mau who goes out to 
earn Ms own living Is definitely train­
ed In some one line, bis chances of ad­
vancement are negligible. It Is true 
that he can earn good wages at the 
outset and can hope for a few ad­
vancements, but unless he fits himself 
by training, experience and study for 
something bigger he will soon find he 
Is In a blind alley job.

Coastal Defense of China.
The government of Peking. It Is said, 

has a complete coastal defense plan 
for China, according to which the 
whole Chinese coast will be divided 
Into four sections, I. e.. the Gulf of 
Chlhlll, the coast of Klang-su and Che­
kiang, the coast of Fukien and the 
coast of - Kwantnng. A coast defense 
commissioner will be appointed for 
each section, and he will be held re­
sponsible for the maintenance of peace 
and order In his own section! He will 
also control all ships entering bis sec­
tion.

The first, the second and the train­
ing squadrons will retain their pres­
ent status, under the direct control of 
the navy department. The navy min­
istry contemplates appointing Admiral 
LI Tlng-hslng as commissioner for the 
Gulf of Chlhlll, Admiral Lan Chlen-shu 
for the Klang-su and Che-klang sec 
tlon and Admiral Liu Kuan-hslng for 
Fukien. As to Kwang-tung, the com­
missioner will be appointed after the 
north and south have been reunified.— 
East and West News.

faith actual occupants to acquire or 
improve their homes; and for this 
purpose the State is authorized to ac­
quire, improve, sell or lease real es­
tate or assist such citizens to acquire, 
or improve their homes upon such 
conditions and terms and in such 
manner, and subject to such limi­
tations as the Legislature may from 
time to time prescribe. Provided that 
no land shall be acquired by the

tDe*th of Mrs. John E. Cooke.
News of the death of Mrs. John 

E. Cooke, which occurred at her home 
in Rockdale Friday night at 11:00 o’­
clock, was contained in a message 
received here Saturday morning, and 
brought sorrow to the host o f friends 
of the fanrly in Brady and McCul­
loch county. For a year and a half 
Mrs. Cooke has been in bad health, 
and while her condition was regard­
ed as serious, yet hope was entertain­
ed as to her ultimate recovery and 
restoration to full health. A severe 
attack of influenza, followed by a 
relapse last winter, however, caused 
a change for the worst in her con­
dition. For the past couple months 
her life had daily been despaired' of.

Though wasting away and daily 
becoming weaker, Mrs. Cooke made 
a brave fight for life. Only during 
the last week of her illness did she 
admit that the fight was lost and, 
while suffering indescribable agony, 
she asked that no tears be shed over 
her going, but that family and 
friends smile instead, and to cheer 
them, she, herself, smiled at those 
whose hearts were torn asunder 
with grief at her going. Conscious 
almost until the last, she calmly 
planned all arrangements for her fu­
neral services and requested that 
several of her favorite songs be sung.

Funeral ser­
vices were held at the Catholic church 
of which she had been a devout and 
faithful member all her life, the Rev. 
Father Spmnewever delivering a 
wonderful funeral oration in which 
he extolled the departed for her many 
Christian virtues, for the nobility of 
her character and for the wonderful 
example she left behind to guide her 
near and dear ones.

The Texas Press association, of 
which Mr. Cooke was elected presi­
dent at its June meeting in Houston, 
sent a message of condolence, and a 
magnificent floral piece.

Mr. and Mrs. Cooke made their 
home in Brady for two years, from 
1909 to 1911, Mr. Cooke having 
founded and published The Brady 
Standard during this period. During 
their residence here Mrs. Cooke en­
deared herself to all by her grace and 
charm, and her devotion to family 
and friends. Throughout her entire 
life she gave freely o f her time and 
energies to others, and in all moves 
of public or semi-public character she 
assumed a leading and helpful part. 
During the war she devoted herself 
to the work of the Red Cross, or­
ganizing and carrying to successful 
conclusion its variqus campaigns, and 
her real in this work led to her first 
breakdown in health.

Left to mourn the passing of a 
true and wonderful wife and mother 
are the bereaved husband and three 
children, Agnes, Clara and William 
Henderson. One sister, Mrs. O. W. 
Argo, o f Dallas, and two brothers, 
S. A. Bushey and AI Bushey of Den­
ton also survive.

Kindergarten Helps for Parents
This is No. 43 of a series of article ■ issued by the National Kinder­

garten Association. They will app ear weekly in these columns.

By MRS. ETH EL G. YOUNG.

People often remark that my chil­
dren do not seem to annoy me Of 
course they do at times. I find, how­
ever, that it is the way I feel and 
not the child's naughtiness which is 
the cause. Do you ever stop to 
think that today you scold your child 
for something which yesterday pass­
ed unnoticed? It was a wise per­
son who said, always count ten be­
fore beginning to scold. That gives 
you a chance to think who is in the 
wrong and how much he is in the 
wrong.

