Turkeys, March and April. The 
limit ia three gobblers in one year.

Deer, November and December. 
The limit is three bucks in one year.

Birds and animal* which it is un- 
lawful to kill at all during a period 
of five years ending June 16, 1624, are 
woodcock, woodduck, prair.e chicken, 
pheasant «except Mexican pheasant 
or chacalaca), pinnated grouse, ante- 
loupe and Rocky Mountain sheep.

It is unlawful to shoot deer, ducks, 
geese or cranes between sunset and 
a half hour bifore sunrise and to kill 
them only with a gun, held to the 
shoulder. It is unlawful to use traps 
snares, deadfalls or any other trap­
ping device to take them. No other 
kind o f game bird can be legally trap­
ped except by written |iermission of 
the game, fish and oyster commission­
er. Using a deer call, whistle or de­
coy is prohibited, except that the rat­
tling o f deer horns is allowed.

In order to hunt outside the coun 
ty o f one's residence, it is necessary 
to make an affidavit that the shipper 
billed it in person for his own use and
