In Albania It Isn't so much that his­

It does not lurk In the backwaters 
ef Europe because of Inferior people; 
for It has a stock which Is sturdy. 
Intelligent and resourceful. The vital­
ity of the Albanians Is exemplified In 
the mere fact that they continue to 
exist as a homogeneous people amid 
geographical and historical handi­
caps that have absorbed or displaced 
many of tbelr old-time neighbors.

In recent years contacts with 
Vlachs and Greeks have modified the 
Tosks, or South Albanians. The wilder 
part of wild Albania, and the more 
primitive among Its people, the Ghegs, 
are In the north, along the Ulcer Drln, 
which figured In Serbian war news.

The Drln Is formed hy the conflu­
ence of the Black Drln, which rises In 
the beautiful Lake Ochrida, ami the 
mountain-bom White Drln. The Drln 
proper flows due west before It emp­
ties Into the Adriatic near Lake 
Scutari, south of Dnlmatlu, hair- 
trigger littoral of post-war politics. 

Land of the Blood Feud.
North of the Drln is a mountain 

land, the Knrsf, a Sahara of rock, 
akin to a tireless cooker In Its effect 
ufter a hot day. Here live tribes, un­
conscious of nntlonal influences, ex­
cept to fight Invaders.

Here 1< the land of the blood feud, 
u code by which 23 per cent of the 
men In some tribes are killed off In 
their prime.

Such matter-of-fact things as trams, 
hotels, or cafes do not exist in Al­
banian towns and would seem wholly 
out of place. Water Is drawn from 
the wells ns it was 4,000 yenrs ago, 
or maybe from some nearby stream. 
Inns nre represented by the khan, a 
stone building half house, half stable, 
where caravans and |>nck trains stop 
to rest.

Albania belongs to a time ns far back 
ns the annals of the world can reach 
and Is as primitive as If It were in 
central China, almost ns difficult to 
!>enetrote as Tibet Itself. It Is a land 
unfamiliar to the traveler and shunned 
hy the tourist of today.

If the three or four centers of popu­
lation In southern Albania are n little 
disappointing as cities, this Is not true 
of the country or of the picturesque 
villages which gather like gray 
splashes upon the grayer !dl!s_, wie-re 
they appear to have nestled since tTio 
beginning of time. Bough stone huts 
they are for the most part, with flat 
stone roof*. For purposes of defense, 
they are usually situated half wsy up 
the lower hills, ami the houses and 
outbuildings are often surrounded by 
strong ste ne walls.

The valleys nre rich and well cultl- 
I rated chlefir by tlie women, but pre- 
j sent a desolate, deserted appearance,
I except In the daylight working hours.

Not n farmhouse nor a stable Is to 
I be seen amidst all the fertile acres.

But the ramifications of this same 
code make woman's position higher : 
In Alhan'u than In the Orient, or even 
in many a more modernized region of 
Europe. For one thing the man who 
has a “blood foe" Is Immune from at­
tack while In company of a woman.

Inirlng times of feuds which amount 
to trlbnl warfare, women attend large­
ly to outdoor dutlca. Marriage Is by 
•contract; generally arranged upon the 

! birth of a child. A woman exercises 
no choice but has a veto power In re- 
8(>ect to her husband. Should she not 
wish the tuna of her parent's arrange­
ment she may reject Idm. but, In that 
event, must take vows to remain a 
virgin, ussume the status of a man. 
and In some regions she dons men's 
clothing. Should she marry another 
man her rejected suitor's family must 
seek Mood vengeance upon her mule 
relatives.

Our Ways Strange to Them.
These customs seem strange, but no 

less so than some of our ways to the 
Albanian. When told that In England 
a woman must hang for murdtr un Al­
banian company was deeply shocked.
It was beyond their comprehension 
how a man could be found who would 
hang a woman and they concluded 
that England must he h barbarous Is­
land, Indeed. No less surprise was 
ciThseiT among another group when In­
formed of the flirtatious tendencies 
of the Anglo-Saxon timid. They 
couldn't see how the parents of a 
young woman who Jilted a man could 
escape dire vengeance hy his brothers 
—“hrothers" meaning all his male 
relatives of near and far degree.

Morocco, one of the lutest of terrt- 
terles to be added to the vast l reiitb 
colonial system, ami the region out­
side Europe to which France is now 
perhaps devoting greatest uttentlon, 
constitute* one of the world's queer 
est mixtures of the anelent and tlis 
modern, the East and the West. Hut 
ns yet tie- things of the modern world 
are chletly physical and superficial. 
In distance Morocco 1s ns dose to 
Western Europe as any Mohammedan 
country, and Is alone among important 
Moslem communities In touching th« 
Atlantic, the great ocean highway 
which has spread the Ideas of the 
West. Itut In customs und Institutions 
Morocco Is more Eastern than Turkey 
or Egypt, und as Moslem as the Iled- 
Jaz.

l ’p to ten years ago when France 
assumed lier protectorate Morocco was 
less affected by modern ideas and In 
tluences than any other civilised coun 
try In the world; It wus to the West 
In 1912 what Japan was In 18.V); a 
hermit land living according to Its ! 
own traditions and rigidly excluding 
both the people and the Ideas of the 
rest of the world.

