City malil delivery has been
approved by the post office de-
partment after the Callahan
County Club worked on the pro-
ject for a year to establish
street markers, etc. Randall
Jackson, president of the club,
recelved Information from Con-
gressman Omar Burleson, Sena-
tor Tom Connally, Senator W
Lee O'Daniel, and V. C. Burke,
first assistant postmaster gen-
eral, relative to the approval of
the mall delivery. Mr. Burke sta-
ted that “the establishment of
this service Is warranted, and we
have approved two-trip door de-
livery service. However, beflore
an effective date is determined
it will be necessary that carrier
equipment and motor vehicle
for the delivery of parcel post
be furnished, as well as that
the house numbering campaign
be completed.”

When
the residents of Baird conform
to this requirement, Miss John
Gilllland, local post master, will
notify the post office depart-
