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Top Priority;
Dam, Water Supply

Winters City Council last Thursday 
was told that the suggested com­
munity project uppermost in the 
minds of most people was the 
immediate and definite search for 
ways and means of procuring additio­
nal water for the community through 
development of another water reser­
voir.

The Council was told that a recent 
poll of members of the Winters 
Chamber of Commerce showed that a 
majority of the people of the 
community feels that a sufficient 
supply of water is necessary in order 
for the community to continue to 
progp'ess, or even to maintain present 
st'ind.ards. The Council was asked to 
place a top priority tag on a search for 
additional water supplies.

In a meeting in the Chamber of 
Commerce office early Thursday 
evening, several businessmen and 
individuals met with the mayor and

Winters 
Aldermen 
Re-elected

All three incumbent members of 
Winters’ City Council running for 
re-election were returned to office in 
the voting Saturday, from a field of six 
candidates for three seats.

Clifton Poe received 235 votes to 
return to office; James West received 
206 votes, and Buddy Miller received 
174 votes.

Other candidates were E. J. Bishop, 
who polled 78 votes; Michael G. 
Briley, 55 votes; and Frank Arroyo 
Jr., 36 votes.

The Council will be reorganized 
during the mid-month meeting. Mayor 
Homer Hodge said Monday.

Other members of the council are 
Earl Roach and Alvin Scates.
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members of the City Council to discuss 
the water supply problem.

Bill Graves, president of the 
Chamber of Commerce, who presided 
for the meeting, said a recent poll 
taken among members of the Chamber 
indicated that a larre majority felt 
that water supply is the most 
important need of the community at 
the present time.

Mayor Homer Hodge said that the 
cities Winters and Ballinger had 
jointly employed an engineering firm 
to make a survey of the Elm Creek 
Watershed, and that the engineers 
had recommended at least four sites 
which would be feasible for a 
reservoir. However, Mayor Hodge 
said, indications are that Ballinger is 
no longer interested in a joint project, 
so it is up to Winters to continue 
working on the project independently.

The mayor said one of the sites 
most favored by the engineers is 
located immediately below the present 
City Lake on Elm Creek, east of town. 
He said engineers projects that a 
reservoir at this site would be 
sufficient to hold 12,000 acre feet of 
water. The present lake had a capacity 
of 3,000 acre feet when the dam was 
constructed some 30 odd years ago, he 
said.

A dam on the proposed site could be 
built with assistance from the Soil 
Conservation Service, it was pointed 
out. The SCS presently is completing 
planning work for a project to 
construct water retarding dams along

Elm Creek and its tributaries; a 
municipal water supply reservoir 
could become a part of that project. 
Mayor Hodge said. It was not 
estimated what the cost would be, but 
indications are that much of the funds 
which would be required for such a 
project could be obtained through the 
SCS and other government agencies, 
and a revenue bond could complete 
the financing.

Pat Pritchard, Runnels County 
Commissioner for Precinct 3, and at 
present president of the West Central 
Texas Council of Governments, said 
there are funds available for such 
projects, and indicated that WCTCOG 
would look with favor on such a 
proposal. WCTCOG approval would be 
necessary to obtain additional funds, it 
was explained.

Mayor Hodge said the Council will 
place high emphasis on such a project, 
and contact engineers with requests to 
obtain information on costs, approval 
by the Texas Water Board, and other 
agencies which would be concerned. A 
committee from the Winters Chamber 
of Commerce will work closely with 
the City Council on this project. 
Graves said.

Strike up the fiddle and 
the bow! Swing your partner 
and do-si-do!

Echoes of fun and frolic at 
the old cowboy reunions held 
on the L. P. (Luce) Wood 
ranch for 20 years can still 
be heard and part of the 
pavilion is there says Wesley 
Wood, a son, who continues 
to live on the ranch where he 
was born at the site of 
Runnels City, the first 
county seat.

Wesley was just a boy 
when the Ex-Open Range 
Cow Punchers Association 
was organized in 1909, but 
he recalls that they met 
every year for two days. It 
was always Tuesday and 
W’ednesday on or before the 
first full moon in August.

’They wouldn’t let the 
women go the first day,” said 
Wesley, ‘‘but I stuck around 
and those men really told 
some scary tales.”

The cattle men traded 
yarns of trail days, drank 
their coffee, sang cowboy 
songs and relived all they 
could of those good open 
range days.

