Continuing Search 
For Water
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Following the announcement seve­
ral weeks ago that the Farmers Home 
Administration had turned down the 
request for loans and grants to build a 
joint municipal water supply reservoir 
for Winters and Ballinger, Winters 
city fathers have continued in their 
search for additional water sources.

Winters City Council Monday night 
met with two representatives of an 
engineering firm, Henningson, Dur­
ham & Richardson, Inc., to discuss 
ways and means of obtaining addi­
tional water supplies.

Robert E. Hogan and Donald G. 
Rauschuber, representing HD & R, 
explained some of the methods the 
city could continue searching for a 
water supply source. They pointed out 
that a dam built below the present 
Winters Lake dam on Elm Creek 
would store enough water for Winters 
and also North Runnels Rural Water

Supply Corp. They recommended 
continued efforts on the part of the 
city in working with the Soil 
Conservation Service in obtaining 
funds and constructing a multi-pur- 
po.se dam on Elm Creek.

It is also understood that the SCS is 
looking with favor toward a multi-pur­
pose structure below the present dam, 
for which the SCS would be 
responsible for a part of construction 
costs and the city responsible for the 
municipal storage portion of a 
reservoir.

The City Council will study the 
proposition and contact the engineer­
ing firm within the next few days. 
Mayor Homer Hodge said. These 
engineers would use information and 
material already assembled to draw 
up plans for presentation to the SCS 
and the state Water Development 
Board. Mayor Hodge said the approval

of the state agency some months ago 
to assist in underwriting the cost of 

such a project is “still alive,” and that 
agency would be a source of financial 
assistance. If the council approves 
employment of H l^ & R, work will 
commence at once to make an 
application for the necessary water 
permit, the mayor said.

Following the announcement seve­
ral weeks ago that the application by 
Winters and Ballinger had been 
turned down, there was announce­
ment that Winters might approach 
Sweetwater on the possibilities of 
obtaining water from Oak Creek Lake. 
Several days ago, a delegation of 
Winters citizens met with the City 
Council, and the concensus at that 
time was that Winters should seek 
ways to obtain water other than 
purchasing and piping from Oak 
Creek.

“Time Changes Every­
thing” is the title of a song 
and when I attended the 
retirement party for Mildred 
Gardner at the Chamber of 
Commerce Friday, I was 
reminded that there is 
nothing permanent in this 
world but change.

Some changes come quick­
ly and startle us, such as the 
sale of Spill Brothers & 
Company Funeral Home 
which was sold to Ted 
Meyer. And the subsequent 
sale of the furniture store to 
the Bahlman brothers, which 
we are glad will continue to 
be called Spill’s. Since Albert 
Spill bought out Ed Stone in 
1905, we are accustomed to 
the name.

Some changes come so 
gradually that we are not 
aware of them untU we look 
back and see, all of a sudden, > 
that our life style is almost 
entirel3T*lKffet«nt.

When Uncle Albert, as he 
was affectionately called, 
first bought the store people 
sometimes came in at 3 or 4 
o’clock in the moming to get 
a coffin. If the right size was 
not on hand one had to be 
built. The coffin would then 
be taken home and the loved 
one buried quickly, as was 
necessary.

Coffins were sold from the 
furniture store for many 
years and finally a storage 
building was erected behind 
the furniture store. The west 
side of the building was used 
for coffin storage and display 
and the east side had some 
chairs where a service could 
be held if the family wanted 
it. Practically all funerals 
were held from a church or 
home at that time.

When Albert Spill died in 
1935, cne person was heard 
to say, “Oh! No, not Uncle 
Albert. He has to bury me!”

Mildred began working in 
the store after her father’s 
death. She recalled that 
when Albert Afflerbach’s 
youngest son died in 1939, 
the services were held in her 
mother’s home. It was in

1955 that the funeral home 
was remodeled for greater 
service, as we know it today.

Some things I recall from 
my father’s experience of 
sitting-up with the deceased. 
He was in charge .of this 
service rendered many years 
by the First Baptist Church 
for its members. In early 
years there were no screens 
and it was very necessary to 
sit with bodies kept in the 
home. Friends also dug the 
grave and took care of other 
needs. A fter embalming be­
came possible, bodies were 
still returned home until 
funeral time. Gradually, this 
practice was discontinued. 
But people continued to sit 
with the deceased in the 
funeral home until recent 
years when this was taken 
over by an attendant.

