Those professed athiests who
protest even the slightest mention
of state or official and religious ac-
tivities in the same breath are in-
consistent in their protests.

before breakfast (if there is time to
do so and attend to customers who
call).

“Store must not be opened on
the Sabbath, unless necessary to
do so, and then only for a few
minutes.

“The employee who is in the
habit of smoking Spanish cigars,
being shaved at the barber shop,
going to dances and other places of
amusement, will surely give his
employer reason to be suspicious of
his integrity and honesty.

“Each employee must pay not
less than $5 per year to the church
and must attend Sunday school
regularly.

“Men employees are given one
evening a week for courting and
two if they go to prayer meeting.

“After fourteen hours of work in
the store, the leisure hours should
be spent mostly in reading.”

Those rules may seem a little
harsh to most of us, but I would
wager that less time was wasted on
incompetent help in those days.

There are many places about
town where tree limbs are obscur-
ing the “Yield” or “Stop” signs at
intersections. And there are many
intersections where brush ~and
trees have been allowed to grow so
that a driver must be in the middle
of the intersection to observe cross
traffic. Somebody’s going to get
hurt!

Bulk fuel purchase
saves city $400

The City of Winters recently
began purchasing fuel in bulk for
use in the city vehicles and already
has seen a savings of $392. City ad-
minstrator Glenn Brown said that
the credit card purchases over the
first five months of 1981 were
averaged and compared with the
first month of bulk purchasing.
Brown said that the cost of oil, flat
tires, and other services were also
averaged and added to the bulk
purchase price in order to compare
the fuel cost dollar for dollar.

The city administrator had pro-
jected a savings of about $200 per
month by purchasing fuel in bulk.
Brown said he felt that the monthly
difference would be slightly less
when averaged for a full year.

The city began purchasing fuel
in bulk the first of July. Before us-
ing the bulk purchasing, the city
had used credit cards from major
oil companies with service stations
in the city. The present bulk pur-
chase contract will extend through
first of July, 1982.

Missing Abilene child

found safe Tuesday

A two year old Abilene child,
missing since Mondy evening was
found just before noon Tuesday
about three miles outside of
Abilene along U.S. highway 277 by
an Abilene woman who was driving
along the highway.

The woman, Tammy Snow, took
the child to the KTAB television
studios a short distance from
where the toddler was found.

Police spokesmen said Ms. Snow
had learned of the missing child
through the news media and as she
drove to Abilene spotted the child
walking toward the highway from
a field.

The child, Dana Fry, is the
daughter of former Winters
residents Mr. and Mrs. Joe B. Fry
of Abilene. She had disappeared
from her home in a mobile home
park in west Abilene about 7:15
p.m. Monday evening.

KTAB newsman Bob Bartlet
said that as many as 600 persons
had joined with police to search
throughout the night Monday for
the little girl.

Detective Captain Jack Dieken
said the child had several bruises
about the face along with some
swelling and redness that could in-
dicate she had possibly been struck
in the face.

The detective said that the child
was fully clothed but indications

were that the child had not walked
the distance between her home and
where she was found. Police said
their investigation would continue
into the child’s disappearance until
the authorities could learn what
happened.

KTAB newsman Bob Bartlet
said that the parents and the little
girl were re-united at the televi-
sion station and met the woman
who found the child in a live
telecast on KTAB's “Noontab 32"
with interviewer Natalie Powers
within minutes of the time the lit-
tle girl was found.

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Grand jury to look
into death of alien

Tom Green County
Sheriff’'s officers say that
the next session of the
H1st. State District Grand
Jury for Tom Green Coun-
ty will investigate the
death of 26 year old Jorge
Moran, a Mexican alien.

Two men, Jose Concep-
cion Gonzales and Gabriel
Alanis, are being held in
the Tom Green County
jail in lieu of $25,000 bond
each on felony charges of
failure to stop and render
aid. Bond for the two men,
also Mexican aliens, was
set by Justice of the
Peace Ruth Nicholson in
San Angelo.

The body of Jorge
Moran was found along
side a county road early
Sunday, August 2. The
two men held in connec-
tion with the death were
taken into custody in Del

Rio later that day.
Investigating officers
said that Moran apparent-
ly died after a car backed
over him on the San

Angelo city farm about 3
a.m. on the morning his
body was found. Officers
said that the body was
then carried to the county
road east of Winters.
Officers said that two
other Mexican aliens in
the car were not charged
in connection with the
death because they were
asleep and not aware of
the death until later that
day. An autopsy indicated
that Moran died as the
result of a broken neck.
Moran had been work-
ing on a ranch east of
Winters for about five
years and was a native of
Zimipan Hidalgo, Mexico.

The first Angora goats were imported to the United
States were two bucks and seven does, gifts from the
Sultan of Turkey to Dr. James B. Daivs of Columbia,
South Carolina. By 1900 the Angora goat industry had
grown to such an extent that a registry association was
needed.

The American Angora Goat Breeders Association
was organized then to keep records showing pedigrees
of all purebred Angoras and to issue certificates of
registration. Today, the United States, Turkey and
South Africa raise nearly all the Angora goats in the
world. Texas ranchmen have over 90 percent of the
Angoras in this country, according to Fred Campbell,
executive director of the Mohair Council of America.

The term “billy goat” and “nanny goat” are colloquil-
isms - according to Webster. They are used in “familiar
conversation, friendly letters, or informal speeches,”
but they are “unsuited to formal speech or writing.”
And these tems are generally used, as I mentioned, in
describing common or Spanish goats.

