Winters misses 
major flooding

unnamed official in last week’s loss to Albany, 13-10.

And the rains came, enough so to 
make this one of the wettest Oc­
tobers on record according to the 
National Weather Service office in 
Abilene.

Runoff from the rains early 
Tuesday blocked Highway 83 north 
of Tuscola, 53 both east and west of 
Winters, 1770 just east of the city, 
the Old Crews road just east of the 
city rnd almost closing West Dale 
street on the west side of Winters. 
Almost all of the roads were open­
ed by noon with the exception of 
the Novice Road (FM 1770) and the 
Old Crews road (old FM 53).

All creeks and streams in the 
area were running bank-full and 
then some due to the heavy rains, 
but in our area no homes were 
reported to have suffered any 
water damage. Rainfall reports 
range upward from a couple of in­
ches to six and seven inches in 
some areas.

The excessive runoff caused the 
present city lake to run over the 
spillway and filled the area behind 
the new dam that is under con­
struction. Officials at the lake con­
struction site said that the water 
washed a considerable amount of 
earth from the new dam along with 
barrels, forms and other items. The

spokesman said that although none 
of the heavy equipment was 
damaged, some pieces of equip­
ment were towed out of the rising 
water just before damage could be 
done. The officials said that until 
the water ran down and the area 
dried up some no estimate could be 
made on what effect the rain would 
have on the lake project.

The Winters area narrowly miss­
ed the major flooding problems 
that were experienced early Tues­
day in Abilene, Breckenridge, 
Albany, Throckmorton, and other 
cities in the Big Country.

Abilene Mayor Elbert Hall pro­
claimed Abilene a disaster area 
after three creeks that flow 
through that city overflowed their 
banks and caused the evacuation of 
a number or residents, some of 
them from roof tops and from 
trees.

The National Weather Service 
said that a northward flow of warm 
moist air from the Gulf of Mexico 
and moist air from a tropical storm 
that moved from the Pacific Ocean 
across the Baja Peninsula and Mex­
ico combined with a low pressure 
trough in West Texas to cause the 
heavy rains.

More About Mudstones
Soon after my article on madstones came out in the 

newspaper, I received a telephone call from Mrs. J. H. 
Wheeler at Wingate, and she told me about her father, 
J. C. Jones, and his experience with the healing of the 
rtones.

The Jones family lived in Brown County and they 
had a friend, Sam Mclnnis, who was a big rancher and 
he owned the Byrd store 18 miles north of Brownwood. 
At this store they had a madstone and people came 
from miles around to use it for rattlesnake bites and all 
kinds of sores.

The Jones’ lived at Holder, five miles from the store, 
and Mrs. Wheeler said her father used the stone quite 
often. He said that the stones had to come from the 
body of a white deer. Mrs. Wheeler has seen white 
deer grazing in the fields and said that the stone was 
bout to be effective for her father lived to be 103.

Mrs. Wheeler said that she and her husband were 
born and reared in Brown County, but they came to 
Runnels County thirty years ago. They live at Shep 
and get their mail at Wingate.

Soon after my talk with Mrs. Wheeier, I received a 
letter from Erma (Eason) Beal, who now lives in 
Lucerne Valley, Ca. She sent me a quote from a book. 
“No Life for a Lady” relating the experiences of Agnes 
Morley Cleveland in New Mexico in the late 1800s. In 
this she describes early remedies and her experience 
with them:

“He jerked off his hat, less in salute than to show red 
marks not unlike cat scratches, close to the hair line of 
his forehead. His voice shook when he spoke. 'A 
Hybephobic skunk bit me’. My heart sank. "They say 
there’s a madstone in Socorro!’ he said, ‘If I can get to 
it in time! I’ve been on this horse 20 hours already he 
can’t take it into town.’

“I made him dismount and lie down while I cared for 
his horse and found a fresh one. He drank a cup of cof­
fee and fell over as one dead on the couch while I rustl­
ed up a new horse. — It seemed cruel to awaken him 
but I dared not postpone his reaching his madstone.

“I feel some better already, he assured me by way of 
saying thanks as he rode off. His manner was debonair. 
‘Ever see a madstone?’

