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City Council hears lake conmiittee report
A number of proposed or sug­

gested ordinances and regulations 
were presented to the Winters Ci­
ty Council in their regular meeting 
Monday by members of the Lake 
Advisory Regulation Commmittee.

Clay Miller and Gary Moore, 
representing the committee, gave 
an explanation of the proposals, in­
cluding a bait and concession stand 
and recommending fines for viola 
tions of rules, to the council.

The first recommendation called 
for a bait shop to be possibly 
located on city-owned property 
just across the county road east of 
the park area. This suggestion calls 
for the city to provide a building 
for use as a bait shop and that the 
person operating the bait shop to 
also be caretaker for the park with 
the authority to issue citations to 
persons violating established

-r

regulations.
The first item recommended the 

city also make provisions for public 
restrooms in the bait shop.

The recommendations called for 
the establishment of a fine of up to 
$200 for littering or abuse of the W. 
Lee Colburn Park at the lake and a 
possible future swimming area in 
the park.

The committee suggested pro­
hibiting swimming in the boat 
ramp and docking areas and to post 
signs stating ‘‘Swim at your own 
risk" in other areas.

Another suggestion was to offer 
a tree planting project to some 
civic organization in order to get 
more trees in the park area.

Concerning vehicle traffic and 
parking, the committee recom­
mended a 5 MPH speed limit in the 
park area, marking off the parking

area, and prohibiting the parking 
of vehicles on the boat ramp, ex­
cept to load or unload boats.

There was some discussion con­
cerning a recommendation of user 
fees at the lake including exemp­
tions for city taxpayers. The com­
mittee recommended a fee of $1 
per day or ’an annual permit for 
$ 1 0 .

Council member June Hays said 
that she couldn’t see why Winters 
tax payers should be exempt from 
paying user fees at the lake. Ad­
visory committee member Clay 
Miller responded by saying that 
the exemption for taxpayers was 
suggested because the taxpayers 
were already paying for the lake. 
City Administrator Glenn Brown 
then told the group that water 
revenues and not tax dollars were 
operating the lake.

The proposed regulations for 
boating on the lake called for a fine 
of up to $200 for operating a boat in 
a reckless manner, for operating a 
boat inside the marker bouys 
around the intake tower, for skiing 
within 100 feet of a boat ramp or in­
take tower. The recommendations 
also stipulated that state and 
federal regulations for boat safety
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and licensing must be complied 
with.

The group presented a minimum 
of proposals concerning fishing on 
the lake and suggested that state 
laws and regulations govern the 
size and bag limits, tackle, and 
fishing licenses. At the request of 
the city council the committee in­
cluded a proposed regulation that

would prohibit fishing below the 
dam at the new lake as well as any 
vehicular traffic below the dam.

The committee recommended 
that camping be allowed in 
designated areas only and that a 
camping fee of $3 per car per night 
be charged. Also the group sug 
gested that fires be allowed in

The commissioners, earlier this 
month, passed a resolution requir 
ing the sheriff to furnish his own 
vehicle to perform official duties.

Crime Stoppers 
moving ahead

A ‘‘Crime Stoppers" program for 
Runnels County will soon be a 
reality according to Ballinger 
Police Chief Paul Boggess. Boggess 
said that both the Winters and 
Ballinger Chambers of Commerce 
had agreed to go forward with the 
idea and that representatives from 
each city will be meeting later this 
month to get the program started.

M em bers of the  W in ters  
Chamber of Commerce Board of 
Directors named to the special 
committee are Arnold Thormeyer, 
Lanny Bahlman, and Donnie Goetz. 
Ballinger's representatives have 
not been named by that chamber.

- - In commenting on the program, 
Paul Boggess said, “Crime is socie­
ty’s problem and society has to 
take a hand in solving the 
problem." He pointed to the highly 
successful programs in Abilene and 
San Angelo and said that he felt 
such a program, operated on a 
county-wide basis here, would 
meet with much success and pro­
vide a valuable vehicle for crime 
prevention and solution in the 
county.

The step was taken by the commis­
sioners following the arrest of Hall 
on charges of driving while intox­
icated in San Angelo.

