Cotton Farmers in Castro County
‘have already signed “Intention to
Comply Sheets” with the local
AAA office.

Under the Supplementary pro-
gram, a farmer who voluntarily
reduces his acreage below the 1941
allotment or the 1940 measured
acreage, whichever is smaller, will
veceive cotton stamps at the rate
nf 10 cents a pound times the
normal yield of his underplanted
acreage. Sharecroppers, tenants,

ap to $25 worth of stamps for
rnoperating with the program,
while producers on more than one
farm, or operators of a farm with
two or more tenants may qualify
for maximum of $50 worth  of
stamps. Any acreage reduction
made to comply with the program
vi]ll not in itself affect cotton al-
lotments in 1942 or any subse-
mment year.

The stamps when isswed may be
nsed at any retail or mail order
house cooperating with the pro-
rram for new goods containing 100
ner cent cotton, manufactured en-
tirely in the United States from
‘otton grown in the United States.
The stamps must be used by the
farmer and his family to whom
‘hey are issued.

Persons using cotton stamps
-vill receive cotton goods of the
:ame quality and at the same
srice as tho» who pay cash.

The merchants will receive pay-
ment for stamps received in ex-
rhanege for rcotton goods by pre-
senting properly prepared forms
diyet to the nearest office of the
Surnlns Marketing Administration
or they may send their completed
‘tamn cards for collection through
their banks or wholesale firms.

On
May 31, wheat farmers of Castro
County will join with wheat farm-
ers throughout the Nation in
farmers throughout the Nation in
dec1dmg whethor or not to have
marketmg quotas.

Each wheat community in the
county will have its polling places
at Arney, Jumbo, Frio, Bethel,
Nazareth, Dimmitt, Hart, Sunny-
side, Flagg, Big Square, and three
local wheat farmers will be in
charge of the np:ferendum. They
are responsible for posting pub-
lic notices of the referendum and
for seeing that each eligible farm-
er has the opportunity to cast his
vote in secret.

Wkhoen the voting is concluded,
the counting of the ballots will be
public. When the Castro County
results have been compiled, they
will be sent to the State AAA of-
fice. National results will be com-
piled by the Department of Agri-
culture in Washington, D. C.

All farmers affected by the
wheat quota may cast a vote. Ev-
ery wheat farmer is urged to vote.
