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WTU expected to 
seek rate hike

West Texas Utilities is expected 
to seek file an application for an in­
crease in rates charged customers in 
areas it serves according to Sherwin 
McNair, in the Abilene office of the 
electric utility.

The spokesman said that he ex­
pected the rate increase request to 
be filed with the Public Utility Com­
mission either late this week or 
sometime next week. He indicated 
that the amount of increase sought 
would be approximately 12 per cent, 
and that that figure might change 
by the time the case is filed.

For the past several years West 
Texas Utilities has annually sought 
rate increases citing increased cost

of fuel and the construction of a new, 
more efficient electric generating 
plant near Vernon as reasons for 
seeking the increases.

McNair told The Enterprise 
Tuesday that the company "had ten­
tatively planned to seek the increase 
but, that it was up in the air.” He 
said that the increase request would 
“be filed this Friday or next week."

The WTU spokesman said that he 
could not comment on how much the 
proposed increase might affect con­
sumers, either residential or com­
mercial. He said that those figures 
would be contained in a formal news 
release when the actual request is 
filed.

Emergency water 
plans fitting together
for Ballinger

The Ballinger City Council was 
told Monday that plans were star­
ting to fit together to obtain an 
emergency supply of water for the 
city.

City Administrator Dennis Jones 
said that the city will firm up 
agreements, contracts, and equip­
ment and be ready for final action 
June 21. Dollarwise, Jones said the 
projaot will cost approximately 
$30,000 to $35,000 assuming the con- 
trator can perform.

Jones said that the Colorado 
River Municipal Water District has 
a large pump that will be available 
at no cost to Ballinger. Also the 
Texas Office of Emergency Manage­
ment has pipe that will be available 
at no charge other than getting the 
pipe to the site.

In order to move the amount of 
water needed, three, eight-inch pipe 
lines totaling 9,600 feet would be 
needed.

Other costs involved would be 
about $15,000 to construct a tem­
porary earthen dam in the Colorado 
River and another $5,000 in 
engineering fees.

In talking about the existing 
water supply, Jones said that there 
was enough water to last until mid-

The council voted to open bids for 
the lighting system at the airport in 
the June 21st. meeting. Approx­
imately $38,000 has been earmark­
ed for the project which will receive 
75 per cent funding from the T.A.C. 
and 25 per cent from the city of 
Ballinger.

In discussing the airport, Jones 
told the council that the runway ex­
tension at Bruce Field is expected to 
begin Friday. The project will ex­
tend the length of the runway to 
3,800 feet at a cost of $49,985, which 
is also jointly funded by T.A.C. and 
the city.

The Ballinger Council approved a 
resolution authorizing the mayor to 
sign a Compliance Agreement with 
the Texas Department of Water 
Resources concerning the operation 
of the Wastewater Treatment Plant.

That plant has been discharging 
effluent that doesn’t meet state 
standards and steps must be taken 
to correct the problem —probably 
within the next three to four years.

The council approved the expen­
diture of $80,000 in revenue sharing 
funds on the city’s new containeriz­
ed sanitation system and approved 
an increase in the monthly charge 
for the service to $4. The council also 
approved mandatory sanitary ser­
vice charges for all city residents.

Alien held in 
Ballinger murder

Bond of $25,000 was set Monday 
for a 32-year-old Mexican national in 
connection with the murder, early 
Monday, of a Ballinger man.

Antonio Juarez is charged with 
the murder of Demitrio L. Luna, 53, 
of Ballinger.

Runnels County Sheriff Bill Baird 
said that a fight between the two 
men started about 2:30 a.m. Mon­
day, about three miles west of Ball­
inger on Country Club Road.

Luna was pronouced dead at the 
scene by Justice of the Peace 
Wilborn Davis. Juarez was arrested 
by sheriffs officers about 6:30 a.m. 
Monday, just as officers were begin­
ning an intensive search.

Runnels County officials said that 
Luna’s body was transferred to the

Bexar County Medical Examiner’s 
office in San Antonio for an autop­
sy. Preliminary indications were 
that Luna died from knife wounds to 
the throat and neck.

Sheriff Baird said that two police 
detectives from San Angelo were 
assisting local authorities in the in­
vestigation. acting as translators. 
Those officers are Rudy Sosa and 
Fred Dietz.

