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The Escape
After Mary Ingles determin 

ed to make her escape from the 
Indians, she persuaded an old 
Oulch woman, also a pri.soner, to 
engage with Iut in this seemin 
ly hopeless and daring attempt.

They arranged a (tian to ask 
the Indians for leave to gather 
grap(*sat Big Bone Lick and pro 
vided t hemselves wit h a blanket 
and tomahaw k, also a knite. For 
fear of lu'ing siisp*‘cted t hey 
took no clothing, except what 
th«'y had on and it was well 
worn. Their destination was 
alxuit 90 miles from camp and 
some distance from th<> Ohio 
River, the only guide they had 
for direction.

When the two women did not 
return the Indians became 
uneasy, thinking they were lost, 
and used every means to find 
them. .Not distrusting them, the 
Indians concludi-d the women 
f»erished in the'^vt'ddd.s hr'weW' 
killedibywitru* wild beastv‘

After reaching the Ohio 
River, the two women traveled 
up it for four or five days when« 
they saw an Indian town on the 
opposite side.

They found a patch of corn 
and a cabin where they spent 
the night and ate some of th«‘ 
corn the next morning. There

was a horse in the lot, which 
they took and l<tad(‘d with corn 
to help them along the way. 
Traveling on up the river, they 
sighted some Indian hunters, 
but secreted themselvc's and 
were not discovered.

It was necessary for the two 
women to cross Licking Riv(>r, a 
little river t hat (>mf)t ied into the 
Ohio, but it was too deep for 
them to wade. The traveled by 
the stream three days before fin 
ding some drifted timber that af 
forded them a passage. But how 
to get the horse over —the 
Dutch woman insisted she could 
take in on the drift pile, however 
the beast fell in among the logs 
and had to be left.

Taking what corn they could 
carry, the runaways traveled on 
up the Ohio. This was the course 
they pursued at every stream of 
water, of which there were 
sc'veral, and could not have sur 
,mounted the difficulty ha<ĵ it not 
been for the season of thg year 

' when' the water If'vel wa'§ very 
low. Even so. some of the 
streams had to be traveled 
several days before a crossing 
place could be found, and then 
down again to the Ohio. When 
the river made a bend and point 
of ridges, the travelers attemp 
ted to cross in an effort to 
sh(»rten the distance. Being

vation the women had to pull 
themselves up by the shrubs and 
brushes until they reached the 
top. To descend they slid all the 
way down.

Under these difficulties and 
nothing to sustain nature but 
food they picked up in the woods 
such as black walnuts, grapes 
and paw paws; the women were 
often so pushed with hunger 
that they dug up roots and ate 
food they knew nothing about. 
The Dutch woman blamed Mary 
for their predicament, and 
several times tried to kill her. 
Because she was much stronger, 
Mary tried to keep her in a good 
humor. At length they reached 
the mouth of the great Kanawha 
River which was little more than 
half of their journey.

After traveling about 50 miles 
up the Kanawha, the old woman 
made another attempt to kill 
Mary and would have succeeded 
if the younger woman had not 
outrun her. Mary hid under the 
river bank until after dark. By 
moonlight she found an old 
canoe which was filled with 
leaves and dirt. Climbing the 
bank, Mary found a limb that 
had fallen from a tree and clean 
ed out the boat. Using the twig 
as a paddle she managed to steer 
the boat across the river where 
there was a cabin left by 
hunters.

Mary spent the night in the 
cabin and looked for food the 
next morning. Wild beasts had 
destroyed the corn patch but she 
found two small turnips to eat. 
The Dutch woman saw her 
across the river and begged 
Mary to come back, promising 
that she would not harm her. 
Loath as she was to leave the 
woman, Mary realized that the 
hardest part of her journey was 
ahead and since she was out of 
reach in case her partner decid 
ed again to kill her she had bet 
ter keep it that way.

