To the County Tax Assessors:
I am WTiting to call your attention 

to the fact that Chapter 44, Acts of 
It he Regular Session of the Forty- 
Second Legislature, Page 67, excepts 
church |>arsonage  ̂ from taxation, pro­
vided they comply with the provisions 
of Article 7150 as amended by Chapter 
124, Acts of the Rggulsr Session of 
the Forty-Second Legislature, Page 
2 1 1 .

Chapter l ‘J4, after reciting the 
properly on which the churches and 
schools may claim exemption, adds 
the following provision:
"Providing, however that said schools 

and churches desiring the right of ex­
emption of the properties hereinabove 
mentioned, shall first prepare and 
file with the Tax Assessor of ths 
county in which such property is sit­
uated, a complete itemized statement 
of all of said property, any and every 
kind whatsoevrt-, which is claimed to 
'oe exempt from taxation under the 
provisions of this particular law, and 
:’ 1I pro|>erty not so listed shall be xui- 
Ncssed and it shall be the duty of th<' 
Tax Assessor to make levy on tb» 
«ame, and for the Tax Collector to 
collect the said taxes."

.My construction of Article 7160 as 
amended by Chapter 124, Acts of the 
Regular Session of the Forty-Second 
Legislature, Page '211, is that in or­
der for schools and churches to claim 
the exemption from taxes stipulated 
in Article 7150 as amended, it is nec­
essary for them to file this list each 
year; otherwise, their property is sub­
ject to taxation and the Assessor is 
required, under this Artile, to assess 
the property for taxes.

As there has arisen some misunder­
standing as to whether or not it is 
necessary for churches and schools 
to file this list each year, I thought 
it best to write and call your attention 
to the provisions of Article 7160 aa
