Aref (R.F.) Hassan, a native of
Kabul, Afghanistan has been
named Administrator for the City
of Winters, effective April 1.

Hassanis a naturalized Ameri-
can citizen and has lived in Texas
atotal of 16 years on two separate
occasions.

He first came to the United
States in 1972 to obtain his Mas-
ters Degree.

Hassan received his B.A. in
Law and Political Science from
the University of Kabul in Af-
ghanistan in 1967. He graduated
from the Institute of High Ac-
counting in Tehran, Iran in 1970
with an Accountant's Degree. He
obtained his Accounting Degree
and his Master’' Degree while em-
ployed at the Ministry of Finance
in Afghanistan.

Hassan said that his first stop
in the United States was in Wash-
ington, D.C. He went to the Uni-
versity of Georgetown for almost
a semester to improve on his
English language.

He then visited different uni-
versities around the U.S., includ-
ing the University of Southemn
California, the University of
Bloomington in Indiana and uni-
versities at Pittsburg and

Syracuse, but couldn't find one
that he liked. The cities were toc
large and Syracuse was 100 cold
he said.

His last stop was in Texas at
Texas Christian University in
Forth Worth. He liked the univer-
sity and he liked Texas because it
was the state that was most like
his native country.

Hassan began a program of
Political Science at TCU gradu-
ate school in January of 1973.

While at TCU, he met and mar-

ried a girl from Texas. The two of

them returned to Afghanistan in
January of 1975, staying there
until 1978 when the communists
made a revolution to take overthe
country.

Hassan was working in the
Ministry of Finance in Kabul and
his wife was was working in the
Ministry of Education. "Whenthe
coup happened, I was reporting to
the Vice-President/Minister of
Finance of Afghanistan. The com-
munistskilled him and then killed
the President; the next step was

me.

"My wife was nine months
pregnant and I couldn't put heron
a plane until after the birth of our
baby; the baby had to be two-
months-old. We had a baby
daughter and when she was two-
months-old, I put herand my wife
on a plane for the United States.
They wouldn'tallow meto leave."
Hassan said.

In December of 1978, Hassan
sneaked over the border to Paki-
stan and went to the American
Embassy. They arranged a trip
for him back to the U.S. via
Tehran, Iran; Istanbul, Turkey;
Hamburg, Germany; New York
City; and on to Dallas-Fort Worth
where he joined his family.

AfterHassan returned to Texas,
he began working for the city of
North Richland Hills. He worked
there for six years in different de-
partments. His last position being

fire inspector for three years.

He worked for the city of Hurst
as a Code Enforcement Officer
from September of 1984 to Sep-
tember of 1985.

He went to work for the City of
Willow Park inNovemberof 1985
as City Administrator and stayed
in that position until November
of 1990, when he resigned.

During this time, he and his
wife had divorced.
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"I see a broad horizon
for this community. I feel
and dream that someone
will say some day, ‘this man
made a positive difference
inourcommunity. I'mglad
and proud that we wel-
comed this man into our
community!" "

After resigning he stayed at
home working on improving his
computer knowledge. He also
studied business magazines and
worked on improving his Eng-
lish. In addition, he worked on
improving his golf, a game which
he enjoys.

During this interim, he wrote
articles for thc Fort Worth Star-
Telegram and also wrote articles
and reports on Public Manage-
ment.

Hassan said that he does not
look at Winters as a small city,
but as a community that he wants
to serve. "I love people; I love to
serve the people; I respond to the
public's need."”

Hassanrelated thathe wasbomn
and raised in the country and that
he likes the country. "Big cities
make me nervous. Ilike the close-
ness of a small city, the closeness
of people. It feels like the whole
community is my family; I enjoy
it because I don't have any other
family.

Alderman-Cave Feeds announces
purchase of Abilene Cattle Feeders

Abilene Cattle Feeders has
announced that it would be pur-
chased by Alderman-Cave Feeds
of Winters.

The 30,000 head capacity cattle
fcedyard was established in 1973
and is owned by James M. Alex-
ander, Robert Gooch, Bob Mor-
ford, and Bill Jay, all long-time
Abilene area cattlemen.

The feedyardislocated on 2800
acres in the middle of the former
Camp Barkeley military base
approximately 6 miles west of
Abilene on Highway 277. Ac-
cording to Bob Morford, Manag-
ing Partner of Abilene Cattle
Feeders, the feedyard has oper-
ated with 25 to 30 full time em-
ployees.

Over the years, substantial ad-
ditions and improvements to the
mill and pens have been made,
resulting in an operation that is
regarded as one of the finest feed
yards in the Southwest. Corn and
milo are brought in by rail and
truck to be steam flaked and mixed
with alfalfa, roughage, and sup-
plement.

Morford said that Bill Jay, Gen-
eral Manager of the operation,
along with the other key employ-
ees would continue in their cur-
rent capacitics under the new
ownership. Headquarters for the
business will remain in Abilene.

