We're at it again. The "Basics
of the Oil Patch" continue.

We've talked about spotting
wells and acquiring leases--now

we get to the real labor. This time
around, I will attempt to give you
aquick review of drilling a wellin
my usual "hit the high points"
style. (Sorry--I guess associating
"style" with anything I write could
be stretching it.)

We will be discussing "rotary"
drilling only. About 95% of the
wells drilled in this day and age
are done utilizing rotary tech-
niques. "Cable tool" drilling is
another method that we will not
discuss, but it was the pioneering
method used to drill oil wells at
the tum of the century. Rotary
drilling is much more effective as
opposed to the cable tool method,
which involves dropping a heavy
spear tool at the end of aline over
and over to deepen the hole.

Let's get started.

Drilling an oil or gas well re-
quires a drilling rig. A drilling rig
is simply an apparatus used to
support the weight of the drill
string, well casing, and various
tools used during drilling. Rigs
are rated by depth, which relates
to the amount of weight it can
support.

The rig must also have capa-
bilities that allow it to drive the bit
in a rotary fashion (thus the name-
-rotary drilling) by tuming the
drill pipe at the surface. Diesel
engines commonly are utilized to
provide the power to turn the
"draw works" which, in tumn,
power the rotary table that tums
thedrill pipe. The phrase "turning
tothe right" refers to this situation
(when all things are going well).

Also included with the rig are
various pieces of equipment that
are utilized to circulate drilling
"mud" from the surface, down the
inside of the drill pipe to the bot-
tom of the hole, and back up the
"backside" (betweendrill pipe and
hole) to the surface. Mud pumps
(powered by those diesel engines),
filtering equipment, and circulat-
ing lines and hoses are required
for drilling operations.

Drilling mud can be air, water,
or (as in most cases) a mixture of
water and special minerals (dirt-
like substances like Barite, Ben-
tonite, etc.) and, possibly, special
additives. Themud isused tomove
cuttings out of the hole while drill-
ing, lubricate the bit, aid drilling
progress, and provide a medium
to control pressures encountered
from formations as the well is
drilled.

Additional equipment required
will be the drill pipe, drill collars
(heavy drill pipe), a drill bit, and
specialty tools as required for cer-
tain situations.

The process of drilling a well
begins by hauling the rig to the
location and "rigging up." A "rat
hole" (shallow starter hole) may
have been "spudded” (drilled) by
a smaller rig prior to moving in
the big rig. "Conductor pipe" or
surface casing may have been set
to protect the fresh water zones
from contamination.

Once all equipment is on loca-
tion and ready to go, the engines
are fired up and drilling begins.

Along the way, strings of cas-
ing (intermediate strings) may be
set 1o support the formation and/
orto protect the drill string against
high pressure or corrosive fluids.
Also, bits are changed ("bit trips™)
as required to maximize penetra-
tion rate. Drill stem tests (DST)
may also be performed at various
depths to evaluate the productiv-
ity of a formation.

As the projected TD (total
depth) of the well is neared, the
geologist or mudlogger on site
will advise the driller and com-
pany man (if you can find him or
her) asto the requirements to prop-
erly engage the zone of interest.
This may require additional drill-
ingoritmay not, but thisis critical
to the success of the well. The
decision is based on the interpre-
tations of drilling time (rate), cut-
tings, and possibly DST's or just
plain savvy.

Before the final "production
string" of casing is set, logs are
run (see January "Basics") to
evaluate the zones and possibly
determine the viability of the well.
If the evaluation is negative, the
well may be plugged and aban-
donedbefore the final casing string
is set. Otherwise, the well is now
ready for completion.

That is a good place to stop for
now. Next time, we will leam
how to complete our well.

Maybe not quite that full a feeling, but surely something like it.

And, the preacher, proclaiming withaloud voice, “Heisrisen.” And
the congregation, from the tiniest and the weakest to the biggest and
the strongest responding, “He is risen, indeed!” Like the sound of
many trumpets—piercing to the depths of the soul. Makes you tremble.

Church bells ringing. Organs pealing. People praising God. Easter.
The wonder of it all. The one called Jesus, crucified on a cross on a hill
outside Jerusalem. Buried in atomb. After three days, He is risen. And
two thousand years later, in towns and cities and in the open country,
all over the world, people are still celebrating the victory! Wonder of
wonders!

Churches even smell different on Easter. Fresh! The fragrance of
lilies and flowers tells one that this day is special. And the colors—
Easter colors—Easter clothes, like Joseph’s coat of many colors. God
bedecks all His children on Easter Sunday.

