During their regular meeting
on Monday, August 11, the Win-
ters City Council approved up to
$20,000 matching grant money to
makeneeded improvements atthe
airport.

Grant deadline is August 31,
and several departments of the
State have to approve the applica-
tion before that date.

Within the state, Texans over-
whelmingly voted for the amend-
ment to cut local school property
taxes. With 82 percent of the votes
counted, 595,634 individuals

- voted for the tax cut; only 38,818

voted against it. That was a mar-
gin of 94 percent to 6 percent.
Though voterturmnout waslight,
results in each of the 25 counties
was lopsided.
Secretary of State Tony Garza,

the state’s chief elections officer,
said he believes it to be the largest
margin of victory for a constitu-
tional amendment in Texas his-
tory.

The property tax cut was the
only question on the state ballot.
It increases the minimum school
property tax exemption from
$5,000 to $15,000.

The measure also allows
homeowners 65 and olderto trans-

fer from home to home a propor-
tionate amount of property tax
freezes should they move.

The state has budgeted $1 bil-
lion in the next two years to re-
place the money schools will lose
because of the higher exemption.

Winters schools will lose ap-
proximately $92,000 in revenue
according to WISD Business
Manager Jimmy Butler.

- Some controversy hasappeared
in the last week conceming an
increase in the County Sheriff’s
salary for the new fiscal year.
-According to sources close to the
situation, County Sheriff Bill
-Baird asked fora $10,000 increase
-in his salary of $26,028 per year
-and a 6% increase in sheriff’s
department employees’ salaries.

Sheriff Baird, before leaving
onvacationlast Friday, confirmed
he had made the request of Com-
missioners Court. Baird said, “I
have more employees than any
other elected department head in
the county and I felt the increase
in salary was warranted. I am on
call 24 hours a day, plus having
the responsibility of the jail and
its operation.”

Baird said, “The sheriff’s de-
partment brings in a lot of money
for the county and I have been in
this job for 18 years with very
little increase in pay. No one in
county government has any more
stressful job than me.”

Baird said he knew County
Judge Marilyn Egan would be
getting a $5,000 increase in pay,
funded by the State of Texas. Af-
ter being tumed down by Com-
missioners for the $10,000 in-
crease in pay, he returned to ask
for a $5,000 increase in pay.

At the budget workshop held |

on Monday, August 4, Commis-
sioner Skipper Wheeless made a
presentation to the court, encour-
aging approval of the $5,000 in-
crease inthe sheriff’s salary. Com-
missionerRicky Strube voiced his
disapproval of the increase and
said he would not vote for an
increase in the sheriff's salary.

Sheriff Baird then asked each of
the other commissioners and
Judge Egan their feelings on the
increase.

Commissioners Collom,
Wheeless and Self ended up vot-
ing for allowing the $5,000 in-
crease in salary, with Commis-
sioner Strube voting against the
increase.

Judge Egan explained the
$5,000 increase for county judges
was for those who spend 40% or
more of their time on judicial
matters. She said, “To keep the
county from having the expense
of matching FICA and Medicare
See COMMISSIONERS, pg.

GTE customers are already
paying a monthly surcharge of
$.73 perline for a state-wide ELC
charge which is paid by everyone
in Texas who is not already ap-
proved ELC.

Local ELC Coordinator
Randall Boles said, "This means
if ELC is passed in the Winters
exchange, regardless ofhow many
exchanges we get, a resident in-
crease will be only $2.77 per line
more than what they are already

paying each month, or $6.27 per
business line.

Voters are reminded that the
monthly charge will be the same
regardless of how many ex-
changes are added.

Voters should follow instruc-
tions carefully, marking the ballot
by darkening the circle labeled
"Yes" or "No" next to that ex-
change.

Your vote will not be counted
without your signature and tele-
phone number.

Retumned ballots must be post-
marked no later than August 22,

Each exchange must receive at
least 70 percent "yes" votes of the
returned ballots for the service to
be provided.

