City Council 
adjusts 
NRWSC 
water bill

During their regular monthly 
meeting on Monday, April 26, the 
Winters City Council approved a
250.000 gallon adjustment to the 
bill of North Runnels Water Sup­
ply Corporation (NRWSC).

In the last week of February 
and the first part of March, a fil­
tration problem caused “red wa­
te r” to be released into the 
NRWSC water lines.

Perry Poe, m anager of 
NRWSC, requested in a letter to 
the City Council consideration for 
having to flush their water system 
to get rid of the “red water.”

NRWSC estimated 750,000 
gallons were used to flush their 
400-mile system.

Jack Davis, Jr., Water Super­
intendent for the City of Winters, 
recommended to the Council that 
they agree to a smaller request of
250.000 gallons. Davis stated that
50.000 gallons is an approximate

A famous poet once said “No 
man is an island entire of itself...” 
(John Donne, 1624). This state­
ment was part of thoughtful con­
sideration of the p>oet’s impend­
ing death, but it has applications 
to the living, as well.

I’m stretching a bit here, but 
consider our friends in California, 
for instance.

The Golden State has very strin­
gent air pollution rules that stem 
mainly from the f>oor air condi­
tions that can prevail over the 
metropolitan areas of the state, 
particularly Los Angeles. L.A. is 
in an enclosure of hills that tends 
to trap pollutants once produced. 
The City of Angels is also known 
for its many miles of freeways 
and fancy automobiles.

These p>oor air conditions be­
came so bad in the I960’s and 
1970’s that something had to be 
done. Rather than making the per­
sonal sacrifice of driving less or 
relying on public transportation 
more, the citizens demanded that 
cars be made cleaner by manufac­
turers, fuel be made to exactingly 
clean specifications, and that in­
dustrial activity be curtailed.

Simultaneously, but mainly 
coincidentally, the environmen­
tal crusade reached critical mass 
in the culture that was uniquely 
California. All oil and gas explo­
ration and production was slowed 
to a crawl, and, soon, new projects 
ceased to be proposed despite 
many promising fields having pro­
duced in California for decades. 
The public basically demanded 
that any petroleum production be 
limited to that already existing 
and any current production that 
was unsightly should be ended.

Conveniently, if the corporate 
world went along, the individual 
Californians would have all of 
their problems solved without so 
much as lifting a finger them­
selves.

But, as another famous poet 
said, “There is no free lunch!” 
(author unknown).

At first, our west coast friends 
were not too upset to pay,3,little 
extra for their cars and a few cents 
extra for gasoline. But, in the last 
few years, the chorus has risen 
that there was a conspiracy to 
raise gasoline prices in Califor­
nia. And, in the last six months, 
prices have “skyrocketed” back 
to pre-collapse levels and beyond, 
as two key refineries that pro­
duced the spiecial California-only 
gasoline were damaged. It seems 
that some out-of-state refineries 
have been able to produce a lim­
ited volume of the special gaso­
line in a pinch, but they want more 
money for the effort. Some nerve...

Now, the citizens of the great 
state of California have proposed 
a “gasoline-free day” to protest 
the “unfair treatment of the Cali­
fornia driving public by conspira­
torial oil companies.” They can’t 
seem to figure out why they should 
have to pay so much for their 
gasoline and why it should be so 
hard to get as much as they need.

Sometimes, in an effort to be­
come a pristine island that gamers 
the advantages of modern tech­
nology without the consequences, 
a state can choke itself off from 
the vital needs of 1 ife. As our poet, 
Mr. Donne, also said: “...never 
send to know for whom the bell 
tolls; it tolls for thee.” California 
may just find that distant bell they 
hear is one that says reality re­
quires a balance of expectations 
for growth, happiness, and suc­
cess.

This Easter our son Paul sent 
us this story. It came on e-mail. 

Pastor Jim And the litle is “ 19 Eggs.”
Hanson Here’s the story:

Jeremy was born with a twisted 
body and a slow mind. At the age 
of 12, he was still in the second 

grade. It seemed he w'as unable to learn. His teacher, Doris Miller, was 
often exasperated with him. He would squirm in his seat, drool, and 
make grunting noises. At other times, he spoke clearly and distinctly, 
as if a spot of light had penetrated the darkness in his brain. Most of the 
time, however, Jeremy just irritated his teacher.

One day she called his parents and asked them to come in for a 
consultation.