I have just finished reading an ar­
ticle by Thomas L. Masson, the sub­
ject of which was “ Can Parents and 
Children Get Together?" This ques­
tion was answered in a few words: 
“ Yes, through love and patience.”  
The article showed that parents as 
well as children need bringing up 
—that the child is not only what he 
makes himself, but what he makes 
himself plus what the parents make 
themselves. Therefore parents need 
to watch themselves in order to un­
derstand their children better.

We say, “ Come let us live with our 
children.'' Children, without know­
ing it, say: “ Come, let us live with
our parents.”  Where is the little girl 
who does not want to make cookies 
like mother, who does not enjoy hav­
ing an apron and cap to put on when 
she dusts ? Where is the boy who is 
not proud to have a box o f tools like 
father’s? Bob said to me the other 
day: “ Mother, when can I have col­
iars and neckties like daddy's?”  In 
all things our children copy us. What 
a responsibility for us!

It is a great thing to have kin­
dergartens in the public schools so 
that we can share our responsibility 
with the teachers. When we send our 
children to kindergarten we are plac­
ing them for a 'ew hours each day 
in the care o f someone who has been 
trained through years o f hard study 
to give to them mentally, morally and 
physically just what they need. Per­
haps all mothers do not know how 
to live with their children. This ia 
a sad condition, but it is a true one

in many families. It is a great 
1 thing, then, that their children can 
go to kindergarten and come in 
touch with someone who knows how 
to live with them. A well-trained, 
sympathetic teacher will do more for 
a child than an unsm.vpathetic moth- 

' er. Teachers also have a perspective 
I of a child, while mothers have only 
j the close view. As soon as mothers 
j realize that they can learn from 
j many sources there will be better 
boys and girls in the world. The 

| teacher is one of these sources.
Send your children to kindergar­

ten. They will come home and tell 
j you what they did. Some day the 
1 teacher will call on you and invite 
you to go and see the children in the 
kindergarten. Accept the invitation 
and I am sure after spending a morn­
ing there you will understand what 
a valuable gift Froebel gave us when 
he planned kindergartens. The word 
kindergarten means child-garden, a 
place where children grow.

While I was teaching, mothers 
would come and ask how John or 
Lucy behaved. When I said splen­
didly they were surprised. They 
could not understand it, for their 
children were so naughty at home. I 
found that the fault was often with 
the mother She was not sympathet­
ic with or interested enough in her 
boy or girl. In kindergarten the 
child was allowed more freedom to 
express himself; the teacher thus 
learned in what he was interested and 
his interests were carefully observed 
and fostered.

Another experience I had while 
teaching was with a child who did 
not want to come to kindergarten. 
For three days I used all my persua­
sive powers; he would come as far as 
the door and no farther. The fourth 
day I persuaded him to come into 
the room, but he would not sit down. 
The next day he took his chair, and 
after thnt, little by little, he became 
a part of the kindergarten. In the 
end he wag one of my mosA helpful 
pupils. When I went to Mil on his 
parent* I found .that he liwd over a

saloon and that both his father and 
mother were heavy drinkers. He had 
been brought up with whippings, and 
that was the reason for his extreme 
distrust when he first came to the 
kindergarten.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 17. 
Proposing an amendment to Section 

M of Article VII of the Constitu­
tion of the State o f Texas by ex­
empting independent and common 
school districts from the limitation 
of a total tax of one dollar on the 
one hundred dollars valuation for 
any one ye&r, and making an ap­
propriation therefor.

Be it reached by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:
Section 1. That Section 3 o f Ar­

ticle V ll, of the Constitution be so 
amended as hereafter to read as fol­
lows: (Creating a new Section 3.)

Section 3. One-fourth o f the reve­
nue derived from the State occupation 
taxes and a poll tax of one ($1.00) 
dollar on every inhabitant o f this 
state, between the ages of twenty-one 
and sixty years, shall be set apart 
annually for the benefit of the public 
free schools; and in addition thereto, 
there ahall be levied and collected an 
annual ad valorem state tax o f such 
an amount not to exceed thirty-five 
cents on the one hundred ($100.00) 
dollars valuation, as with the avail­
able school fund arising from all oth­
er sources, will be sufficient to main­
tain and support the public schools 
of this State for a period o f not less 
than six months in each year, and it 
shall be the duty of the State Board 
of Education to set aside a sufficient 
amount out o f said tax to provide 
free text books for the use o f chil­
dren attending the public free schools 
of this State; provided, however, that 
should the limit of taxation herein 
named be insufficient the deficit may 
be met by appropriation from the 
general funds of the state and the 
legislature may also provide for the 
formation g f school districts by gen­
eral or special law without the local 
notice required in other cases of spec­
ial legislation; and ail such school 
districts, whether created by general 
or special law may embrace p^rts of 
two or more counties.