The ten years of French control 
have brought marked external 
changes, chief of which are the ezten 
sloa of means of trans|>or4iitlon and 
communication. Before the French 
cutne there were no roads. Not a 
wheeled vehicle existed in the country 
outside a few coast cities. Now there 
Is a network of wonderful highways 
rivaling those In France Itself, and 
over them uutomohlles rush hearing 
men and mall and freight. Railroads, 
loo, have been built, hut the rail sys­
tem Is ktlll In Its Infancy nud Is not 
marked for Its efficiency. Wireless 
towers have been erected and nlr- 
planes now carry French officials be 
tween the cities of the country.

To much of Morocco's extensive 
territory—It Is dose to Texas In size— 
the French have brought order and a 
better government than It has ever 
had before. But to a great extent It 
has been necessary to leave local and 
regional authority In the hands of na­
tive administrators. Affairs are not 
Conducted, of course, according to 
European or American standards. Life 
Is cheap to the Moroccan. Turbulence 
has always been the rule. As In 
medieval Europe It Is still necessary 
to lock the gates of the cities at night 
and the Westerner who ventures 
abroad after nightfall does so at Ilia 
peril. In some of the more remote 
towns foreign visitors are even locked 
In block-houses at night "for safe­
keeping."

Ths Troublesome Rif.
The region close to the Spanish zone 

In the north has given the French 
great trouble. The Spanish hnve 
never really controlled on appreciable 
part of this theoretical sphere of thelt 
Influence—the Klf. It has been In­
fested by bandits, and to It have re­
paired the tribesmen unfriendly to 
France. It has been Impossible to 
maintain railroads In French Morocco 
near this boundary. Hands of mal­
contents have mude night sorties from 
the Klf, tearing up the rutls and de­
stroying bridges.

Until the French took control 
ffhristlHns had been rigidly excluded 
from Morocco since the Fifteenth cen­
tury. Jews had been admitted all 
ulcng, but they were compelled to live 
In separate quarters, and though not 
the objects of hatred and contempt to 
such an extent as were Christians, 
they were looked down upon hy fol­
lowers of the Prophet. In Fez, the 
Inland eapItHl. Is a mosque looked up 
on by Moroccans as more sacred than 
any shrine outside Meera. Even after 
the French protectorate was set up 
Clirlstlnns were not supposed to go 
within two blocks of this sacred edi­
fice. In late yean this rigorous rule 
has been changed and Christians may 
now pass In the street beside the 
mosque, but they are still supposed 
not to look at It.

The western traveler to this coun­
try, which only yesterday was “for 
bidden land" to the Christian, runs 
across amazing Incongruities. Kraal 
bedsteads anil grandfather Clocks are 
set up against walls of exquisite mo­
saic and intricate arabesque patterns. 
Arabs pitch their tents at the foot ot 
great wireless stations. Veiled women 
Of the harem ride through new made 
streets In automobiles. The streets 
themselves are indicative of rapid 
change; for a few years ago no roads 
ran into Fez, and even yet some of 
the thoroughfares are so narrow that

rot even an animal, much less a vehi­
cle, could squeeze through them.

If one looks down upon Fez from 
an ulrplaue. as flyers n- w do. It would 
seem to be a strec-tless city. Many 
of the narrow alsle-Uke streets are 
latticed over to protect the hooded, 
ghost like pedestrians from the sun.
Others burrow under great estates by 
tunnels, ns does the famous CllfT 
W alk ut Newport under several of the 
gurdtns of summer homes there.

Funerals Are Gay Sight
Perhaps the gayest sight of a Mo­

lt ccun city Is a funeral. The wife 
who has been cloistered in life Is paid 
every honor In death. She is borne 
aloft In a great carved box of many 
colors, and behind her sing choral 
societies organized to follow funerals.
A mere mun Is swathed tu cloth and 
bound to a board. He has no box.

The more pretentious homes of Fez 
are built around a courtyard, with 
tiny rooms opening out uj-on the 
court, resembling the setting of a 
room hi some little theater. The 
guest In a Moroccan home pusses 
through the court with Its inevitable 
fountain, lays off his shoes before the 1 „n,| x,,ru's
dining room compartment, us he would 
upon entering a Chinese temple, und 
sits down ui*on a cushion opposite his 
host. The host would commit a se­
rious breach of etiquette If lie touched 
any food before the guest hud finished 
his meal. After the guest has con­
cluded the host par.abcs of u leisurely 
repast, ami not until he I* through Is 
the foud he leaves sent to the wivas, 
Concealed, hut audible, on the upper 
floor.

The Moroccan wife hus somewhat 
less freedom of movement than an 
American domestic. Friday afternoon 
la the "wives' day out" but they may 
only go to the cemetery then, from 
which men are excluded for the after­
noon. The cemetery Is not at all 
gruesome, to the Moroccan way of 
thinking. Markets are held there, and 
in various ways the cities of the dead 
do duty for public parks.

Water wheels are as numerous In 
Fez ns windmills In Holland. The city 
Is netted with tiny streams so that It 
Is almost literally true that every 
house hus a waterway beneath It. Is­
lam contributes to this ubundnnt 
water supply for the Mohammedan 
must wush before lie enters a mosque 
to pray. And he pruys, though not 
always In n mosque, five times a day.

Fez touches the average American 
—In u very literal sense—by virtue of 
Ills pocketbook. In Fez Moroccan 
leather is cured. One of the most In­
teresting Industrial sights of the city 
Is the hollowed out rocks, resembling 
the cross section of a honeycomb. In 
which leather Is dipped In a solution 
of lime by natives who, strangely ] 
enough, stand In the mixture up to 
tl eir w aists without Injury to their 
skins.