The men barbecued beef 
and mutton for everybody, 
and the women brought the 
“ fixins.” There was plenty of 
bread, pickles and black 
coffee. The association took 
care of all the expenses and 
any old time “open range 
puncher” was welcome to 
come and camp the two days.

A pavilion was built a- 
mong the trees on Coyote 
Creek and fiddlers were on 
hand to play the music for 
old-time square dances. 
There was also waltzing, the 
scottishe and polka for those 
who wished it.

One woman recalled that 
she walked from her parents 
home at the edge of Ballin­
ger to the ranch to attend 
one of those reunions when 
she was a girl.

After Luce Wood's death 
in 1928, Mrs. Wood insisted 
that the men hold the 
meeting just the same, but 
they met only once after 
that, said Wesley.

One of the men said that 
Luce was such a conspicious 
figure in making everybody 
happy and they missed him 
so much they couldn’t carry 
on.

Lucius Price (Luce) Wood 
was born June 1, 1859 in the 
shadow of the Alamo. He 
said that he grew up with 
cattle and sure would have 
been lonesome without their 
bawling and hom-rattling. 
He didn’t know how old he 
was when he began making a 
regular hand, but he was 
about twelve when he rode 
his first Mexican bronc.

Mr. Wood began cow- 
punching in Gonzales (bounty 
and stayed there with differ­
ent outfits, trying to master 
the business from the ground 
up. then he got a touch of 
longing for new grazing and 
was off with the first 
norther.

He headed west at twenty 
years of age and stopped his 
horse at a cow camp in what 
is now Runnels County, then 
just W’est Texas.

“It was Jim Parramore’s 
outfit and they were needing 
punchers, so I was put to

work at once," Wood said.
Staying with this group 

for ten years, Mr. Wood also 
became a partner in the 
7-4-H cattle company with 
Parramore, Jim Johnson, 
Van S. Lewis and Dudley 
Tom.

According to Mr. Wood’s 
comments when interviewed 
at one of their meetings, 
working with a cow outfit 
was doing a little bit of 
everything that came along; 
trailing, herd grazing, rop­
ing, branding, bronc-busting, 
rounding up and line riding.

In the Parramore camp 
there were about fifteen 
boys on the job at all times, 
beside the boss, Jim John­
son. They soon learned that 
Luce W’ood was somewhat of 
a rope t wirier. Good ropers 
were essential for swift 
work, and he “specialized" in 
calf roping, “ ....if rodeos had 
been in fashion then, I guess 
you would have seen me 
right in the middle of the silk 
shirts, trying for the first 
prize in the calf-roping 
contest,” he said.

As there were no fences 
then, line riding began with 
the first norther and contin­
ued until the last. “Our 
territory extended for miles 
along the Concho River, with 
a camp every four miles, four 
men to the camp,” said Mr. 
Wood. “It was our business 
to hold the cattle along that 
stream as they drifted from 
the north country. Some 
came from the upper reaches 
of the Brazos and a few from 
as far away as Red River. 
These would not reach us 
untL’ early spring; the dis­
tance was far and when a 
cold spell blew over they 
would stop and graze along 
until another norther blew 
’em further on their way.”

After a big blizzard there 
might be as many as 10,000 
to 25,000 head at that line at 
one time. “It wasn’t espe­
cially hard work keeping ’em 
back, but it was disagree­
able; for it was in the coldest 
of weather that we had to be 
everlastingly at it.”

The life of the cowboy 
wasn’t all hard, they had

Consumer 
Food News

“Prudent shopping" will 
characterize wise consumer­
ism at grocery markets this 
week, Mrs. Gwendolyne Cly- 
att says.

“Few changes are appar­
ent at the beef counter 
during the past week, but 
good values can be found on 
chuck cuts, ground beef, 
sirloin, round and rib steaks 
and liver.

“Pork prices remain high, 
although specials may be 
found on Boston butt roasts, 
quarter-loin sliced into 
chops, smoked picnics, some 
brands of bacon and liver. 
But ham prices may increase 
even more as Easter nears,” 
she said.

Mrs. Clyatt is a consumer 
marketing information spe­
cialist with the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service, 
The Texas A&M University 
System.

She noted that egg prices 
are moderate, and she re­
minded consumers that pro­
tein-wise, two eggs equal 
two to three ounces of 
cooked meat, which is one 
serving.

“In the dairy department, 
special prices appear on a 
number of cheeses, so popu­
lar during Lent.