Service and concern for 
the bereaved have always 
been the criteria for changes. 
As, is the practice of waiting 
until the mourners are gone 
to fill the grave.

The following interview 
that Tumbleweed Smith had 
with Mildred Gardner some­
time ago helps us to see how 
times change.

THIS IS TUMBLEWEED 
SMITH REPORTING THE 
SOUNDS OF TEXAS.

In Winters, there’s a 
furniture store that sells 
caskets.

The oldest business in 
Winters is a furniture store. 
Mrs. John Gardner runs it 
now. Her father bought the 
store in 1905. Back then 
furniture stores sold coffins.

Mildred: It was the custom 
for them to carry one or two 
or possibly three coffins, as 
they were called in those 
days, on a shelf in the back 
of the store. And as the need 
came for someone who had 
passed away in the commu­

nity, the family would come 
in, in their wagon, take the 
coffin, go back and bury 
their own. That’s just the 
way that the funeral busi­
ness started in as a combina­
tion business with our little 
firm here.

Smith: The furniture store 
provided a hearse?

Mildred: Well, there was a 
horse drawn hearse that 
evidently was bought, possi­
bly, between 1905 and 1908.

Smith: Did the furniture 
store furnish the wagon 
hearse?

Mildred: Yes, that was a 
part of serving the family.

Smith: Would it be used to 
deliver the coffin, or as part 
of the procession?

Mildred: As part of the 
procession, most usually, 
because the people would 
take the coffin out ahead. 
The body would always lie in 
state at the family home and 
then they would have to go 
and have the services, if they 
went to a church, and that’s 
when the horse drawn 
hearse came into its own, so 
to speak. > A S

Smith: Some p e o ^  w erf t 
reluctant to take to embalm­
ing.

Mildred: A t the beginning, 
in the early years, I would 
say it was in the early 1900’s, 
there was no method of 
preparation or embalming, 
and that was the reason that 
services for the dead were 
carried out very quickly. 
They just laid them out, so 
to speak, in their home on 
what we used to call a 
cooling board. And it took 
families a number of years 
before they were willing to 
let us go to a home and bring 
the remains to the prepara­
tion room.

Smith: When funeral
homes came into being most 
furniture stores go out of the 
coffin business.

Mildred: Well, in this
instance we didn’t, and you 
can still find some combina­
tion furniture and funeral 
homes, particularly in small 
towns. That’s still the trend. 
Now, I would say that there

are more funeral homes that 
have separated from the 
furniture store. Ours is still 
run by the same personnel, 
because the funeral home is 
right back of the store.

Smith: You still sell cof­
fins?

Mildred: We sell coffins, 
only they are caskets.

Smith: Mildred Gardner, 
who owns and operates a 
combination funeral home 
and furniture business in 
Winters.

Since this interview, both 
businesses are under differ­
ent ownership.

Other changes will come to 
our little community, for 
there is nothing permanent 
but change.

“ I cannot, in clear con­
science, support an agree­
ment that relinquishes mili­
tary sovereignty o f the 
canal,”  Krueger said in a 
statement released by his 
Washington D.C. office.

“Yielding military control 
of the canal potentially 
leaves unprotected not only 
the canal but leaves unpro­
tected the many Americans 
who reside in the Canal 
Zone.

“Terms that dictate those 
concessions are unacceptable 
to me,” he said.

“I ’ve talked with a number 
of people, including Ameri­
cans who have served in the 
zone, and they have indicat­
ed that over the years the 
U.S. has tended to reserve 
positions o f major and inter­
mediate responsibility for 
American citizens and we 
have in no way encouraged 
the Panamanians to take on 
enlarged responsibility.

“ I  have withstood taking a 
definite position untU I and 
members of my staff could 
thoroughly study the treaty 
and talk to people on both 
sides.

“But what many people 
may not understand is that 
even the Senate might not 
vote a simple yes or no, that 
it might vote it out with 
reservations, which means 
major provisions would have 
to be altered, and I would 
have to see such alterations 
before I could support the