To my way of thinking, calling a purebred Angora a

Poe’s Corner

History of a Grand Old Landmark

Recently, when we had a little problem at the
museum, I went across the street to the Rock Hotel to
use the telephone. Upon asking for Lorene Frazier, the
owner, I learned that she had moved to Brownwood
that day and the new owner was coming in from San
Angelo the following day.

Since the proprietor would be new in tow n, I thought
that he would appreciate knowing something of the
history of the building.

Most of the early history, I learned from the auto-
biography of Virginia Draper, Texas-born shop girl
who now owns 16 exclusive dress shops in California
and Arizona.

Virginia was the daughter of Mr. and Mrs. J. L.
Heath who moved their family from Heathtown, in
Panola County, to Winters late in 1905. Virginia was
ten and her sister, Clifford, was four. Their brother,
Wade, was born the next year.

The move was made after Mr. Heath had gone to
West Texas prospecting and found just what he was
looking for in the little town of Winters, population at
the time about 1,000. It was a white two-room house,
with a hall between the rooms, on an acre of ground.
And he bought it for $1,500. He assured his wife that
the house could be added on to. He also told her that
Winters would soon have a railroad and that the town
would prosper.

Nevertheless, Mrs. Heath found it difficult to adjust
to the small house while the three extra rooms were
being built. She called it “camping out”. She missed the
beautiful trees of East Texas and the sandstorms were

hard for her to take, but she liked the higher, dry
climate.

As soon as the necessary task of enlarging the home
had been completed, Mr. Heath opened a general mer-
chandise store in partnership with Ira Beard. In that
day a store of this kind carried a combination of gro-
ceries and dry goods. The groceries were on one side
and the dry goods on the other. Dry goods was a term
used to describe all kinds of clothing. “In his store, my
father carried piece goods, ribbons, laces, hosiery,
hats, and the kinds of ladies’ ready to wear that could
be bought in those days,” said Virginia Draper. “I also
remember my father saying that he was glad they car-
ried hosiery because I was very hard on stockings, and
it was a great help that he could buy them wholesale.”

Just as Mr. Heath had predicted, the Abilene and
Southern Railroad Company built a railroad to
Winters not long after they arrived. It was in 1909.
And the station was a block from their home.

Mrs. Heath was an industrious woman and always
looking for ways to improve her familys’ income. Since
the railroad was only a block from their house, and
they had an acre of land, she conceived the idea of
building and operating a hotel on the property.

The hotel was two stories high. Because it was built
of native stone, they called it the Rock Hotel. “We built
it directly in front of our home, so we could use our
house for the overflow guests. Because of its home en-
vironment. and the wonderful meals my mother pro-

vided, the drummers, as the traveling salesmen were’

called, would try to make our hotel for weekends. In
cddition to our transient guests, we had a number of
regular boarders. Consequently, our hotel was usually
full, with the extra guests staying in our home in the
rear. My mother believed in keeping her children busy
and always found plenty of work for us to do in the
hotel. Although we had plenty of hired help, there
were extra things that had to be done, and since our
help occasionally failed to show up, Clifford and I learn-
ed to most of the things that had to be done in running
a hotel”, Mrs. Draper recalled.

In 1912, the Heaths sold their store and hotel and
moved to Ballinger, where Mr. Heath started his long
career as a traveling salesman for a wholesale grocery
firm.

The footprints of two of the Heath children remain-
ed in the cement on the corner of the sidewalk for
many years.

The hotel was sold to S. L. Alexander, another
pioneer family that moved to Runnels County in 1899
and to Winters in 1910. Mr. Alexander died with the
flue in 1918, but the family retained possession of the
property for many years, renting it to various in-
dividuals.

Marvin and Effie Pumphrey rented the hotel for two
years and Mrs. Frank Pumphrey, the former Myrtle
Alexander, asked them to buy the landmark property
because she knew they would take care of it. (The Pum-
phreys are also a pioneer family. Marvin's father came
to Runnels County in 1899).

The Pumphreys bought the hotel on December 4,
1944 and sold it on September 1, 1973 after Mrs. Pum-
phrey suffered a stroke. They sold to Beatrice Collins
and she later sold to Loraine Frazier.

This concludes the history of the Rock Hotel up to
now and we hope the new owner will have many happy
and successful years in the grand old landmark
building.

WALK, DON'T RUN

But, warns Dr. Russell
Pate, a world class distance
runner, an exercise physi-
ologist and a health and fit-
ness consultant for the
M&M/MARS Company, run-
ning should always be ap-
proached with a degree of
caution by those 50 and

“Unless you are running
regularly now,” says the
University of South Carolina
professor, ‘“‘you should
never attempt to start run-
ning with the idea of getting
into shape.”

“Those 50 or over who
are just starting out should
make walking the center-
piece of an overall fitness
plan,”” he stresses, ““and then
maybe graduate to jogging
or running. There’s no need
to make a commitment to
running, however, because
brisk walking 1s excellent
exercise too.”

Many people who feel a
need to get into shape are
also people who harbor mis-
conceptions about the food
they eat, notes Dr. Pate. And
often they blame candy and
desserts for obesity.

“It’s not what you eat,
but how much you eat in
relation to what you burn
off that determines weight
problems,” he advises. “No
matter what the activity,
and no matter how old the
individual, you need carbo-
hydrates—particularly when
exercising. A moderate con-
sumption of sweets like
candy, cake or ice cream
within a well balanced diet
is consistent with good