”I told him I had not. I have seen one since, though, 
so I know what it looks like. It is a growth which forms 
in the stomach of a deer, probably a pathological condi­
tion, because the deer, so it is said, turns white. Tht. 
growth is round about the size of an orange and 
grayish in color. When sawn in two, it presents row 
upon row of cellular structure not unlike ends of small 
hollow tubes.

'My friend described its openticn. I vouch only for his words, not 
for his veracity.”

‘Old man Gleason what owns the madstone soaked it 
in milk and then stuck it on my wound. Pretty soon it 
began to pull and it kept on pullin’ and I could feel the 
hybie-phobic pizen bein’ pulled right out. And then it 
fell off of itself and old man Gleason washed it out in 
the milk and that milk turned green and he put it back 
and it done the same thing over again till it quit turnin’ 
the milk green.’

Perhaps we would do well to store some of these old- 
time remedies in our minds. We know what we have 
now but we don’t know about the future.

OUR ECONOMIC COURSE
Secretary o f  Commerce Malcolm Baldrige, a man who is as 

much at home on the rodeo circuit as he is in the President’ s 
Cabinet, has a way o f  speaking his mind and making a point that 
caught my eye recently.

The Secretary was talking about the course we are on in our 
legislative and budgetary efforts to repair the economy and I am 
obliged to share with you some o f  his thoughts.

The subject, o f  course, is the public perception o f  just what is 
happening now with regard to high interest rates and all the other 
things that affect our daily lives so much.

Mr. Baldrige said, “ This is no time to weaken, as past admin- 
btrations did at the fîrst sign o f  trouble. We need resolve and con­
sistency o f  policy, not the instant gratification that leads to future 
trouble. This area o f  resolve is perhaps where the administration 
is most underrated by the financial markets. It can't be measured; 
it is there or it isn’ t. It is there — this President h u  a cast-iron 
backbone.”

T o repeat his words, and here, I emphasize, we are on course.
In just under 200 days the Reagan Administration and Congress 

have forged a long-term national economic policy. From now to 
the rest o f  the decade and beyond this means that government will 
govern less, spend less, tax less, borrow less and regulate less.

So much hat been done but much remains to be done. As 
Mr. Baldrige continued saying, “ We have come too far now to 
have our resolve shaken by recent skeptics who want instant 
gratification at the expense o f  sound, long-term goals.”

In its economic fundamentals, the program for economic 
recovery is sound. Its elements form a coherent strategy — the 
strongest yet offered — for undercutting inflation and steering the 
country’s talents to achieve our dreams and expectations rather 
than watching the government redistribute income from one person 
to another.

To cut individual and business taxes, to inaease the rewards for 
saving and investment, to check the growth o f government spend­
ing are welcome prescriptions for economic health.

As the President’ s program goes into effect, government spend­
ing will be reduced, productivity will improve and that will help 
competitiveness. Thirdly, after years o f  shifting policy and 
increasing inflation, the withdrawal symptoms, while tough, are 
not going to be serious enough to push the economy into a 
prolonged downturn.

Interest rates do remain the last remaining obstacle to economic 
recovery and if additional budget cuts are put into effect by the 
Congress, they too will decline.

As the Commerce Secretary so ably put it and I echo the senti­
ment — we have the resolve and, if we keep it as a nation, we will 
look back on the present as a period o f  base-building for growth in 
the years ahead.

General Telephone 
Company recently install­
ed special computerized 
equipment to expand and 
improve long-distance 
telephone service in Win­
ters, according to Melvin 
Jennings. GTE’s division 
manager.

“The project involved 
replacing electromech­
anical ‘ticketer’ equip­
m ent, which helps 
transmit long-distance 
calls direct dialed by area 
customers, with electro­
nic technology,” he said.

“Afer a customer dials 
a long-distance call, the 
equipment automatically 
records the customer’s

“The billing information 
is then stored on magne­
tic tapes.”

In te r fe r o n , a naturally 
occurring family o f  proteins 
p ro d u c e d  by white ce lls  
fr o m  human blood, has 
proven effective in reducing 
the size o f  certain kinds o f  
tumors. It is also being used 
in clinical tests with human 
ca n ce r  patients. U n fo r t u ­
nately, it is very rare.