Hall told the commissioners that 
his personal car, although equipped 
with a two-way radio, did not have 
other necessary emergency equip­
ment. The sheriff also said that his 
personal car had almost 100,000 
miles on it and was in poor repair. 
He said that with his wife’s critical 
condition he was financially unable 
to purchase another car for use as 
sheriff.

Hall had requested the meeting 
after being advised a second time 
by County Judge Michael Mur­
chison of the commissioner’s 
resolution requiring him to use his 
own car. At the time of the second 
notice by the judge. Hall had been 
using a reserve sheriffs depart­
ment vehicle.

During the special meeting the 
commissioners told Hall that the 
action was taken in an attempt to 
protect the county.

Hall had been out of his office for 
about three weeks following the in­
cident in San Angelo but, when 
asked b j Commissioner Gilbert 
Smith if he was back on duty. Hall 
replied, “Yeah, back on duty full 
time.”

One of the primary concerns of 
the county commissioners was the 
insurance and liability of the coun­
ty for damages and injuries in the 
accident in which the sheriff was 
involved.

Sheriff Hall, when asked when 
the charges against him would be 
presented in court, said that his a t­

torney had advised him that the 
case would be put off indefinitely.

Hall’s pre-trial hearing on the 
DWI charge had been originally

The Winters City Council has set 
Monday, February 21, as the date 
for the first public hearing on the 
proposed annexation of the 
Winters-Elm Creek Reservoir.

The annexation will include the 
highway right-of-way along FM 53 
between Winters and the new lake 
and will include some 600 acres of 
land. The acreage figure does not 
include the highway right-of way.

The annexation of the lake will 
allow the city to exercise better 
control over the lake and the park 
area and to provide more and bet­
ter services to the lake.

As presented, the annekation 
will take in all of the new lake and

the city owned property just to the 
east of the lake along with the dam 
for the old lake. City officials said 
that as far as governing or controll­
ing the old lake is concerned the ci­
ty has extra-territorial jurisdiction 
in that area.

The annexation will bring some 
five miles of FM 53 into the city

limits and will require the police 
department to investigate ac­
cidents that occur along that 
stre tch  of highway between 
Winters and the lake. The city ad 
ministrator also said that the local 
officers would be responsible for 
enforcing speed limits along the 
highway.

Abilene man wounded in 
rural burglary attempt

Runnels County Sheriff's of­
ficers said that an Abilene man was 
taken to a San Angelo hospital Sun­
day evening suffering from a gun­
shot wound to the face following 
the attempted burglary of a rural 
residence north of Ballinger.

Jose Moreno, thought to be in his 
mid-20’s, was released from Angelo 
C om m unity H o sp ita l a f te r  
undergoing treatment for the gun­
shot wound. Doctors there said the 
bullet, thought to be a .22 cal., was 
lodged in a nasal passage and 
although the man was not seriously 
injured, it would require surgery 
to remove the bullet.

Deputies said the man was being 
held on charges of driving while in­
toxicated, no driver’s license, and 
no liability insurance as well as in 
connection with the investigation 
into the attempted burglary.

Officers said that a vehicle 
thought to have been driven by 
Moreno ran off U.S. Highway 83 
about two miles north of Ballinger 
through a fence and into a field. 
The car then ran back through a 
fence and stopped near the road­
way.

Members of a family living near 
the accident location told officers

that a man came to the door seek­
ing assistance in getting his car 
started and then left. A short time 
later one of the family members 
drove to town leaving two other 
family members at home.

The two who stayed home told 
investigators that they heard so­
meone cutting a window screen, 
ordered him to stop, and when he 
continued cutting the screen fired 
one shot through the window.

Moreno was found by highway 
patrol troopers in the back seat of 
his wrecked vehicle and a trail of 
blood lead in g  tow ard  the  
residence.

Sheriff’s officers said that an in­
vestigation into the incident was 
continuing and most likely would 
be presented to the grand jury 
later this week.