Reports indicated that Luna was 
employed by the Brunson Feed Mill 
in Ballinger. Juarez, sheriffs officers 
said, was employed as a laborer on 
a ranch near Ballinger.

Funeral arrangem ents for 
Demetrio Luna were being handled 
by Rains-Seale Funeral Home in 
Ballinger.
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Raymond Ortiz. Ricky Ortiz, and 
Domingo Ortiz. The indictments 
allege aggravated assault on John 
Bradshaw.

Rocky Mountain Spotted 
Fever alert announced

Seventeen cases of 
Rocky Mountain Spotted 
Fever, resulting in two 
deaths, have been reported 
so far this year to the 
Texas D epartm ent of 
Health. A majority of 
these cases live in north 
central and northeast 
Texas. In 1983, 108 spotted 
fever cases, with six 
deaths, occured in Texas, 
primarily in north central 
and northeast Texas.

The disease is transmit 
ted to people through bite 
of an infected tick. Most 
ticks can carry and 
transmit spotted fever. An 
infected tick must be at 
tached and feeding to three 
to four hours before the 
disease will be transmit-

around the home by spray­
ing the yard and treating 
pets. Ask your 
veterinarian what to use 
for your specific pet.

Care should be taken 
when removing attached 
ticks from pets and 
humans. Tweezers or 
fingers protected with cot­
ton or paper should be 
used to remove ticks. Do 
not crush ticks between 
the fingers. This could 
allow the disease to enter 
the body through abra­
sions or cuts in the skin.

If you have any illness 
within ten days of a tick 
attachment-especially if it 
includes fever, headache, 
or a rash-seek medical at­
tention and tell the physi­
cian about the tick bite. 
Rocky Mountain Spotted 
Fever can be treated effec­
tively with antibiotics, but 
prompt trea tm en t is 
needed.

A wheat crop hindered 
by drouth conditions is be­
ing cut and brought to area 
mills this week.

Preston Barker of 
Alderman-Cave, Winters, 
estimates the harvest at 25 
per cent of normal. Randall 
Conner of Winters Grain 
Company said this year’s 
harvest is “down con­
siderably" from last year’s, 
a fact agreed upon by Greg 
Schwertner of the Bal­
linger Co-Op.

1983 was not especially 
a good year because of the 
PIK program, but 1982 
was a good year for wheat. 
Barker explained.

The price farmers are 
paid for their wheat is a lit­
tle better than last year, 
with local mills paying 
$3.50 to $3.60 per bushel.

Both Winters grain com­
panies expect to grind 
most of the wheat for feed. 
Alderman-Cave may ship 
some to other storage, but 
neither plan to ship by rail 
out of state. However, the 
Ballinger Co-Op has al­
ready shipped some grain 
by rail, Schwertner said.

Barker summed up the 
harvest by saying, “It’s 
very disappointing. Last 
year we fought the govern­
ment, and this year we’re 
fighting the drouth.”

Conner stated. “I think 
overall the yields have

been a little better than ex­
pected, but not near 
normal."

Schwertner said that the 
Ballinger area wheat can^e 
in unusually early. “Tlte 
grades are surprisingly 
good for the conditions 
we’ve had," he added.

Handling wheat 
residue

Among wheat residue 
management options are 
burning, clean tillage, con 
servation tillage and 
chemical fallow, says an 
agronomist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas A&M 
University System.

Burning is the least 
desirable option because it 
leaves the land un 
protected and subject to 
erosion. With clean tillage, 
most wheat straw  is 
buried, but conservation 
tillage, leaves desirable 
levels of wheat straw on 
the surface. Chemical 
fallow involves using her 
bicides to control weeds 
and grasses between 
crops. A farmer shouLd 
select an option based oih 
the amount of wheat stub 
ble, perennial weeds, com­
paction pans in the soil, 
type of tillage and planting 
equipment available, and 
cost of herbicides.

Saving water this summer

Runnels County Extension A^ent
The summer fun of 

swimming, cool drinks, and 
even car-washing, all re­
quire an ample water supp­
ly that we often take for 
granted.

By now, most Texans 
should know that our 
groundwater supplies are 
being depleted faster than 
they can be renewed. That 
means everybody needs to 
do their part to conserve 
water. For Ballinger resi­
dents. the evaporating lake 
is presenting  similar 
problems.