The scant clothing which 
Mary wore was nearly worn out 
or dragged off by the brush and 
her moccasins were entirely 
gone. With the weather growing 
cooler, her prospect of sue 
ceeding was almost hopeless. 
However, her resolution bore 
her up and she pressed on. A 
light snow fell and to keep from 
freezing at night she hunted out 
hollow logs and covered herself 
with leaves. After traveling for 
several days through the frost 
and wading waters around the 
rocks her limbs became so 
frosted and swelled that she 
could not continue.

Providence intervened and 
Mary saw a clearing just ahead.

Not seeing any house she began 
to call out and Heinrich Adams 
an old neighbor, recognized 
Mary Ingles and rescued the 
skeleton of a woman who had 
fallen in his corn patch. She was 
carried to the house and fed 
various kinds of soups, a few 
mouthfuls at a time, until she 
began to gain strength. Her feet, 
mere bones, and legs were bath 
ed and treated until she was able 
to travel.

Adams and his two sons pack­
ed their horses and provided one 
for Mary to ride. They carried 
her to the fort at Dunkerd’s Bot­
tom where all the people in the 
country had collected. Thus end­
ed her trials of nearly five 
months from the time she had 
been taken prisoner. This includ­
ed the 42 '/2 days of returning 
through the wilderness.

When Mary reached the fort 
she prevailed on some of the 
men to go look for the old Dutch 
women, after traveling 15 or 20 
miles down New River, the men 
found her riding an old horse 
with a bell on him. The men took 
her to the fort where Mary was 
and it was a joyful meeting, the 
older woman had become crazed 
from hunger —Mary’s hair had 
turned white from the ordeal.

In the meantime, William In 
gles and John Draper had spent 
time at the Cherokee Nation, 
trying to persuade the Indians 
to go to the Shawnees and offer 
to purchase their wives and 
children or to procure their 
release in some way.

The very night that Mary 
returned to the fort at Dunkard 
Bottom, her husband and 
brother, John, camped about 
seven miles away. Imagine their 
surprise and delight to find 
Mary at the fort the next day. 
Six more years went by before 
John’s wife was released.

The Ingles stayed at the fort 
until next spring. As the settlers 
were likely to be harrassed by 
the Indians again that season, 
Mary became uneasy and could 
not be reconciled to stay. 
William moved her to Vances 
F’ort at the head of the Roanoke 
River.

A home<iire-,extinguisher 
the best insurance against the 
spread of a small kitchen fire in­
to something that could threaten 
the entire house, says Dr. Peggy 
Owens, a Texas A&M Universi­
ty Agricultural p]xtension Ser 
vi<’e housing specialist. Accor 
ding to Owens, a small carbon 
dioxide extinguisher is ideal for 
small kitchen fires becau.se it 
sprays a fog which smothers the 
fire and evaporates without 
making a mess. Next best is one 
containing a dry chemical, which 
also will deny grease fires the 
oxygen needl'd to burn, but will 
repuire cleanup of the spray 
powder afterward. Both types of 
extinguishers are superior to us 
ing water -or an extinguisher 
with a water base agent as the 
fire-fighting material. “Spraying 
or throwing water on grease or 
electiral appliances is very 
dangerous," says Owens, “sini'e 
water causes the grease to spat 
ter and spread.______________

Bentsen to speak at Mass Citzenship 
Ceremony in Seminole

Senator Lloyd Bentsen said 
Thursday. Ocotober 23, he will 
travel to Seminole, Texas, this 
month for a ceremony in which 
151 members of Mennonite com­
munity will become citizens.

The new citizens will honor 
the Senator during the 
ceremony. ,

Bentsen fought from 1977 
through most of 1980 to block 
the mass deporta tion of 
members of the community to 
Mexico. He won the fight in Oc 
tober 1980, when former Presi 
dent Jimmy Carter signed 
legislation authored by Bentsen 
granting permanent resident 
s ta tu s  to 653 Mennonite 
immigrants.