“We were very interested in
finding a buyer who would main-
tain the good reputation we've
worked so hard to establish,” said
Morford. “The fact that these are
people with strong ties to the local
area makes it that much better,”
he said.

Cholera threat intensifies

Texas and U.S. health officials
are closely watching the contin-
ued spread of cholera in Mexico,
and have wamed that limited
outbreaks of the disease are likely
in this state. Texas shares alonger
border with Mexico thandoes any
other state.

In Mexico, more than 2,800
cases have been counted, with the
disease reported in 18 of the
country's 32 states. Mexican
health officials in Monterrey, just

150 miles from the Texas border,
have confirmed at least 11 cases.

Texas health officials have
alerted physicians to watch for
cholera's symptoms, and authori-
ties on both sides of the border
have sought to improve sanita-
tion.

Epidemiologists at the Texas
Department of Health (TDH)
predict the first report of cholera
in Texas "almost any time."

The most likely first cholera
paticnts may be travelers arriving
from farther south in Mexico or
other countries where the discase
is widespread.

The Defense Subsistence Of-
fice in San Antonio buys about

Sound research over the past
25 years has helped expose some
of the fallacies of lawn care. To
help make your lawn care efforts
more productive, here are some
of the more common fallacies:

Fallacy No. 1: “Shade is not a
problem foralawn. Youcanover-
come the effects of shade with
fertilizer and water.” Unfortu-
nately, shade very muchis a prob-
lem with lawns. Sometimes parts
of lawns will be affected for the
first time because the tree canopy
has become more dense over the
years.

Theleaf shape and leaf arrange-
ment of grasses are such that they
need high light intensities to ab-
sorb adequate energy (radiation)
to carry on photosynthesis.

At low light intensities, even
so-called shade-tolerant grasses
such as St. Augustine and tall
fescue have low levels of photo-
synthesis activity. As a result, the
grasses produce only minimum
amounts of the carbohydrates
needed for growth.

Reserve carbohydrates stored
in stem, crowns and rhizomes of
grasses are utilized to produce
lcaf tissue. In grasses, root growth
is secondary to leaf growth and
roots suffer when encrgy (food)
reserves arce depleted.

Under continuing low light in-
tensities, reserve carbohydrates
arcdepleted, rootsdeteriorate, lcaf
blades elongate and enlarge to
absorb more light and the growth
of the grass (new shoots or run-
ners) slows significantly.

Under those conditions any ad-
ditional stress such as discase,
drought or severe cold may kill
the grass. As an example, the
freeze in December, 1989, killed
most of the St. Augustine grass in
shaded lawns (unless it was pro-
tected from the north wind).

Fertilizer, wateroranythingelse
you can put on the lawn will not
overcome the effects of shade. In-
creasing light penetration by thin-
ning trees or removing trees is the
only practice that will help the
grass.

Grasses differin their tolerance
to shade. Among the warm sca-
son grasses, St. Augustine grass
is the most shade tolerant.

Tall fescue, a cool season
turfgrass, will persist under de-
ciduous shade trees where St.
Augustine grass dies out.

Even though the shade toler-
ance of the two grasses are simi-
lar, tall fescue rejuvenates in late
winter and early spring before the
tree canopy recovers.

Fallacy No. 2: “Grass clippings
cause thatch.” Many people rou-
tinely catch and remove grass
clippings because they think the
clippings are the cause of thatch.

Grass clippings produced by
mowing consist primarily of leaf
blades that readily decompose if
left on the lawn. Clippings from
lawns that arc mowed at least
once a week during the growing
season contribute very little to
thatch.

The exception might be on
lawns that are excessively fertil-
ized. The abundance of clippings
on excessively fertilized lawns
can lead to thatch problems.

Thatch consists primarily of
plant tissue that is high in lignin
(fiber) such as stolons (stems),
roots, crowns and leaf sheaths
(the lower part of a grass leaf that
is not removed by mowing).

Those tissues accumulate over
time as a function of growth rate.
Grasses that produce abundant
stolon (or tiller) growth such as

the hybrid bermuda grasscs,
zoysia and blucgrass should be
fertilized only moderately to re-
duce thatch accumulation.

Regular mowing (5 to 6 day
intervals) and moderate fertiliza-
tion reduces potential thatch prob-
lems and eliminates the need to
remove grass clippings.

Fallacy No. 3: “You can mow
too often.” Some people think
that mowing too often wears out
the grass. Not true.

The best looking and most func-
tional turfgrass is found on golf
greens—sites that are mowed
daily. Some, twice daily.

The more more often grass is
mowed at recommended heights,
the more dense it becomes, the
greater residual leaf arcabecomes
and the less stress the grass suf-
fers. The only things frequent
mowing wcars out are the people
and equipment during the mow-
ing.

Mow your lawn every day and
you will have the best-looking
lawnin the neighborhood. Amorc
practical schedule however,
would be to mow at 5-to-6 day
intervals.