Some folks gather outside early in the morning, for a sunrise
service. They sense in a special way the meaning of the words, “Very
early on the first day of the week, when the sun had risen, they went to
the tomb.” Sunrise services are special. In God’s good out-of-doors.
You sit in the stillness and sense the presence of angels.

It is the biggest day of the years for Christian people. The Apostle
Paul calls the message of the Resurrection of Jesus “of first impor-
tance.” Good men have died for worthy causes. But this was different.
For two reasons. This man was truly the Son of God. And, He, after
being buried was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures,
and appeared “to Cephas, to the twelve, and to more than five hundred
brothers and sisters.”

Each yearinmy life it gets better. Maybe because I'm getting closer,
closer to God and closer to my day—the day when I die. For sure this
year was special. From the worship services to the family dinners and
reunions, it was a great time. A revelation time. A celebration time.

But maybe, just maybe, the deepest meaning of the importance of
this day was best said by one of our older members. After visiting her
and having communion with her, as Ramona and I were getting ready
to leave, she asked, “Are you going to have family with you this
Easter?” We replied, “No, not this year.” She said, “I'll be by myself
this Easter,” and, then, with a twinkle in her eye, song in her voice she
said, “But I'll not be alone.” He is risen. He is risen, indeed!

To receive Social Secu-
rity benefits, a child must:

« have a parent(s) who is dis-
abled or retired and is entitled to
Social Security benefits; or

« have a parent who died after
working long enough in a job
where he or she paid Social Secu-
rity taxes; and

* be under age 18; or

« be 18-19 years old and a full-
time student (who has not com-
pleted grade 12); or

» be age 18 or older and dis-
abled (with adisability that began
before age 22).

Generally, child's benefits will
continue until the child is age 18.
If the beneficiary is under age 19
and attending an elementary or
secondary school, benefits con-
tinue until the student graduates
or is age 19.

A parent who is receiving ben-
efits solely because he or she is
caring for a child beneficiary may
receive these benefits until the
child is 16-years-old. Then, al-
though the parent's benefits stop,
the child's benefits will continue
for two more years (longer if the
child is in school or meets the
disability definition discussed
above).

Ethel remembers

In Killeen, on a rainy Easter
Sunday moming, April 24, 1905,
a baby girl was born to William
Elbert Jones and Lula Ann (Eakin)
Jones. She weighed 7 pounds and
was named Ethel Idalia.

Being their first child, I was
special to them and also to my
grandparents, J.W. and Matila
Jones, who with their daughters
Maude and Ruth lived nearby.

When1was 13-months-old, my
mother had a tubal pregnancy and
almost died. She was in Scott and
White Hospital for a month. I
stayed with my grandparents and
aunts. They all cried when my
parents were able to take me home.

I don't remember much about
my early years except, about ev-
ery 2-1/2 years, I had another baby
sister. I have five sisters: Pauline,
Leona, Deolva, Arzeal,and Verba.
A brother, Burton, died in 1983.
You can tell Mama liked odd
names. Deolva and Arzeal died
last year.

Starting to school at age seven,
I'had to walk more than two miles
alone. On the way, I passed a
family's house who had some
boys. They teased me and I cried.
They also had a big dog who tried
to eat my lunch. Finally, mother
let Pauline walk to school with
me.

The school was a one-room
building with only one teacher
(Florence Elms). She taught eight
grades. I was the only pupil in the
first grade. At the end of the year,
I was promoted to the third grade.

Iwasvery small formyage and
a light eater—all I wanted was a
biscuit and syrup. Mother cut a
hole in the biscuit and filling it
with syrup, she then put the crust
on top. Mother's cousins visited
us once and brought us some
chocolate. The first we had ever
eaten.

While we were living on the
farm, we had a two-seated surry,
with fringe around the top, that

we went to churchiin. Tt wasdrawn
by one horse. I also remember
going places in a wagon that had
aspring seat. My parents satin the

-
—

seat and we children sat on a quilt
in the back.

When I was between 8 and 10-
years-old, we moved to Killeen.
Daddy bought a two-story house.
He ran a peddling wagon for a
living. It was a big board, tent-
shaped, on top of a wagon. The
side would lift up and inside had
shelves filled with groceries on
one side. The other side had all
kinds of dry goods. In the back
was a place foreggs, chicken, and
butter. Daddy stocked up and
drove miles into the country, stop-
ping at farm houses where they
bought groceries and dry goods.
Hebrought their produce and sold
it to the merchants where he got
back totown. He had certainroutes
he traveled every two weeks and
was gone two nights.