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Oil Bidness

If you read much about the oil
patch these days, you will hearthe
familiar refrain: “Oil companies
are abandoning R&D (Research
& Development) and service com-
panies are having to pick up the
slack.”

Where does this sort of talk
come from?

It starts with a simple fact:
Exploration and production com-
panies are no longer supporting
their historical position as tech-
nology developers.

Larger oil companies, espe-
cially major companies, have al-
ways had a division within their
organization that dedicated itself
to solving problems in the field.
This problem-solving was mainly
done in the laboratory and then
transferred back to the field once
perfected.

In many instances, this effort
became basic research and scien-
tific examination. From these ef-
forts have come new logging tech-
niques, drilling methodology in-
novations, tertiary recovery pro-
cesses, and other cuttingedge tech-
nology applied in the field.

The problem became one of
separation during the middle
1980s.

These labs within companies
suffer from being very far from
the profit centers of companies.
When the price of oil forced re-
examination of the very organiza-
tion of companies, these labs
looked dispensable. Afterall, there
was no immediate revenue loss
and animmediate cost savings by
eliminating the research depart-
ments of the company.

There has been resistance, so
some major companies continue
to have a shell of an organization
that does some research. But, in
many cases, this only leaves
enough personnel and money to
work with someone else to study
problems and solutions.

The situation has evolved to a
point where service companies
have developed their own sys-
tems for providing this R&D for
oil companies. This has been a
necessity of competition, as com-
panies that hire service compa-
nies have demanded that they pro-
vide answers and new technol-
ogy.

Now, these service companies
are crying “‘uncle” as they start to
struggle under the weight of sup-
porting this strong research effort
on behalf of the oil companies.

There are several reasons for
this, and next week we will exam-
ine the issues that are creating a
rift between service companies

and their customers.

He went over, put it inthe player, and out came those
pure, clean words and sounds, “Amazing Grace, how sweet the sound,
that saved a wretch like me,” and, for a few moments the whole cafe
was silent. Still. Just listening. Such a surprise. My hope soared again.

Well, just the other day, another surprise. This time it wasn'l
something that you would hear.

Fascinating. Out of nowhere — a Christian fad. The Spirit of God
capturing the need and the mood of people, and bringing right out into
the public, the name of Jesus. Like a number of years ago when lor‘xg‘-‘
haired hippies got filled with the Holy Spirit and started wearing *“T
shirts with the name of Jesus in big letters, and they wore them right
out in public! “Jesus people” is what they called themselves. Brought
a lot of hope and help to what seemed to be a “lost” generation.

I pondered a while about this phrase — What Would Jesus Do? A
very good question. The kind of question one should carry in his mind,
and also deep in his well. The very same question my wife raised of me
when I was wondering how to settle a problem in our family.

It is
called “In His Steps,” and was written by a preacher by the name 0l
Charles M, Sheldpn, He was trying to improye attendance at the

“Sunday night services at his church in Topeka, Kansas, way back in

1896. So, he wrote a book, right there on his front porch, and each
Sunday night he would read a chapter. I don’t know that it increased
the attendance, but, when he published it, firstin serial formin a church
paper, and later in a book, it really sold. By 1936, 22 million copies —
all over the world. ‘

The plot is simple. When lay people and preachers want to follow
the example of Jesus and walk in His steps, just raise the question
before you choose any action, “What would Jesus do?”

Wouldn't it be wonderful if these “behavior beads” were 1o sell
22,000,000? And evenmore, if indeed, we would ask the right question
and thendo the Jesus deed — why, the whole world would be changed.
And wouldn’t it be just like God to do it that way — simple, direct, to
the point. I really shouldn’t wonder about the future of Christianity any
more. I should just wonder about old Jim. And ask the truly wonderful
and correct question, “What would Jesus do?” W.W.J.D.?