That means that we are the ser­
vants and we have to serve our 
masters. The masters are the tax­
payers, customers and the users 
of the public facilities.

The person who wrote the let­
ter is a very powerful master.

became available, to please put 
her down. A note was attached to 
the calendar. After the first of the 
year. Crystal Sanchez came in 
also requesting that should May

During the latter part of March, 
the 2000 calendar was updated 
which involves entering annual 
reunions on the calendar.

The City charges NRWSC 
$2.45 per thousand gallons. 
Davis’ recommendation was that 
th is total do lla r am ount of 
$612.50 be adjusted monthly for 
a period of twelve months. This 
would amount to a $51.04 credit 
per month to NRWSC.

The Council approved Davis’ 
recommendation and asked City 
Manager Aref Hassan to present 
it to Poe.

In other action, the Council 
also approved the 911 budget as 
presented by Ballinger Police 
Chief Paul Boggess. The budget 
for the 1999-2000 year for Win­
ters is $14,5(X) less than the ‘98-

Investing in the stock market 
requires a great deal of discipline.

Following are eight timeless 
rules for those who choose to in­
vest in the stock market.

1. Don’t put all your eggs in 
one basket.

5. It is time in the market, not 
timing the mllrket, that creates 
wealth. There is more risk of fail­
ing to meet your financial goals 
by being out of the market than by 
being in the market.

6. Don’t cut your flowers and 
water your weeds. Don’t sell a 
stock simply to take a profit, and 
don’t keep a stock simply because 
it was once attractive. If the in­
vestment no longer meets your 
investment goals, cut your losses 
and move on.

7. Don’t be panicked by news 
flashes or rumors. Instead, con­
sider the information impartially, 
and ba.se your decision on fact 
rather than emotion. They say 
investing is like riding a roller 
coaster. Jump off in the middle of 
the ride, and you’re bound to get 
hurt.

8. Don’t lose sight of why you 
invested in a stock in the first 
place. You’re in the market to 
protect and, if possible, to increase 
your capital, not to prove how 
well you can pinpoint market highs 
and lows.

Many of us have heard these 
rules before, but it’s easy to base 
investment decisions on emotion 
rather than fact. If you have con­
cerns about your stocks, contact 
your investment representative.

NON-INSURED CROP DI- 
SASTER ASSISTANCE PRO­
GRAM —The County Commit­
tee has submitted requests for 
Non-insured Assistance Program 
benefits for 1998 crop losses on 
Sudan, sweet sorghum silage, 
small grains for grazing, native 
and improved pastures, sesame, 
peanuts, and improved pecans.

Acreage reports and notice of 
losses on 1998 crops are consid­
ered late-filed at this time. Evi­
dence of the crop and disaster 
conditions must be approved 
when the loss is reported. A field 
visit must be made on any loss 
reported from this time forward.

Before the USDA office can fi­
nalize applications for NAP, it 
will be necessary for producers to 
complete a CCC-451, NAP Pro­
duction Report. This report will 
require information on the num­
ber and type of livestock that 
grazed the disaster affected acre­
age as well as the amount of 
supplemental feed that was fed 
starting September 1, 1997, for 
small grain grazing or 1998 only 
if you did not graze small grains. 
Feed receipts to support the 
supplemental feed are required.

LOAN DEFICIENCY PAY­
MENTS— Small grain producers 
are reminded that loan deficiency 
payments may be in effect again 
this year.

Loan deficiency payments can 
be made on eligible grain and 
small grain hay or ensilage when 
the posted county price falls be­
low the county loan rate. This rate 
changes daily.

Grain and small grain hay and 
ensilage from participating forms 
are eligible for these payments. 
Crops that are grazed out or 
plowed up are not eligible.

If wheat is forward contracted 
for harvest delivery, the contract 
must be written giving the pro­
ducer beneficial interest until af­
ter the LDP has been received.

There are two forms dealing 
with LDP —  the CCC-709 and

the CCC-666-LDP.
The CCC-709 is used when the 

wheat is sold directly from the 
field to a buyer. If wheat is .sold 
“across the scales,” a CCC-709 
must be completed before harvest. 
Loan deficiency payments cannot 
be obtained after the wheat is sold 
(farmers give up beneficial inter­
est).

CCC-709 may be revi.sed. For 
example, a producer completes a 
CCC-709 allowing the sale of the 
entire wheat crop at harvest. Any 
time before the wheat is delivered 
the producer can cancel the CCC- 
709 on undelivered wheat.