“Fryer chickens, both 
whole bird and pieces, are 
featured in some stores, and 
turkeys are receiving the 
same special price advan­
tages.”

Many grocery stores are 
offering features on tuna 
fish, peanut butter, canned 
tomato products and cling 
peaches, she added.

“At vegetable counters, 
consumers most interested 
in economizing will select 
carrots and cabbage. Also 
dry onion prices are a bit 
lower now, and mustard, 
collards, turnip and greens, 
rutabagas, acorn and banana 
squash are other good vege­
table choices pricewise.

“Good buys in citrus fruit 
are grapefruit and oranges 
sold in bags from five to 
eighteen pounds. Prices on 
both apples and pears re­
main about the same this 
week as the past few weeks. 
Strawberries are in moder­
ate supply, with prices 
coming down.

“Large storage supplies of 
Red Emperor grapes indi­
cate consumers will find 
plenty of good qui rapes 
available at pleasa..t prices,” 
the specialist said.

CONSUMER W ATCH­
WORDS: Lent brings a
heavy demand for fish, and 
frozen fish are the equal of 
fresh fish in appearance, 
flavor and food value.

Cooking fish isn't a ten­
derizing process, as it is with 
other foods, but a flavor 
developer and coagulant. 
The most important thing to 
remember in cooking fish is 
not to overcook.

Cook fish just enough so 
that the flesh flakes easily 
and has an opaque appear­
ance—this leaves the fish 
moist, tender and brings out 
its delicate flavor.

Preserve 
Winter Clothing

Careful storage of winter 
clothing ensures wearable 
garments next season—and 
eliminates the cost of replac­
ing the wardrobe, Marlene 
Odle, a clothing specialist, 
points out.

“Repair all torn or ripped 
clothing before cleaning and 
storing. Agitation in the 
washer and hanging in the 
closet can make tears and 
holes larger and impossible 
to repair when they are 
noticed next season,” she 
noted.

Miss Odle is with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, The Texas 
A&M University System.

“Never put away clothing 
that is soiled. Leaving stains 
in the clothing will draw 
moth larvae which can make 
quick work of ruining a 
wardrobe.

“Time may also set stains 
that would be easily remov­
ed if they were treated 
promptly," she said.

This specialist recommend­
ed a cool, dry area for 
storage to prevent mold and 
mildew.

She said that many pro­
fessional dry cleaners store 
clothes at a nominal fee in 
controlled temperature and 
humidity vaults. This works 
well if home storage space is 
limited.

“Store similar colors to­
gether to prevent crocking 
or bleeding. Use moth balls 
in storage to prevent un­
wanted holes on those cher­
ished items. Cedar chests 
and closets repel some

insects, but moth proofing is 
necessary also.

“Remove clothes from 
wire hangers before storing. 
Place clothes on wooden or 
plastic hangers to give them 
longer life,” she said.

The Texas Legislative 

Conference
As I write my weekly 

column in Washington today, 
I am looking towards the 
yearly Texas Legislative 
Conference to be held this 
weekend in my home town of 
New Braunfels. This confer­
ence, which has been held 
during each of the past ten 
years, brings together state, 
local, and federal officials 
with citizens from Texas to 
discuss some of the impor 
tant issues that concern all 
Americans. Two years ago it 
was defense; last year, 
energy; this year, “Govern 
ment; More or Less” , a 
question of governmental 
regulation. Among those 
expected to be present this 
year will be John Poerner, 
Director of Education Re­
sources for Governor Bris­
coe; State Attorney General 
John Hill; U.S. Congressman 
Jim Collins (R-Tx.) as well as 
the regional director of the 
hTC, and the president of 
the Houston Chamber of 
Commerce. We will all be 
considering, with the citizens 
attending, the question of 
whether we need more or 
less government.

I suspect that the consen­
sus of the panel will be that 
we need less. And I am 
confident that the consensus 
of our di.strict and of the 
citizens who will be present 
at the conference will be that

we need less. The question 
will then be “How to Achieve 
It?”

The federal budget that 
President Ford has just 
presented to the Congress is 
four times as big as the 
federal budget which Presi­
dent Johnson presented to 
the Congress just twelve 
years ago. Probably your 
income, like that of most 
Americans, has not grown 
four times as large during 
that period. Certainly mine 
has not. But it will not be 
possible to bring about less 
government without also 
having less spending. That, 
in addition, will sometimes 
mean fewer services of some 
kinds to which we have 
become accustomed. It is 
immensely difficult to undo a 
program or disestablish an 
agency once either has 
begun. One problem is that 
people write to their legisla­
tors asking for less govern­
ment and less spending in 
general, but more assistance 
and more spending as it 
concerns their particular 
needs. Clearly we cannot 
have it both ways. And I 
believe that most people 
recognize that and are 
willing to support govern­
mental policies that will 
result in less government 
spending and less growth in 
governmental agencies.