Ever think of a Vogue 
model as being fat? She 
probably doesn't weigh 
over 104, but even then 
it’s possible — she could 
be fat.

The problem with the 
model, as with everyone, 
is body composition. How 
much of the weight that 
appears on the scale is 
fat? If 20 percent of the 
104-pound model is fat, 
she’s okay; but if the per­
centage is more than that,

So how do you know 
how much of you is fat?

“Get away from stan­
ding on the scales for 
reassurance,” Ms. Weiss 
advised.

10 percent of the fat and 
still weigh 104.

“There is also a differ­
ence in overweight and 
overfat,” she continued. 
“Probably all of the Dallas 
Cowboys are overweight, 
but none of them are over­
fat” .

“Fat is worthless. It 
poses a coronary risk 
leading to hypertension, 
diabetes and biomechan­
ical problems such as 
backaches and weak

joints. And on top of that, 
the wrong kinds of foods 
create their own pro­
blems.”

To decrease coronary 
risk, males should shoot 
for a fat percentage of 14 
to 17, depending on age. 
Below that is even better. 
Females, also depending 
on age, should try for 17 
to 20 percent. Much below 
12 or 13 p ercen t, 
however, can lead to 
m enstrual problem s 
because of hormone 
levels.

But short of cutting

them off, there is no get­
ting rid of fat cells. “ You 
are either born with, or 
develop by adolescence, 
the number of fat cells 
you will have the rest of 
your life,” the athletic 
trainer said. “Your choice 
is whether to keep the 
cells empty or full.”

To empty fat cells, she 
suggests a balanced diet 
and some aerobic exercise 
three to five days a week. 
“Engage in an activity 
you enjoy — walking, run­
ning, swimming, cycling 
— for a half hour to an

hour at a time,” Ms. Weiss 
added. “The long, slow ac­
tivities will require your 
body to call on fat cells for 
energy. Dieting without 
exercise can lead to 
ketosis, a side effect of us­
ing lean tissue for energy 
that makes you lose mus­
cle tone.”

So while it might be 
news to some that obesity 
can come in small as well 
as large folks, everyone 
knows that obesity is un- 
healthful. Try counting 
the number of obese peo­
ple you see over 70.

w ate r c a n  

h u rt ath letes
The old coaching prac­

tice of depriving athletes 
of water during practice 
sometimes had students 
sneaking sips from school- 
yard puddles. Such des­
perate needs for „water, 
combined with instances 
of heat stroke and poor 
performance, are convin­
cing coaches that athletes 
do better if they have 
water breaks, the Texas
Medical Association says.

Even cool fall weather 
is no protection against 
heat stroke or heat ex­
haustion because football 
players are physically 
straining them selves 
while wearing hot equip­
ment. Heat exhaustion 
symptoms of pale and 
clammy skin, weakness, 
headache and nausea can 
be cured by having the

victim lie down in a cool 
place. Giving sips of di­
luted salt water may be 
necessary here. But if the 
victim has hot, dry skin, 
then possible fatal heat 
stroke may be occurring. 
Medical help should be 
contacted immediately 
and the victim should be 
cooled by applying cool 
water. The bad effects of 
these extreme physical 
conditions are obvious. 
But often athletes just 
will feel bad and be less 
physically and mentally 
sharp due to lack of fluids.

Some coaches try to 
make up for their water 
errors by dispensing salt 
tablets freely. This prac­
tice, combined with with­
holding water, can cause a 
salt overload that can be 
unhealthy. Salt can have a 
role in problems ranging 
from diarrhea to high 
blood pressure.

Even an athlete who 
gets plenty of fluids is 
unlikely to need extra salt 
since the body gets 
enough through normal 
eating habits — and with­
out using the salt shaker 
at the table.

To help insure athletes' 
health on and off the field, 
TMA urges parents and 
other interested adults to 
check that coaches are ap­
plying proper water and 
salt d ispensing p ro ­
cedures.

Loma Alta and Del Rio received upwards to seven in­
ches.