Memories of Hatchel
Mrs. Gladden Bedford has the distinction of being 

äh e  first baby delivered by Dr. J.W. Blasdell, the new 
¿ijoctor who came to Hatchell with the influx of settlers 
^ h e n  the new town was built on the Abilene and 
Southern  Railroad that connected Winters with Bal'- 
:5nger in 1909. She has the silver cup which he gave her 
»4<> prove it. She was born in 1911.

The story begins with her grandparents, the J.A. 
;älavises, who brought all their children to West Texas 
:?|na covered wagon in 1901. Her father, T.F. Davis, was 
;:the only one that was married. His wife and baby son, 
•»Chester, came to Ballinger on the train.

Two more boys were born to the T.F. Davis family 
ij^nd many events took place before the arrival of their 
I'iirst daughter, Gladys, known to us as Dee Beford. 
<51efore she was born in 1911, her father had bought a 
•rjection or two of land in the area that was later to 
j^become Hatchel. When the boys grew older they had 
%he privilege of selecting the land they wanted to farm. 
:l5\nother son and two more daughters were born later. 
•:• History records that one of the earlies settlers was 
::3saac Vancil who came to the area in 1879, during the 
•^ppen range days. Later, he had a well improved and 
•tinanaged ranch. The J.H. Parramore ranch was the 
•'Bärgest early day ranch in the Hatchel area.
*;• After the Cattle Kingdoms passed, the farmer began 
:;io move into the overgrazed open range and make it 
::3his own. Farmers who came to Runnels County'found 
^■virgin lands, rich and fertile Beyähd description. Im 
^migration to these new,<lairtds >ya^S'boosted avidly by 
;jthe railroads and by local authorities, 
ij* Shortly after 1900, the Hatchel area was settled with 
.•farmers from south and east Texas. The land was rich 
rl_and clean, and insects were then non-existent.
[•; After the Hatchel area began to settle, there was a 
jB'great demand for mail and supplies. Albert Spill ran a 
••¡freight wagon from Winters to Ballinger. Residents 
j: met the wagon in front of Elijah W. Hatchel's house, 
j^and gave Spill a list of merchandise needed. On the 
r>return trip, he brought the goods, along with the mail 
•:-from Ballinger.
•if: Realizing the need, Mr. Hatchel established a store 
••'on the east side of the road in a building that had serv 
♦:̂ i'd as a way station for the freight wagon. It also includ 
|:;ed the new Hatchel post office created April 21, 1904, 
|:;with Hatchel as postmaster.
•t; The Hatchel store and post office served the com 
•;*munity in its first location until 1909, and when the 
ft'railway came through the citizens saw a great oppor 
•tftunity for a town on the railroad.
•;• A barbecue and town lot sale next to the new 
•••railroad was held with Fred Pruser, G.A. Henniger and 
'♦•others doing the barbecue. A number of lots were sold, 
i:and a town sprang up seemingly overnight on the 
:*:railroad. The post office and store were moved one 
:-:mile south and a little west in order to be a part of the 
>j;new town. Soon there were seven or eight businesses, 
•t'a depot, cattlepens, a gin, three churches, and several 
't dwellings.
;* R.L. Sides established a general store in a two-story 
••rbiiilding. The upper story was used as a hotel. Mrs. 
^¡Bedford recalls that Dr. Blasdell and Dr. T.A. Rape liv- 
;*'ed in the hotel for a time while practicing medicine and

each ran the drug store before moving to Ballinger.
Tragedy catne to Hatchel on October 23, 1916, when 

fire destroy^^the Sides’ general store and their three- 
year-old daughter lost her life in the blaze. The little 
girl was her playmate and Mrs. Bedford recalls the loss 
very vividly.

The first school, built by private subscription was 
Bowman located one mile north of Hatchel. As the 
children of the district were widely scattered, a second 
school, Centerpoint, was built on the east side of the 
district several years later. When the center of popula­
tion shifted to the Hatchel Community, the two small 
schools were moved together and another room added. 
By 1920, there were three teachers and a principal 
employed with seventy pupils. A cyclone destroyed 
the school in 1922. The next year a native rock building 
with four rooms was built. At its peak, the Hatchel 
school had one hundred students.