Below are some sugges­
tions for how to reduce the 
amount of water we casual­
ly waste at home:

— Keep a thermos of 
copi water on the kitchen 
cabinet or a jug of water in 
the refrigerator. Running 
the tap to wait for cooler 
water sends about five 
gallons of w ater per 
minute down the drain.

— Take a quick shower.
Every inch of water in a 
tub represents about 4'/i 
gallons of water, and a 
shower without a water­
saving device typically 
uses 5-10 gallons per 
minute. •

— U.se full loads of laun­
dry to clean those summer 
clothes. Washing machines 
can use 40-60 gallons of 
water per load.

husband through college;

She and Horace at­
tend Immanuel Baptist 
Church in Talpa. Church is 
important to her. and she 
feels more people should 
go. Attendance has declin­
ed, she said.

She is a staunch 
Democrat and feels that 
the Democratic party does 
more for the poor people.

Several cases of child 
abuse have been reported 
in her area lately, which 
she considers terrible and 
shocking. She feels sorry 
for the children involved, 
and thinks the parents 
should be punished severe­
ly. Capital punishment is 
needed in cases of murder, 
she believes, so that others 
will not commit the crime.

Television has gotten 
much worse, she feels, with 
many shows not fit to 
watch. The afternoon 
stories have too much im­
morality for Maggie Ruth's 
tastes.

All things considered, 
we found Maggie Ruth to 
be a refreshingly happy 
person, content with her 
country life, yet interested 
in everything going on in 
the world around her.

— Resist using the toilet 
for a trash basket. Every 
flush uses 4-7 gallons of 
water.

— Watch out for water 
hoses with the water left 
running. A water hose can 
deliver several hundred 
gallons of water in an hour. 
For that reason, it’s pro­
bably better to fill the kids’ 
wading pool than let them 
play with the hose.

— You can save water as 
you wash your car, too. 
After you wet the car 
down, turn the water off or 
use a hose with a shut-off 
nozzle. Use buckets of 
soapy water to wash and 
then give the car a final 
rinse with the hose.

If you would like a free 
water conservation check­
list with more suggestions 
for saving water at home, 
call or write your county 
extension office.

Day— May 1

Tax Features, April 
1984, the monthly publica­
tion of Tax Foundation, 
Inc., reports that 1984 Tax 
Freedom Day was May 1. 
This date marks the day 
the average taxpayer 
would finish satisfying 
obligations to federal, 
state, and local govern­
ments if every dollar earn­
ed from January 1 went to 
the tax collector. The 1983 
Tax Freedom Day was also 
May 1, but 1983 was not a 
leap year (i.e., the total tax 
burden was one day 
greater in 1984.)

Doug Young of San Angelo represents an organization 
called Communicating For Agriculture. He was the fea­
tured speaker the other morning at our regular meeting of 
Professional Agricultural Workers Society and his talk 
caught my ear on behalf of agriculture people.

Probably no other life work carries such a high risk for 
occupational accident and injury as agriculture. At the 
same time, its people are less likely to be covered by health 
insurance than other Americans.

For self-employed farmers, their families and hired help, 
this “is particularly significant in light of their lack of 
coverage under workers’ compensation, said Young. 
•vVithout health insurance, many farmers and other 
workers on the farm or ranch may not have access to 
necessary health care for injuries sustained at work or at 
home.”

One of the reasons for farmers not having health in­
surance is their lack of access to group coverage, as is the 
case In much of the nation’s urban work force. '

In a report written by Helen H. Jensen of the University 
of Maryland and formerly with USDA’s Economic Re­
search Service, several main observations were made:

•  Eighty-six percent of the nation’s farm people have 
health insurance, compared to 90 percent for the pop­
ulation at large. Only 82 percent of the farmers and farm 
managers are covered, with coverage more likely if the 
spouse is employed, especially off the farm.

•  Families most dependent on farm income — those 
who are less dependent on off-farm jobs — are the least 
likely to have health insurance.

•  Young farmers, farmers in the South and West those 
with low incomes and those with chronic health problems 
are not as well covered as other farmers.