I’ll never forget the fight we 
went through on this one. It was 
long and difficult. Members of 
Congress would come to me and 
say ‘I never heard of granting 
residency to this many people in 
one piece of legislation.' But 
they became convinced, as I was 
convinced of the unit|ueness and 
eijuity of this case and utimate 
ly the legislation received over 
whelming approval in both 
Houses of Congress," Bentsen 
said.

“We had a community of peo 
pie, who had been misled into 
thinking they were entering this 
country legally, who were 
welcomed with open arms by the 
people of Seminole and I just 
could not allow their mass

deportation.
The Mennonites entered thf 

U.S. in the spring of 1977 on 
temporary visitor visas, good for 
only 60 days. They believed, 
though, that they would bj 
allowed to remain in this coun 
try permanently, having been 
advised that a substantial land 
investment they had made here 
would permit them to do so.

They fled Mexico because of 
the possibility that their land in 
that country would be con 
fiscated.

Most of the Mennonites setti 
ed in Seminole, where .5.50 re 
main today. Some 70-80 live in 
Boley, Oklahoma.

Bentsen was invited to be 
keynote speaker at naturaliza 
tion ceremonies in the junior 
high school auditorium in 
Seminole, at 12 noon. Friday, Oe 
tober 31. 1986. One hundred 
fifty-one memhers of the com 
munity will become U.S. citizens 
in the ceremony.

The letter of invitation, from 
ceremony coordinator Carlos 
Neiischwander, added "at this 
time the Mennonite commimitv 
would also like to present you 
with a token of appreciation for 
all you have done on their 
Ix'half.

U.S. District Judge Howard 
Woodward will administer the 
oath of citizenship during the 
ceremony’.

Maintain water heater for enerjsy saviiivs
Maintaining your w ater 

heater, especially in hard water 
areas, can increase energy effi­
ciency, says a Texas A&M 
University Agricultural Exten­
sion Service housing specialist.

For hot water heaters under 
a year old. Dr. Susan Quiring 
recommends starting regular 
maintainence by completely 
draining and refilling the heater 
once a year. In addition, a bucket 
of water should be drained from 
the heater as often as every

other month in problem water 
areas. This removes sediment 
which absorbs heat energy. Hut 
water heaters which have not 
been drained regularly may 
already have sediment in the 
drain valve. Once opened, a 
clogged drain valve may not 
close completely, so the 
specialist advises against drain 
ing older healers.

Dear Editor:

The sporting goods industry 
is mad as hell and out to “Break 
Lawyer’s Pencils”.

The trial lawyers in Texas 
have embarked on a massive 
mis-information campaign 
through the public mails to their 
clients. This campaign of mis­
information suggests to their 
clients that there is no product 
liability problem in Texas or in 
the nation. It also suggests that 
litigation has not escalated and 
infers that the insurance pro­
blem related to this litigation is 
more of a “sham” than an ex­
isting problem.

Nothing can be futher from 
the truth, but what can an un­
suspecting client do who has 
built a long term trusting rela­
tionship with his personal at­
torney. Not only has litigation 
escalated dramatically in the 
last ten years, and continues to 
spiral, insurance rates have 
reached astronomical levels with 
everyone purchasing protection 
against liability claims. It has 
been reported that 9 out of 10 
claims are settled before they 
turn into litigation out of fear, 
not fault. The threat of litigation 
does as much damage and is as 
costly as litigation itself.

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Newspapers carry most information
When asked where they get 

most of their consumer shopping 
information, approximately two 
out of three Texans respond, 
“newspapers,” so reports Dr. 
Frederick Williams, director of 
the Center for Research on Com 
munication Technology and 
Society at The University of 
Texas at Austin.

Direct mail ads run a distant 
second (20 percent), followed by 
television (11 percent), 
magazines (six percent), and 
radio (four percent).