Fallacy No. 4: “Organic fertil-
izers are better than chemical fer-
tilizers.” Organic fertilizers are
good sources of plant nutrients,
but the grass responds the same to
nitrogencompounds derived from
manure as to that derived from
urca, ammonium nitrate or some
other chemical fertilizer.

Certainly some organic chemi-
cal fertilizers contain a variety of
plant nutrients and may bctter
meet the needs of the grass, but all
of those nutrients can be provided
by chemical fertilizers. Grasses
utilize fertilizer nutrients as
chemical ions. The grass cannot
distinguish between organic or
chemical origins of those nutri-
ents.

The argument that organic
amendments improve the physi-
cal and biological condition of
the soil is valid.

But, most organic fertilizers
such as manures, sludges, etc. are
applied at such low rates that they
do not meet the needs for soil
modification.

For example, applying a ton of
manure per acre will produce a
fertilizer response, but adds only
0.1 percent organic matter to the
turfgrass rootzone (the top 6" of
soil). Nearly 10 times thatamount
is needed to significantly modify
the rootzone.

Also, manures and other or-
ganic nitrogensources decompose
very rapidly and do not contrib-
ute to the residual organic com-
ponent of the soil. On the other
hand, peat moss is a good organic
amendment when added in suffi-
cient quantity, but is not consid-
cered to be an organic fertilizer.

When properly applied, chemi-
cal fertilizers produce plant
growth which contributes to the
organic component of the
rootzone and improves the physi-
cal and biological properties of
the soil.

Organic fertilizers produce the
same response. Bothchemical and
organic fertilizers are good. The
turf manager needs to weigh the
cost and convenience of applica-
tion of the various products and
make the choice based on those
factors.

Fallacy No. 5: “Fertilization
leads to brownpatch.”

One Extension specialist has
tried to promote brownpatch in
St. Augustinelawns for years with
2 pounds of soluble nitrogen per

He has yet to observe an in-
crease in brownpatch in fertilized
areas over non-fertilized arcas.
The only difference has been Lhc
greener and more dense grass in
the fertilized areas.

Brownpatchisadisease caused
by a fungal organism, Rhizoc-
tonia solani. Whennight tempera-
tures are in the 60’s and day tem-
peratures arc in the 80°s and when
moisture is prov:ided from rain-
fall, dew orirrigation, brownpatch
develops on St. Augustine grass.

Although nitrogen fertilizers
promote growth and perhaps,
increase the “succulence” of grass
leaves, there is little evidence that
ihey increase brownpatch. They
do, however, enhance the color
contrast between healthy turf and
discased turf and cause the dis-
ease symptoms to be more no-
ticeable.

St. Augustine grass fertilized
in the fall is more competitive
with winter weed, holds its color
longer into the fall and recovers
faster from brownpatch than grass
not fertilized in the fall. Overall,
the benefits of fall fertilization far
exceed the risks of increased
brownpatch problems.

Fallacy No. 6: “Fertilizers high
in phosphorus relative to nitrogen
and potassium promote rooting in

grasses.”

For years lawn fertilizers high
in phosphorus were recommended
as a “‘winterizer” to promote root
growth and enhance winter sur-
vival.

Again, rescarch with warm sea-
son grasses (St. Augustine, ber-
muda, zoysia, centipede, etc.) has
not generally supported that rec-
ommendation.

High-phosphorus fertilizers
such as 10-20-10, 12-24-12 and
16-20-0 do promote the rate of
spread in newly seeded, sprigged
or plugged turf, but they do not
enhance rooting in established
turf. In fact, continued use ofhigh-
phosphorus fertilizers can lead to
high soil phosphorus levels and
related problems with iron defi-
ciency.

The leaves of turfgrasses con-
tain 0.2 t0 0.4 percent phosphorus
(compared to 2 to 4 percent nitro-
gen). Also, phosphorus tends to
accumulate in the soils of lawns
fertilized with phosphorus.

Nitrogen does not accumulate
where grasses are grown. Besides
being taken up in large quantities
by the grass, nitrogen is lost
through leaching and volatiliza-
tion in significant amounts. Thus,
fertilizers high in nitrogen rela-
tive to phosphorus are required
for established turf.

Current research has focused
on the role of potassium in root
growth, winter survival, wear
tolerance and the overall health
of a turfgrass. Potassium like ni-
trogen, is needed in much larger
amounts than phosphorus.

Grass lcaves contain about 2%
potassium compared to 0.2 to
0.3% phosphorus.

Research has generally shown
that grasses highin potassium (2%
or more) have greater root devel-
opment, cold tolerance and stress
tolerance than grasses low in po-
tassium (below 1.5%).

Thus, lawn fertilizers should
be higher in nitrogen and potas-
sium relative to phosphorus. Fer-
tilizers high in phosphorus are
only necded during the early es-
tablishment phase of turfgrasses.

Producers who mect acreage