We were all proud to see Daddy
come home. He always brought
us candy and crackers. We each
received 10 cents a week for
spending money. We walked to
the store on Saturday morning
and bought candy or whatever we
wanted. Tusually bought alemon,
as I had rather have that than
candy. We always had a nice
Christmas: toys, candy, apples,
and oranges. The only time we
ever had fruit.

Being the oldest, I was taught,
at the age of 10, to make biscuits
for breakfast and have them ready
when mother came in from the
cowpen.

We washed the family clothes
on a rub board and carried the
water in a bucket from the well. It
was heated in a big iron pot.
Mother rubbed her clothes in
soapy water, boiled them in the
pot awhile, and rubbed them in
the tubsome more. They were put
on the board again, then rinsed in
bluing water and hung out to dry.
That took a whole day a week.
Sometime we washed two days a
week.

There were many events of his-
tory that happened the five years
we lived in Killeen. My friends
and I saw an air balloon fall near
town and the school children

(old Chevrolet house)
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walked out to see it.

One day, we heard that a big
ship had sunk the Titantic. We
had been told it was so big and
well built, nothing could everharm
it. Mother said, “Nothing is im-
possible with God.”

The doctor in Killeen bought
the first carin Bell County. It was
very small, built like a buggy.
Later, one afternoon, he came by
our house and picked up Mother
to help him deliver a baby. We
children were thrilled to see a car.

Ancother time, I was playing in
the yard and heard a racket over-
head, looking up I saw an object
flying through the air. I ran in the
house and told mother a storm
was coming. Isaw telephone poles
flying through the air. My first
sight of an airplane.

Once, I attended a Barmmum and
Bailey Circus.

scoop on the most colorful wild-
flower sightings across the state.
This information, which is up-
dated weekly by TxDOT employ-
ees across the state, is also avail-
able at any of the department’s 25
district offices or 12 travel infor-
mation centers.

The travelers can also find out
about bluebonnet driving trails,
wildflower festivals, and other
springtime events held across the
state.

This reporting service givesthe
department a chance to show off
the year-round work of TxDOT's
maintenance crews, who plant
thousands of pounds of wildflower
seed annually and coordinate
mowing schedules that allow the
native plants to mature. Not only
do these vegetation management
techniques produce some of the
most beautiful rights-of-way in
the United States, they also pre-
vent erosion, conserve water, and
save money.

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The case for x-ray vision

by ELLEN HENKE, John Deere Lawn and Garden Expert

Sometimes I wonder what it
would be like to have “x-ray vi-
sion,” just like the superhero in
the comic books. ThenI'd be able
to see beneath the surface of my
lawn, right down to the root zone
where many lawn problems ex-
ist.

Thriving grass comes from
thriving roots. With deep roots,
your lawn can absorb water and
soil nutrients more easily. An
extensive root system also helps
your lawn survive dormant peri-
ods, making your lawn less sus-
ceptible to disease. How do you
obtain a healthy root system?
Simple, use proper care forwhat’s
above it: your grass blades.

Think of your lawn as a mir-
ror, of sorts. In general, the higher
the grass blades above ground,
thedeeperthe roots below. Soit’s
important to avoid cutting the
grass blades too short, which is
called “scalping.” Follow the
standard “one-third” rule: mow
often enough so that you cut no
more than one third of the grass
blade during any one trimming.

Following the one-third rule
minimizes shock to the root sys-
tem and encourages deep root
growth. And if you miss a mow-
ing, don’t be tempted to scalp
your yard. Scalping can cause
part of your root system to die,
creating a harmful thatch build-
up. More than one-half inch of

thatch can harbor insects and dis-
ease, and block air, water and
nutrients from reaching the root
zone. When your grass is over-
grown and you just can’t follow
the one-third rule, mow at the
highest cutting height, wait a few
days, and mow again at the rec-
ommended height.

Mowing your lawn when it’s
wet can cause problems by com-
pacting damp soil, shredding grass
blades, and spreading fungus dis-
ease organisms. Compacted soil
blocks the flow of air and water
into the ground — starving and
weakening the root system. A
healthy root system is the essence
of a healthy lawn.