With a CCC-709, the LDP will 
be determined ba.sed on the day 
of delivery. With a CCC-709, the 
actual sale date (which must be 
after delivery) does not determine 
when the LDP is determined. The 
LDP is determined the day of de­
livery. The wheat may be sold at 
any time after delivery.

Another form is the CCC-666- 
LDP. This form is used for wheat 
in storage and must be completed 
before the wheat is sold. For ex­
ample, a producer cannot sell the 
wheat and then go to the FSA of­
fice, complete a CCC-666-LDP 
and receive an LDP. The LDP is 
determined the day the CCC-666- 
LDP is completed.

There is no requirement that 
the wheat be sold to collect the 
LDP. A CCC-666-LDP may be 
completed, the producer paid an 
LDP, and the wheat not be sold. 
After the CCC-666-LDP has been 
filed, the wheat is no longer eli­
gible for the CCC loan.

CROP REPORTING DEAD­
LINES— The deadline to report 
small grain acreage has been ex­
tended until June 1, 1999.

If you have wheat, oats, bar­
ley, etc. planted for harvest as 
grain, for grazing, or as a cover 
crop, please certify to these acre­
ages by June 1.

By filing an acreage report, 
you will stay eligible for any 
USDA program benefits.

Fuchs was honored lor his 
committed leadership and out­
standing service as I'xtcnsion’s 
statewide 1PM coordinator. He 
was also cited for his sincere dedi­
cation to IPM and to Texas pro­
ducers.

TPMA is the only Texas pro­
ducer organization dedicated to 
the development and implemen­
tation of IPM programs. 'The or­
ganization, with its 2,(M)0 mem­
bers, is the largest of its kind in 
the United States. The member­
ship includes farmers, agricultural 
commodity groups, agri-business 
representatives, professional edu­
cators, and private consultants in 
12 farm commodity areas.

IPM programs conducted by 
TPMA members have resulted in

significant environmental pesti­
cide reductions and increased net 
profits to farmers. The programs 
stre.ss using all suitable tactics in­
cluding pest-resistant crops, cul­
tural practices, natural enemies, 
and safe pesticide use to prevent 
pests from reaching damaging 
levels. Pest levels are constantly 
monitored during the growing 
sea.son by IPM trained field scouts 
who relay information to formers. 
'The farmers can then apply the 
proper control measures in a 
timely fashion.

Fuchs has been headquartered 
at the Texas A & M University 
Research and Extension Center 
since 1979. He was a district Ex­
tension entomologist until his 
1993 state IPM coordinator ap­
pointment.

Fuchs coordinates and man­
ages 25 1PM Extension agents 
who serve 54 Texas counties. The 
program’s benefit to Texas farm­
ers is estimated at $360 million 
annually.

Southern Dairy Compact 
given pre-approval

A proposal allowing 'Texas to 
participate in a planned Southern 
Dairy Compact was given pre­
liminary approval Tuesday, April 
20, 1999, by the Texas House of 
Representatives.

The legislation, HB 2000 by 
Rep. Bob Turner, is e.ssential to 
the econom ic survival of the 
Texas dairy industry, according to 
Bob Stallman, Texas Farm Bu­
reau president. The bill was ap­
proved by a vote of l(K)-42, with 
final passage expected on 
Wednesday, the 22nd.

“Our state’s dairy industry has 
fallen victim to a federal milk 
pricing system that docs not ac­
curately reflect the supply and 
demand of Texas fluid milk. HB 
2000 offers a regional approach 
to establishing a minimum floor 
for the price paid to the dairy

farmer,” Stallman said. “Based 
upon the experiences of the 
Northeast Dairy Compact and in­
dustry projections here in Texas, 
consumers will actually benefit 
from a more stable milk supply, 
without shouldering any exces­
sive increase in the retail price of 
milk at the grocery store. It’s a 
win-win situation for producers 
and consumers.”

Stallman .said over one-third of 
Texas dairy farmers have gone out 
of J?usincss in the last four years, 
resulting in a loss of 10 percent 
of the state’s milk production. 
Eleven other Southern .states, in­
cluding Oklahoma, Arkansas, and 
lx)uisiana, have already adopted 
legislation authorizing their par­
ticipation in the Compact, contin­
gent upon approval of Congress.