Sheep and lamb feeding is up 10 per cent from a year 
ago and up 17 per cent from a month ago in Texas.

Drylot sheep feeders with a lot capacity of 2,000 head 
or more had 68,000 sheep and lambs on feed as of March 1, 
according to the Texas Crop and Livestock Reporting 
Service.

Current intentions to market the 68,000 head are 
28,000 this month, 25.000 in April and 15,000 m May. The 
April and May intentions are subject to change since 
additional lambs could be placed on feed.

CATTLE FEEDING is continuing to surge ahead, too. 
There were 1,810,000 head of cattle and calves on feed for 
slaughter in the state's feedlots as of March 1. This is 68 per 
cent above a year ago, although it is 5 per cent below a 
month ago.

In the seven major feeding states of Texas, Arizona, 
California, Colorado, Iowa, Kansas and Nebraska, the 
number of cattle on feed is up 18 per cent from 1975.

Texas cattle feeders placed 293,000 head into their lots 
during February. This is 119 per cent above a year ago but 
10 per cent under a month ago.

BROILER PRODUCTION in Texas during 1975 shows 
a 3 per cent decline compared to 1974.

Texas continues to be seventh in the nation in the 
number of broiler chicks placed during 1975.

Gross income from broilers was $167,424,000 during 
the past year compared to $140,502,000 a year ago. 
Average price received for 1975 was 27.8 cents a pound live 
weight compared with 21.3 cents per pound a year ago.

Nationwide, the gross income from broiler production 
in 1975 at $2.8 billion set a new record high level, it was 19 
per cent above 1974.

The average broiler price in Texas was about a cent and 
a half higher than for the nation.

BASED ON MARCH 1 CONDITIONS, the 1975-76 
citrus crop is now estimated at 5.3 million boxes more than 
last season's crop.

Grapefruit production is expected to total 11 million 
boxes, up 3.7 million boxes from last season.

Early anti mid-season oranges are estimated at 3.8 
m illion boxes, which is 870,000 more boxes than last year. 
Valencia oranges are expected to fill 690,000 more boxes 
than last year.

Citrus trees are in good to excellent condition though 
many groves rerimred heavy irrigation because of the 
extremely dry winter season.

RECEIPTS OF ALL LIVESTOCK at auction markets 
inspected by the Texas Animal Health Commission during 
1975 totaled 9.9 million head compared to 7.8 m illion head 
a yeai earlier.

The 1975 receipts for cattle, calves and goats were up 
compared to 1974, while receipts for sheep, lambs and hogs 
were down fiom  a year earlier.

Green Up 
Your Lawn

About this time of the 
year home lawns need a 
boost to get them in shape 
for the spring season just 
around the corner.

A turfgrass specialist for 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service suggests 
three operations that can get 
a lawn off to a good 
start—scalping, fertilizing 
and applying a weed killer.

“Scalping a lawn in late 
winter serves to revitalize it 
and promote spring and 
summer plant growth," 
points out Dr. Richard 
Dublé.

“Begin the operation by 
lowering the blade of your 
lawnmower one-half inch 
below the normal setting. 
Then mow the lawn in two 
directions that are at right 
angles to each other. Re­
move the clippings after each 
mowing.”

Dublé also recommends 
keeping the lawnmower 
blade lowered until mid-sum­
mer.

“ After scalping the lawn, 
apply a complete fertilizer 
(one containing nitrogen, 
phosphorus and potas.sium) 
to promote leaf and root 
growth," advises the Texas 
A&M University System 
specialist. “Use one pound of 
nitrogen per 1,000 square 
feet of lawn area. This is 
equal to 12 pounds of an 8-8-8 
fertilizer or 8 pounds of a 
12-4-8 fertilizer. Repeat the 
application in the fall.”

For a dark green lawn. 
Dublé suggests applying ni­
trogen every 60 days at the 
rate of one pound to 1,000 
square feet. Monthly applica­
tions of iron chelate or iron 
sulfate during the spring and 
summer promote a healthy 
color in St. Augustine grass 
lawns.