Mrs. Bedford attended the Hatchel school until 1924,

These requests for help range from retired persons whose 
Social Security checks have been delayed to military service 
members who need hardship discharges to cities or indi­
viduals having problems with regulatory agencies. Unfor­
tunately, 1 cannot order a federal agency to decide in some­
one’s favor, but 1 can make sure it gives careful and full 
consideration.

In addition, I receive requests for military academy ap­
pointments, and information about pending legislation.

All of these areas, as well as other federal-related ques­
tions, fall within my Senate responsibilities. But my jurisdic­
tion does not extend to state or local matters. Nor am 1 able 
to give personal, legal or financial advice.

There are some things you can do to make it easier for 
me to answer your letters. If possible, all letters should be 
typed or printed neatly in ink. In addition, please include 
your name and return address on both the envelope and the 
letter. Often telegrams and mailgrams do not include a com­
plete return address, and this makes a response difficult.

When discussing pending legislation, please describe the 
bill. If you know the number, that is helpful information.

If you are writing about a problem you are having with 
the bureaucracy, please be sure to give complete background 
on your situation and the steps you have taken before writing 
me.

A letter you have composed expressing your views on 
a subject has more impact than a mass-produced post-card. 
And a letter expressing your views on one or two issues has 
more impact then a lengthy "laundry list” of subjects.

Letters expressing an opinion or requesting informa­
tion on legislation should be directed to me at my 
Washington office. The address is: Senator John Tower, 
U.S. Senate, Washington, D.C., 20510.

Many times, it is more convenient for you to contact 
one of my four state offices. They are located in Houston, 
Dallas, Austin and Lubbock. You may find such matters 
as appointments to military academies, assistance in obtain­
ing federal grants and military inquiries can be more con­
veniently handled from one of these state offices. They are 
listed in the telephone book under “ United States.”

Please feel free to contact either my Washington of­
fice, or one of my state offices, any time 1 can be of 
assistance to you.

AUSTIN-Coupon books are 
sold in many Texas commun­
ities. Buyers are told that the 
coupons con tained  in the 
booklet are worth a couple of 
hundred dollars in discounts 
and merchandise. The coupon 
booklet itself usually costs 
about 820.

The question  consum ers 
need to ask before they buy 
them, however, is whether the 
coupon book represents a real 
sav ings. Many consum ers 
complain that some merchants 
fail to honor the coupons. 
Many are misled into thinking 
that they are getting some­
thing free, when in most cases 
they have to buy something to 
use the coupons.

In some states, attorneys 
general have taken legal ac­
tion against several coupon 
book sellers during the past 
few years. In some instances, 
the promoters failed to dis­
close the limitations and con­
ditions on the use of coupons. 
In other instances, promoters 
exaggerated the value of the 
coupons.

For exam ple, p rom oters 
didn’t tell consumers that the 
coupons could be used only if 
they purchased something of 
equal value. And consumers 
weren’t informed that some of 
the coupons, like the ones for 
theaters and restaurants, were 
good only during  offpeak 
hours or on certain days of the 
week, usually not weekends or 
holidays.

In some cases, deceptive 
promotional tactics were used 
to  sell the coupon books. 
Telephone solicitors for one 
o u tf it  convinced the  con­
sumers to buy the book by tell­
ing them that the proceeds 
would go to charity . They 
may say it will go to help build 
a p lay in g  field for local 
youngsters. As it turns out.

only a dollar of the S20-dollar 
purchase price will benefit the 
local charity; the rest of the 
money will be profit for the 
coupon book promoter.

So, in short, coupon books 
aren’t always the bargain they 
seem to be. Here are some 
ways to avoid the problem of 
paying for a coupon book and 
then discovering it is of small 
value:
- Read any advertisements for 

coupon books carefully before 
making the purchase. There 
may be limitations or condi­
tions which may influence 
your decision to purchase.
- Know exactly what your 

o b lig a tio n s  a re . In m ost 
cases, the coupon calls for a 
purchase of merchandise or 
service as a condition for get­
ting the.free merchandise or 
service.
- Pay particular attention to 
the expiration date of the 
coupons. If they can only be 
used for a short period of time, 
they may be of limited value.
- Check with a few of the mer­

chants who are listed as par­
ticipants to see that they have 
actually agreed to provide the 
promised merchandise or ser­
vice.
- Check with a few of the mer­

chants who are listed as par­
ticipants to see that they have 
actually agreed to provide the 
promised merchandise or ser­
vice.
- Be wary of coupon books 
which are marketed through 
th e  use of a “ c o n te s t .” 
Typically, all participants end 
up winning, and the ’’contest’’ 
is only a way of promoting the 
sale of the coupons.