“Fa'm work is dangerous. Agriculture has a higher 
accident rate than other occupations," the report said, a 
fact we all know. “Long hours operating machinery under 
varying conditions and diverse tasks all contribute to the 
greater likelihood of accidents.’’

Regional difference also exist with the South and West 
having less health insurance coverage than other areas

According to the report, farm families might look at a 
number of alternatives, including obtaining lower-cost 
group insurance or the tax advantages others have in 
gaining access to insurance through employers.

The Communicating For Agriculture organization is 
nationwide. Not only do they provide an insurance plan for 
agriculture people, they provide lobby service in our state 
and national capitals in behalf of agriculture. I am not 
publicly endorsing their program, but I believe it stands a 
head above others 1 have studied and is worth your 
consideration if a representative calls on you.

Brucellosis legal 
fund created

The ICA Newsletter, 
May 1984, reports that a 
legal fund has been created 
by a number of Texas 
livestock market owners to 
enjoin the Texas Animal 
Health Commission from 
implementing and enforc­
ing several regulations 
pertaining to intrastate 
movement of cattle under 
the brucellosis program.

The regulations were 
adopted by the Commis­
sion following changes in 
the state brucellosis laws 
approved during the first 
special session of the 
Texas Legislature in 1983.

According to the news­
letter, the markets “are 
seeking to protect their 
customers’ right to a free 
and orderly market, and to 
prevent TAHC from enfor­
cing regulations which 
would be economically 
damaging to thousands of 
cattle producers." (ICA 
Newsletter, May 1984, p.2)

Car insurance discount available
The State Board of In­

surance has granted a 10% 
discount, effective May 1, 
on liability premiums for 
the private passenger 
vehicles of drivers who 
complete a new Profes­
sional Driver Improve­
ment Course now offered 
through Texas Safety 
Association, according to 
George R. Gustafson. Ex­
ecutive Vice President of 
TSA.

“We believe that this 
will be welcome news for 
professional drivers in 
terms of the escalating 
costs for personal 
automobile insurance,” 
said Gustafson.

“While this discount ap­
plies to personal 
automobile policies, the 
course is a positive option 
for the manager trying to 
control accident-related 
fleet costs. This is a timely 
management issue since 
rates for commercial lines 
have just increased 17%.” 
he said.

"The manager who is 
faced with thia up-front 
high cost of accidents will 
be looking for ways to 
reduce the company’s own 
accident incidence which 
carries with it an addi­
tional price tag in terms of 
productivity, equipment, 
and personnel. The 
specialized training of the 
PDIC is one of the steps 
such a manager can take,” 
he said.

Approved by the Texas 
Department of Public Safe­
ty, the PDIC is a modular 
classroom program that re­
quires only eight hours, 
covering the following 
essential topics:

1. Collision avoidance 
techniques.

2. Vehicle maintenance, 
care, and inspection.

3. Driver courtesy to 
create goodwill.

4. Load distribution and 
security.

5. Driver awareness, 
alertness, and ability.

6. Backing the big 
ones —how to avoid the 
fixed-object collision.

7. Collision reporting 
procedures.

8. Transportation of 
dangerous goods.

“The Professional 
Driver Im provem ent 
Course, which was 
developed by the Canada 
Safety Council, is similar to 
National Safety Council’s 
time-proven Defensive 
Driving Course, with the 
advantage of instruction 
tailored to the needa of 
professional drivers," said 
Gustafson.

“The course is designed 
to help them develop the 
good judgment they must 
exercise every minute on 
the road. The objective is 
to teach the drivers to 
foresee problems and drive 
to avoid the mishaps that

Balanced budget
a m e n d m e n t

On April 18, 1984, the 
Michigan Senate approved 
by a 23-15 vote Senate 
Joint Resolution E, asking 
the U.S. Congress to call a 
federal constitutional con­
vention for the purpose of 
proposing a balanced 
federal budget amend­
ment. If the M ichipn  
House of Representatives 
also approves the resolu­
tion, and if one more state 
legislature adopts a similar 
measure, the U.S, Con­
gress will be required by 
Article V of the federal 
Constitution to call a con­
stitutional convention for 
that purpose. Thirty-two 
other states have already 
approved such resolutions, 
and several other state 
legislatures are expected 
during 1984 to vote for or 
against calling for a federal 
balanced budget conven­
tion.