“These figures are not 
unusual," reports Dr. Gary 
Wilcox, a specialist in advertis 
ing in UT Austin’s College of 
Communication, who is conduc­
ting the detailed analysis of the 
study. “Newspapers are par 
ticularly important to people for 
shopping because they not only 
convey the product message, 
but give further information on 
vendor and price," Dr. Wilcox 
adds.

Similar to other studies of 
sources of advertising informa

tion, the Texas research in 
dicates a relationship of income 
and education with the use of 
print media. "This may be a 
c a rry -o v e r  from a similar cor­
relation found in the preferences 
for sources of news,” Dr. Wilcox 
explains. “The better educated 
tend to rely upon more sources 
of information and print in par 
ticular,” he adds.

The current study, when com 
pared with similar information 
gathered in 1984 from a state 
wide sample of Texans, further 
indicates a visible increase in the 
report of newspapers as a source 
of shopping information. In the 
earlier study, newspapers were 
reported as a main source of 
shopping information by .50 per 
cent of the respondents, follow 
ed by mail (22 percent), televi 
sion (18 percent) and radio (10 
percent). Magazines were not in 
eluded as an option in the study.

Those changes in scturces of 
shopping information may 
reflect several points. Dr. 
Wilcox says. For example, in dif

ficult economic times, people 
may have to seek out more 
detailed information on com­
petitive pricing or sales in order 
to stretch their money further. 
That may account for the 
greater use of newspapers in 
1986 in Texas as compared with 
1984. Another and not necessari­
ly competing explanation. Dr. 
Wilcox adds, is that there are 
more Texans of higher income 
and better education in 1986 
than 1984, and “we know that 
this is related to uses of 
newspapers.”

Finding such as these do not 
mean that advertising in media 
other than newspapers is a poor 
investment, Dr. Wilcox explains, 
pointing out that advertising in­
volves many types of informa­
tion and persuasion. The broad 
cast media generally introduce 
products to create their images.

whereas newspapers may place 
more stress on where to buy and 
what the cost will be, he notes. 
Mail is interesting as an adver­
tising medium because it can 
combine these two functions, he 
adds.

“In all,” Dr, Wilcox says, “we 
can expect Texans’ use of adver 
tising to change as not only our 
buying habits and use of media 
change, but we see change in the 
population itself."

The findings were based on 
results of a 1,000 household 
study conducted in August by 
the Texas Poll, a quarterly 
survey conducted by the Public 
Policy Resources Laboratory of 
Texas A&M University. Ques­
tions of uses of advertising and 
media are part of a year-long 
study by the UT Austin center 
of the entrance into the informa­
tion age.

Texas Veterans Land Board perm anently  
triples Veterans benefits

The Texas Veterans Land 
Board made permanent a dra­
matic increase in benefits for 
Texas Veterns, benefits that will 
expand from $20,0()() to $.5.5,()()(). 
said Garry Maiiro, Chairman of 
the Texas Veterans Land Board.

“By adopting these recom 
mendations, the nuir,ber of state 
benefits for Texas Wderans has 
been permanently tripled.” 
Mauro said. “Because the f>ro 
grams are financed through th(> 
sale of federal tax exempt 
general obligation bonds, it 
doesn't cost Taxpayers a single 
penny."

In unanimous action Tiu'sday, 
The Texas Veterans Land Board 
agreed to make permanent a 
four-month trial program that 
broadens guidedines to allow 
qualified Texas Veterans to use 
all three rather than only one of 
the Texas, Veterans benefit 
programs.

“This will allow Texas 
Veterans to [tarticipate in all 
three Texas V'eterans programs, 
gri'atly incri-asing the state- 
benefits now available to Texas 
Veterans.” Mauro said.

“What this means is Texas 
Veterans can now get a $20,()()() 
loan to buy a house AND get a 
$2().()0() loan to buy land AND 
g«‘t a $1.5.01)0 home improve 
ment loan to make repairs to 
th«-ir residence," Mauro said. 
“Let me urge all Texas Veterans 
who’ve always wanted to use 
more than one of our fine pro 
grams to act now to take advan 
I age of our low interest rates."