To encourage healthy roots,
mow on the high side of the rec-
ommended range for your variety
of grass — 2-1/2 to 3-1/2 inches
for cool season grasses and 1to 2
inches for warm season grasses,
except for St. Augustine grass
which should be kept at about 3
inches.

Chances are you won’t ever
wake up with x-ray vision. So,
just remember that an important
half of your lawn is hidden be-
neath the surface and needs atten-
tion, whether you’re a superhero
or not.

“Arson Awareness Week”’

Everyday, arsondestroys more
than $200,000 worth of Texas
property. According to the Texas
Fire Incident Reporting System
(TEXFIRS), Texans lose $7 mil-
lion worthof property eachmonth
to arson. In 1993, arson destroyed
a total of over $80 million worth
of Texas property. Texas fire de-
partments classified one in every
five fires in 1993 as incendiary or
suspicious.

Arson isone of the state’s cost-
liest crimes, but direct financial
and property losses are just part of
the cost. In 1993, 47 Texans died
in arson fires, and another 379
were injured. These indirect
losses, including medical and le-
gal costs, lost wages and lost pro-
ductivity, add tremendously tothe
financial impact of the crime.

To help remind Texans of the
cost of arson fires, the first week
of May has been designated Na-
tional Arson Awareness Week.
The National Arson Forum and
the Texas Commission on Fire
Protection urge all Texans to help
combat this expensive crime.

If you know or suspect that an
arson crime has been committed,
contact your local fire or police
department, or call the Arson Re-
ward Hotline at (800) 835-6422.
Report suspicious activity near

homes or other buildings to the
local police, and support the
Neighborhood Watch program in
your area.

Other steps you can take to
protect yourself from arson:

— Keep leaves, firewood and
other combustibles away from
buildings. An arsonist may look
at a stack of firewood against a
house or garage as aninvitationto
start a fire.

- — Keep doors and windows
locked.

— Practice home fire safety
measures. Install smoke detectors,
and check the batteries at least
once each month. Practice home
exit drills. Consider installing a
home sprinkler system.

— If you own or manage a
business, install alarm and sprin-
klersystems. Take keysaway from
employees who leave the com-
pany-adisgruntled formerworker
with access to the building could
destroy a business.

For the most part, growers in
this area are primarily concerned
with production practices. Mar-
keting the product becomes a sec-
ondary concem. There are indeed
more altematives in cotton nar-
keting today than ever before and
producers can take steps toward
price risk management.

Property tax exemptions
available for disabled veterans

“Veterans with a service-con-

nected disability may reduce their

property taxes in 1995 by filling

out a simple exemption form at

the Runnels County Appraisal
District office,” Chief Appraiser
Gene Stewart said.

A veteran’s percentage of ser-
vice-connected disability deter-
mines the size of the exemption.
The exemption ranges from a
$1,500t0a $3,000 deduction from
the veteran’s property value.
Stewart explained who is éligible
for the application:

* a disabled veteran;

* a surviving spouse of a de-
ceased disabled veteran, as long
as the spouse remains unmarried;

* a surviving minor child of a
deceased disabled veteran, if the
veteran’s spouse does not survive
the veteran and if the child is both
under 18 and unmarried;

* a surviving spouse of a per-
son killed while on active duty,
whether the spouse has remarried
or not at application time; and

* a surviving minor child of a
personkilled while on active duty,

if the child is both under 18 and
unmarried.

“Any eligible person who has
not received this exemption must
apply by May 1,” Stewart said.
“But, if you received the exemp-
tion in 1994, you do not have to
reapply in 1995.

An applicant may claim the
exemption on only one piece of
property, such as a home or any
otherproperty the applicantowned
on January 1. The applicant must
be a Texas resident to qualify.

The appraisal district may re-
quire proof of the disability, such
as documentation from the Veter-
ans Administration or the branch
of the armed service in which the
veteran served. Applicants may
need proof of marriage, age, or
proof of a spouse’s or a parents’s
death.

Small grain acreage
reportsdueApril 28

The final date to certify any
acreages of wheat, oats, barley,
rye, or other small grain crops
regardless of intended use for the
crop is April 28, 1995.

Small grain cover Crops on
ACR and CU acreages should be
reported. A “0” acreage report
should be filed for those farms
which have a wheat, oats, or bar-
ley base and none is planted and
the producer wants to protect the
farm’s history of the crop.

An acreage report is required
for those farms participating in
the 1995 farm program, including
the 0/85 and 0/92 program. Non-
participating farms with small
grains planted should report those
acreages to protect or establish a
small grain base for the farm.