“To keep crabgrass or 
other unsightly weeds from 
appearing, apply a preemer­
gence herbicide (weed killer) 
containing benefín, dacthal 
or bensulide early in the 
spring,” says Dublé. “Com­
binations of herbicides with 
fertilizers are available and 
convenient to use but should 
only be used according to 
instructions on the label. 
Formulations containing a- 
trazine should not be applied 
around trees or shrubs,” he 
cautions.

“Proper maintenance is 
essential for a healthy lawn, 
and these practices will give 
new life to a dormant, weedy 
lawn,” notes Dublé.

Careful Planning Makes 
Home Improvement Pay Off

Before planning home re­
model i ng,  homeowner s  
should consider an objective 
evaluation of their neighbor­
hood, design of the house, 
whether the project will be 
improvement or only main­
tenance and whether the 
scale of the project fits in 
with the rest of the house, 
Denise Beigbeder, a housing 
and home furnishings spe­
cialist, said.

"Families usually consider 
home remodeling and im­
provement to make their 
present home more liveable 
but they also need to 
consider the return on their 
investment. Not all improve­
ments add to the resale 
value of the house,” she 
added.

Miss Beigbeder is with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, The Texas 
A&M University System.

“If the neighborhood is 
starting to ‘go downhill,’ the 
homeowner would probably 
loose on any improvements 
he made. It does not pay to 
over-improve, regardless of 
the neighborhood. A sensible 
addition to the smallest 
house in the neighborhood 
will enhance its resale value 
as will any improvements 
made by neighbors,” she 
said.

And she pointed out that 
homeowners will want to be 
careful that the changes 
don’t violate local regula­
tions, or the existing archi­
tectural or functional integ­
rity of the house. Any 
addition should harmonize 
with the original plan and 
avoid blunders such as a new 
bedroom that can be entered 
only through another room, 
she said.

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“Regular maintenance i- 
tems shouldn’t be confused 
with remodeling improve­
ments. Replacing the fur­
nace, rewiring, changing the 
plumbing system, re-roofing, 
waterproofing or planting 
shrubbery are not consider­
ed home improvements. 
These things only bring the 
house up to the level that 
most buyers would expect,” 
she explained.

And the scale of the 
remodeling in relation to the 
rest of the house is an 
important consideration, too. 
A kitchen appropriate for a 
$70,000 house does not 
belong in a less expensive 
dwelling. Much of the invest­
ment will be lost at resale, 
she noted.

“The prospective buyer 
generally will not pay as 
much for a fifth or sixth 
bedroom as he would a third 
or fourth one. But if the 
house does not have some­
thing that its price might 
indicate, such as a garage on 
a $50,000 house, this would 
probably depress the resale 
value," she said.

Little Things 
Mean A Lot

For most couples the little 
things—small irritating ha­
bit—can become hard spots 
in their marriages.

But Mrs. Ilene Miller, a 
family life education special­
ist, said that awareness of 
these habits may help living 
with them be easier.

“Many couples can take 
these minor irritations in 
stride, while others tend to 
blow up over something that 
really bothers them,” she

said.

Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Se; iice. The Texas 
A&M University System.

“Naturally husbands and 
wives do have some habits 
which are distinct—because 
they were i aised in different 
families with different val­
ues. No matter which habits 
are personally irritating, 
there are probably at least 
half a dozen habits which we 
know our spouses have 
difficulty forgiving or for­
getting,” she said.

She pointed out that 
knowing that a habit bothers 
you or your spouse is a start 
in helping to cope with the 
situation. It’s a good idea to 
talk about how you feel 
about the habit rather than 
putting your spouse on the 
defensive about his actions.

“Constant criticism may 
lead to hurt feelings and 
additional arguments. If you 
repeatedly attack your 
spouse for some habit, he 
may react by complaining 
about your faults. The result 
may be a stalemate with 
both parties on the defen­
sive,” she said.

Other couples try to 
surpress their true feelings 
when something irritates 
them. These repressed feel­
ing eventually will come out 
in some other way—perhaps 
a blowup at the spouse at a 
later time or general feelings 
of irritability, she said.

Turning to specific action 
if a habit irritates you, the 
specialist suggested to think 
about why it bothers you so 
much. Then tell your spouse 
how you feel and why. But 
keep in mind that no one is 
perfect—everyone has some 
habits which will be different 
from, and irritating to, 
friends and family, she said.