If you have a consumer com­
plaint, contact the Attorney 
General’s Consumer Protec­
tion Division, your county or 
district attorney, or your local 
Better Business Bureay.

For 30 years I have watched from atop a cow pen 
fence or the coffee shop of some auction ring in West 
Texas as country traders and ranchers bartered over 
the year’s calf crop.

It has become tradition over centuries to trade this 
way. The local or regional market places have come in­
to being or dispersion of livestock takes place by auc­
tion. But many times the rancher may not receive the 
top dollar for his animal with this method either.

If a ranchman spends all year feeding, medicating 
and caring for his livestock, and he gets ready to 
market them, he is selling more than the animal, he is 
selling a year of his life. His rewards in cash should be 
not only profitable above and beyond the cost of the 
animal but also to benefit his family.

For too long, agriculture people have accepted 
whatever price was offered at the market place the 
week they hauled their calves to town without barter­
ing. No marketing or merchandising techniques have 
ever entered the picture.

When it is time to market calves, the rancher possi­
ble communicated with his neighbor, listened to the 
local radio or television, or read regional trade papers.

A group of lifetime country traders got together 
down in San Antonio sometime ago. “The hand writing 
was on the wall,” commented Dick Bailey. “In this fast- 
paced computerized world, we just can’t go on doing 
business this way.’’

The other boys in the room shook their heads in 
agreement but not much comment was heard. What 
was the answer’.̂

“An up-to the minute marketing media by com 
puters has to fit into the picture some way,” Bailey 
said.

Dick called on old friend Mitch Carver for some sug­
gestions. Mitch is no cowboy, but he knows something 
about marketing. He was public relations director for 
Lyndon Johnson for 21 years!

Thus was born The National Ranchers Registry. 
This modern computerized information exchange 
established in the Alamo City provides an information 
exchange for cataloging available or needed livestock 
and other ranch and agri-business materials in a usable 
format.

By subscription, both sellers and prospective buyers 
can get together and trade. No longer will the seller 
need to leave the selling “of a year of his life” to an auc­
tioneer. With this modern day communication, the up- 
to the minute market prices are available and the 
seller knows what his livestock is worth.

NRR listings are an index of the nationwide census 
of ranch livestock and related materials for sale and 
needed, furnishing a descriptive word picture of offer­
ings and needs by location, technical detail, price and 
contact agency.

NRR data is available to annual subscribers via toll- 
free telephone. Telex or Mailgram from the central 
computer center in San Antonio. You may call 
512/694 4700, or write this columnist for more informa­
tion.

The methodology of NRR has been long proven by 
other industries. Heavy, equipment parts, oil field 
machinery and even automobile parts are now sold and 
purtliased^Trom computerized listings of availability, 
location and price.

The need for this up to date information exchange in 
agri business is constantly emphasized as farmers and 
ranchers attempt to cope with today’s erratic 
economy.

NRR services are available by annual subscription of 
$150 per year for farmers and ranchers, and $300 per 
annum for commercial buyers. Subscribers are afford­
ed the initial opportunity to enter an unlimited number 
of listings at the time of subscription. However, subse­
quent search/entry fees of $3.50 are assessed for each 
service call after enrollment as a subscriber. Multiple 
fees for commercial users of bulk information are 
assessed multiples of $3.50.

Entry data is unrestricted as to length; however, 
output read-outs are restricted to a maximum of five 
selections within any requested category.