In the past, Texas Veterans 
were limited to only one loan 
with the Texas Veterans Land 
Board. “Now, after overwhelm 
ing acceptance of the public and 
our T(‘xas V'eterans over the 
four month trial period,” Mauro 
said."the hoard gave unanimous 
af)f»roval to the expansion of 
benefit s."

docks,” Jobe said.

“In September, we imported 
seven million barrels per day.

Do you 
realize that if the foreign taji got 
turned off. the whole country 
would come to a screaehing 
halt?” he asked.

Building on the 
Social Security base

It’s important to remember 
that Social Security is a base on 
which to plan for retirement. It 
was never intended to provide 
100 percent replacement of ear­
nings or to guarantee everybody 
the same standard ol living in 
retirement. In planning for 
retirement, a person should 
know how to build on that base. 
As a start, you should know 
generally how much to expect in 
retirement benefits from Social 
Security so you can plan how 
much you need from other 
sources. Secondly, a person 
should have some idea of how 
other types of retirement in­
come will affect Social Security 
benefits.

It is estimated that a person 
will need about 75 percent of his 
or her preretirement earnings to 
maintain the same standard of 
living in r<‘tirement as he or she 
had before.

The amount of Social Securi­
ty benefits depends on a per­
son’s earnings over a working 
life. People earning the max­
imum covered by Social Securi-

receive initial benefits which 
replace approximately 29 per­
cent of pre-retirement earnings. 
People with average earnings 
can expect to receive 43 percent 
of pre-retirement earnings, and 
people earning at the minimum 
wage level over their working 
lives may expect to receive in 
itial benefits equaling 60 percent 
of their pre-retirement earnings.

The replacement rate is 
higher for low earners because 
they are less able to tolerate a 
reduction in income. Higher 
earners are expected to have 
more resources to build a base 
of retirement income, including 
investm ents , savings, and 
private insurance.

Th is brings me to the second 
important point to remember in 
building retirement income on 
the Social Security base. A per­
son needs to know how other 
retirement income will affect 
Social Security checks. The 
following rules generally apply:

* Investments, savings, etc.- 
Since a person is expected to 
build on the Social Security 
base, other types of typical 
retirement income generally do 
not affect Social Security

This means that a per 
son can use investments, sav 
ings, and private insurance to 
build on the Social Security ba.se 
up to any level an individual 
requires.

Pensions-most company 
pensions are actually figured to 
supplement Social Security 
benefits an employee may ex­
pect so these pensions will not 
affect Social Security benefits. 
But, those people who receive a 
pension from work not covered 
by Social Security will probably 
find their Social Security benefit 
reduced. A third rule applies to 
the spouse receiving a govern­
ment pension based on work not 
covered in Social Security and 
also expects to receive a benefit 
on his or her spouse’s work 
record. The Social Security 
benefit is reduced to reflect the 
amount of the government 
pension.

"■ Earnings- While earnin’gs 
are not traditionally considered 
“retirement income”, more and 
more people continue to work 
after retirement. There is a limit 
on how much a person can earn 
while getting all Social Security 
benefits. The annual limit in 
creases with increases in wage 
levels. Currently, it is $7,800 for 
people 65 and over and $5,760 
for people under 65. The rule 
does not apply to people 70 and 
over. Benefits are reduced if an­
nual earnings exceed these 
amounts.

Keeping these facts in mind, 
a person can build a retirement 
income that will sustain his or 
her standard of living in retire­
ment and assure that they are 
indeed the golden years.

Americans who cherish our 
democratic system of govern­
ment have cause to rejoice over 
legislation enacted by President 
Ronald Reagan on the civil 
rights of the handicapped who 
us«> the nation’s commercial 
airlines.