A typical descriptive listing of cattle would include 
the following: wanted or for sale; number of head in 
transaction; classification, breed, brand, etc.; age; 
weight; pregnancy checked; calfhood vaccinated; blood 
tested; breeding background; birth; delivery location 
(FOB); ready for delivery date; price, if quoted: agent 
or owner name and phone number plus any remarks.

In normal operation, five listings of the above infor­
mation, selected by sorting to fit needs of the 
subscriber, are furnished by telephone.

For commercial users requesting bulk information, 
delivery is more economically effective via Telex or 
Mailgram, either providing delivery within 24 hours.

Well, as you can tell, I am pretty much sold on this 
new concept in agricultural marketing. It is the most 
unique opportunity to come along in centuries. 
Besides, there are a lot of us getting too old to climb 
the cow pen fence!

Described below are 

some of the new DWI 
laws which will be con­
s id e red  by your 
legislature this session.

*Raise the drinking age to 
21

A 9-state survey of ' 
eastern states showed a 
28% reduction in fatal­
ities in the 18-20 year old 
age group when the drink­
ing age was raised to 21. 
In Texas when we raised 
the drinking age last ses­
sion from 18 to 19, during 
the first six months we 
saw a 16.7% decrease in 
night fatalities in the
18- year-old age froup, a 
36.8% decrease in the 
17-year-old age group, and 
at the same time saw a 
7.9% increase in the
19- year-old age group.
* Open container law

This statute would pro­
hibit open containers of 
an alcoholic beverage in 
m otor vehicles upon 
public highways. It will 
prohibit citizens from 
drinking while driving.
* Per se law

This law would make 
prosecution of DWIs 
easier by establishing 
that a person would be 
considered legally intox­
icated if his breath test 
showed an alcohol content 
of .10 or more.
* Refusal to submit to 
alcohol test would be ad- 
missable as evidence in 
court

Under p resen t law 
when an in d iv id u a l 
refuses to submit to the 
alcohol test, that refusal 
cannot be admitted as 
evidence in court. The 
result can be misleading 
to  ju r ie s .  J u ro rs  
sometimes assume the in­
dividual was not offered 
the chance to prove he 
was not intoxicated, or 
that the arresting officer 
thought the test was not 
necessary.
* Automatic (administra­
tive) license suspension 
for 90-days for refusal to 
submit to the alcohol test

A person’s d rivers 
license would be taken 
away at the scene by the 
a rre s tin g  officer for 
failure to submit to an 
alcohol test. The individ­
ual would have the right 
to appeal by requesting a 
hearing within 20 days.
* Establishment of penal­
ty range for DWI offenses 
resulting in bodily injury

Under present law, a 
DWI offense that results 
in bodily  in ju ry  to 
another person is the 
same criminal charge as 
one that does not cause in­
jury. This law would 
establish separate, more 
serious penalties for bodi­
ly injury to other persons.
* A DWI conviction that 
results in probation shall 
be used, for enhancement 
purposes, as a “final con­
viction’’

Under present law, a 
probation is not con­
sidered as a final convic­
tion. This means that 
when the individual is ar­
rested again and possibly 
again, it is treated by the 
courts as another “first 
offense”. Under this rec­
ommendation, the proba­
tion would be a final con­
viction.
* Exclude the driving 
while intoxicated offenses 
from the court’s discre­
tion of utilizing Deferred 
Adjudication.
U nder D eferred  Ad-* 
judication, the individual 
pleads guilty before a 
Judge: then the Judge

’’H ardship" licenses 
would only be granted if 
refusal to issue a license 
would create an unusual 
economic hardship on the 
person’s family. License 
could be granted because 
of illness of a member of 
the family. The license 
would be restricted to a 
25-mile radius of the per­
son’s address, valid only

* Remove all juvenile 
driving offenses including 
DWI and DUID from the 
Family Code and place in 
appropriate statues

Under this proposal the 
penalties for committing 
DWI or DUID offenses 
would be the same for 
juveniles, as adults.

Although no action will 
be tak en  u n til the  
L eg isla tu re  convenes, 
DWI bills have already 
been filed by some 
legislators. Those bills 
already filed differ; some 
do not seek to raise the 
drinking age to 21 or ban 
open containers. Some 
seek stiffer penalties than 
others.