“The Air Access Carrier Act 
of 1986," signed into law by 
Presid«*nt Reagan, makes law 
th«‘ right of Americans with han 
dicap to us<* commercial airlines 
with safety and dignity.

For the handicapped traveler, 
“the adventure of flying” has 
b*>en just that prior to th«* 
passage of this important 
legislation. Until now, the han 
dicapped air traveler could ex 
peel any number of difficulties, 
from being refused one’s choice 
of seat to being refused passage 
altogether. Other restrictions 
often included an extra handling 
charge for wheelchairs, being re 
quireed to travel with an aide, or 
being forced to give advance 
notice of one’s intent to travel — 
as a handicapped individual — 
well in advance of departur«*. 
Each of these re.strictions was at 
the complete discretion of the 
airline official on each particular 
flight —with on consistency 
among airlines or even among 
different flights of the same 
airline.

The quick passage of this 
legislation, actively supported 
by the Paralyzed Veterans of 
America and broad range of 
organizations serving the nt'eds 
of handicapped Americans, is an 
indication of the growing feeling 
nationwide that we can 
longer tolerate discriminatory 
treatment of people who happen 
to have an handicap.

The “Air Carrier Acce.ss Act 
of 1986” addres.ses this critical 
need to protect the civil rights 
of the handicapped passenger

When medicare is 
secondary payer

Medicare beneficiaries may 
think that once their Medicare 
protection starts, it will always 
pay first for hospital and medical 
bills. This isn’t always true. 
There are times when Medicare 
is the secondary health in­
surance payer -  that is, when it 
pays AFTER other sources pay 
for services.

There are three major situa­
tions where Medicare is the 
secondary payer.

If a beneficiary is entitled to 
Medicare SOLELY on the basis 
of permanent kidney failure and 
is covered by an employer group 
health plan, Medicare is the 
secondary payer for an initial 
period of up to 12 months. The 
employer health plan pays first 
for kidney treatment and other 
health services during that time. 
If the employer plan doesn’t pay 
in full. Medicare may make 
secondary payments to supple 
ment the amount paid by the 
em ployer’s plan. Medicare 
becomes the primary health in 
surance payer at the end of l he 
12-month period.

Medicare also is the secón 
dary payer for beneficiaries H.'i 
or older who have employer 
group health coverage through 
their employer or through (heir 
spouse’s employer. Under a 
special rule, employers with 20 
or more employees must offer 
workers and their spouses ti.5 or 
older the same health insurance 
protection that is available to 
younger workers. The worker 
can accept or reject the 
employer health insurance plan. 
If the worker accepts the 
employer plan. Medicare 
becomes the secondary pay*'r 
and can only help pay for any 
Medicare-covered services that 
are not paid by the emphtyer 
plan.

Beneficiaries who have 
employer group health coverage 
should be sure to tell hospitals, 
doctors, or others who provide 
medical services so that the ser 
vices will he billed correctly.

In addition. Medicare is the 
secondary payer when health 
care services are covered under 
automobile medical insurance. 
S ta te  nofault insuranci’, 
automobile liability insurance, 
or other liability insurance. This 
is true even if State law or the

private insurance contract says 
that the automobile or no-fault 
insurance refuses to pay for ser­
vices, Medicare payment will be 
conditional. This means 
Medicare will make payment on 
the condition that the Medicare 
patient will refund the money if 
the automobile or liability in­
surer later pays for the services.

If a beneficiary receives 
medical services as the result of 
an accident, he or she should tell 
the heabh care provider about 
the acc’dent and furnish infor­
mation about all insurance 
policies or other parties who 
may be liable for medical 
expenses.

Another rule beneficiaries 
should remember is that 
Medicare cannot pay for ser­
vices which are payable by any 
workers’ compensation plan, the 
Federal black lung program, or 
the Veterans Administration. 
Payment from these sources is 
considered payment in full and 
medicare has no liability.