PIK Program  to relieve 
cost-price squeeze

Farm ers Home Ad­
m in is tra tio n  (FmHA) 
State Director, J. Lynn 
Futch, is directing FmHA 
distric t d irectors and 
coun ty  su p e rv iso rs  
throughout the State to 
encourage Texas farmers 
to seriously consider par­
ticipating in the new 
Payment-In-Kind (PIK) or 
“Crop Swap” Program.

Futch, who just return­
ed from a Department of 
Agriculture briefing in 
Washington, said he is 
“convinced that the PIK 
Program can go a long 
way tow ard  so lv ing  
surplus grain problems 
and easing the cost-price 
squeeze, while at the 
same time, holding down 
federal spending.”

The m ee tin g  in 
Washington, Futch said, 
was called by Secretary of 
A g ricu ltu re  John R. 
Block. It included com­
ments by the Secretary 
and detailed briefings by 
Agriculture Stabilization 
and Conservation Service 
(ASCS) A dm in istra to r 
Everett Rank and FmHA

Administrator Charles W. 
Shuman, among others. 
ASCS Executive Direc­
tors, including Charles W. 
Mayfield, Texas ASCS 
Executive Director, and 
ASCS com m ittee  
members from around the 
country, also attended the 
meeting.

“This innovative PIK 
Program can be of great 
b en e fit to  T exas 
farmers,” said Futch. It 
can help reduce the need 
for operating capital, 
reduce interest costs, and 
hold production to a more 
realistic level this year, 
and, if necessary, next 
year. It can help relieve 
cash flow problems for 
many farmers and in the 
long run improve the 
g en e ra l a g r ic u ltu ra l  
economy.

“I sincerely hope that 
every farmer will study 
the details of the new pro­
gram with an open mind 
and d e te rm in e  its  
benefits before the end of 
the sign-up period, March 
11,” Futch stated.

Runnels County Depu­
ty Sheriff Joe David West 
said th a t he is in ­
vestigating the burglary 
of a house owned by Cora 
Hord about four miles 
west of Winters on F.M.

Entry to the house was 
gained by kicking in a side 
door and the deputy said 
that a gate was taken off 
its  h in g es.

I am pleased to report 
the first piece of legis­
lation passed by me was 
H.R. 36 memorializing 
and honoring Robert Glen 
H ead, th e  very  
co u rag eo u s schoo l­
crossing guard at Coggin 
Elem entary School in 
Brownwood, who selfless­
ly sacrificed his life pro­
tecting and saving the life 
of a five-year-old child 
from that city. The resolu­
tion was unanimously ap­
proved and all House 
members’ names were a t­
tached to it.

I had breakfast on 
Tuesday morning with 
Governor White and was 
gratified to find that he is 
acutely aware of our 
S ta te ’s a g r ic u ltu ra l  
economy. The Governor 
advised me that he would 
support my proposal to 
significantly increase the 
role of the Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture in ob­
taining and maintaining 
m ark e ts  for T exas 
ag ricu ltu ra l products, 
both d o m estic  and 
foreign. I pointed out to 
him that several states, 
California and Florida, in 
particular, have much 
s tro n g e r ag ric u ltu ra l 
economies than the State 
of Texas. This is due 
primarily to the roles 
played by those states is 
serving as m arketing 
agents for their own 
agricultural products.

At a luncheon with 
Speaker Lewis, I was 
pleased to be able to 
discuss with him, on a

one-to-one basis, some of 
our pressing problems 
and proposed solutions. 
While Speaker Lewis is 
from an urban area, I 
firmly believe he will be a 
leader for all Texans and 
be responsive to and 
understanding of issues 
common to rural areas.

I a p p re c ia te  the  
response that I have had 
from the district regar­
ding issues of the 68th 
Legislative Session. I find 
the responses helpful and 
encourage each of you to 
continue to state your 
views, preferences and 
opinions. I will not 
guarantee you will be in­
dividually pleased with 
my actions every time, 
but I do guarantee I will 
be available to listen and 
will take your views into 
consideration.

Generally, unemploy­
m ent co m pensa tion  
payments are taxable, in 
whole or in part, if the 
total adjusted gross in­
come, in c lud ing
unemployment compensa­
tion, exceeds $12,000 for 
sing le  ta x p a y e rs  or 
$18,000 for married tax­
payers filing a joint 
re tu rn . M arried ta x ­
payers filing separate 
returns must report all 
unemployment compensa­
tion regardless of their

U n e m p l o y m e n t  
benefits totaling $10 or 
more during the calendar 
year are reported to the 
IRS by the agency making 
the payments. The agency 
should furnish a record of 
payments made to the 
ta x p a y e r  on Form  
1099-UC by the end of 
January 1983.

Participation in PIK brings 
farmers increase in FCIC 
guarantees at no extra cost

F arm ers  who p a r ­
ticipate in the Payment- 
in-Kind (PIK) program are 
eligible for increased in­
surance guarantees on in­
sured wheat, corn, grain 
sorghum, rice, and upland 
cotton at no extra cost, 
says F.W. “Ted” Crouch, 
Jr., Director for the Col­
lege Station Field Opera­
tions Office of the Federal 
Crop Insurance Corpora­
tion (FCIC), recently.

To en co u rag e  the  
w id est p a r tic ip a tio n  
possible in the PIK pro­
gram, FCIC will accept 
downward revisions of 
previously reported acres 
and increase the per acre 
guarantee on the remain­
ing acreage. Downward 
revisions of acreage 
reports may be made un­
til March 11, 1983.

For the 1983 crop year 
only, in su ra n ce
guarantees on the eligible 
crops will be increased by 
the following proportions; 
a 6 percent increase for 
acreage reductions of 10 
to 19 percent; an 8 per­
cent increase for reduc­
tions of 20 to 29 percent; 
and a 10 percent increase 
in acreage reduced by 30 
percen t. “ P ercen tag e  
reductions are calculated 
for acreage reductions 
above the regular farm 
program  se t a s id e ,” 
Crouch says.

F a rm ers  may par-1 
tic ip a te  in the  PIKl 
acreage reduction on one | 
farm and not another. 
“ Any in c re a se  in 
coverage,” says Crouch, 
“will be in effect for the 
farm selected for PIK par­
ticipation, without affec­
ting the guarantee or 
premium on the other in­
sured farm(s).”

“Upon acceptance of 
the rev ised  acreag e  
report, the premium will 
be recomputed on the 
reduced acrage and the 
per acre guarantee will be 
increased for the remain­
ing acreage,” Crouch 
states.

Under a bid arrange­
m ent, fa rm e rs  may 
reduce the entire acreage 
to zero. In that case, a 
zero acreage report may 
be made to the agent by 
March 11. Farmers should 
verify acceptance of the 
bid with their agent by 
March 18. If the bid is not 
accepted, the farmer re­
mains insured for the 
acreage intended for 
harvest.

Dr. Frank Weir, head of 
the Archeology Section, 
said the display would be 
made up of the skull por 
tion of the remains, pro­
jectile points and other 
artifacts found at the site.

A 
display of the entire 
skeleton is not possible 
because of the fragility of 
some of the bones.

The skeletal remains 
were removed from the 
excavation site on Jan. 7,

Although 
exact dating of the bones 
will have to  aw ait 
carbon-14 tests, which  ̂
will take a few more 
w eeks. D r. W eir 
estimates they are more 
than 9,000 years old.

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Council rejects water request, opens bids
The Winters City Coun­

cil rejected a request 
from a property owner in 
the Reeves Addition for 
city water service Mon­
day in th e  re g u la r  
meeting of the council.

In turning the request 
down, the council told 
John H. S p a rk s  of 
Blackwell that the council 
could not break its policy 
concerning water taps 
outside the city limits and 
suggested that he seek 
annexation of his proper­
ty into the city limits.

The city council, just 
prior to the completion of 
the lake project, adopted 
an ordinance prohibiting 
any additional water taps

17.

During the meeting, 
the  com m issioners  
discussed liability in 
surance covering county 
vehicles in such a situa 
tion and the general feel 
ing was the county would 
be liable.
