The Area 3 tournament was held 
July 23, 24 and 25, with teams 
from Baird, Clyde, Eastland, 
Cisco and Ranger participating. 
Baird was the winner, Eastland, 
second, and Ranger third.

District fl play begins Friday 
at Breckenrldge, and Baird All- 
Stars will meet the Brownwood 
All-Stars at 7 p. m. at the Brcck- 
enridge Field. Teams from Al­
bany, Baird, Haskell and Brown- 
wood will compete In the Dis­
trict Tournament.

A large erowd followed the 
boys to Ranger for the series of 
games, and an even larger group 
Is expected to be at Breckenrldge 
Friday for the Brownwood clash.

Eula School Tax 
Vote Scheduled
Patrons of the Eula School 

District will vote Saturday. Au­
gust 15th on whether to raise 
the tax rate from $1.25 on the 
$1.00 assessed valuation to $1.50.

The School Board explained 
that the higher tax rate was 
needed to meet the new state 
regulations In regard to the num­
ber of subjects offered.

One teacher Is being paid out 
of local maintenance funds now 
and another will need' to be 
added in 1900 - 1901.

Physics will be offered for the 
first time this year and the Ele­
mentary science program Is be­
ing strengthened. Additional 
science equipment will need to 
be purchased. The school plant 
must be repaired and maintain­
ed.

The rising cost of education 
has caused Eula's share of the 
Minimum Foundation Program 
to increase and the district eval­
uation Is decreasing.

Eula Is the only school dis­
trict In Callahan and one of the 
very few In this area with a pre­
sent $1.25 tax rate.

The continued operation and 
accreditation of Eula School will 
require added expenditures to 
maintain a high standard edu­
cational program.

The tax hike will apply, If pass­
ed, on the 1900 tax renditions.

Voters desiring to cast an ab­
sentee ballot may do so by going 
to the County Clerk’s office in 
Baird, from now through Tues­
day, August 11.

Social Security 
Disability Pay
Disabled workers who have not 

applied for social security dis­
ability benefits because they are 
receiving disability payments 
from another Federal agency, or 
under a State Workmen's Com­
pensation program, should get In 
touch with.their local social se­
curity office without delay.

According to 'R . R. Tuley, Jr., 
manager of the Abilene social se­
curity district office, many such 
workers can now get social se 
curtly disability benefits. More­
over, benefits can go back as 
far as August. 1958, If an appli­
cation Is filed before September 
1, 1959.

Under the law In effect prior 
to August 1958. a worker’s social 
security disability payment was 
reduced by the amount of any 
other disability benefit he re­
ceived under a State Workmen’s 
Compensation program, or from 
another Federal agency. In a 
number of cases this meant that 
no social security disability pay­
ment could be made. As a result 
many workers would not have 
benefited by the "disability 
freeze” did not file a claim. 
These workers should check with 
their social security office .Dot 
later than August 31, 1959, Tuley 
emphasized today.

Her father, Roscoe Simmons,
Is an employe of Rose Construc­
tion Co. of Abilene, and lives In 
Baird. Her maternal grandpar­
ents Mr. and Mrs. Joe O’Keefe 
live In Clyde.

A 19 year old gas station at­
tendant, Orville McCollum, has 
admitted to Dallas police that 
he killed the young woman 
Tuesday night at his sister’s 
home In Oak Cliff and left her 
body by the back porch.

The girl’s father said Friday 
that she had lived with him In 
1952 and 1953, but that the last 
time he saw her was about four 
years ago. He and the girl’s mo­
ther divorced In 1948 and she 
Is now married to L. c. Lovett of 
Midland.

The girl and her mother mov­
ed to Odessa from Clyde In 1947 
and later to Midland where 
Mary Ella finished high school.
She was bom  April 21. 1940 at 
Rowden.

Mary Ella’s mother told the 
Midland Reporter-Telegram that 
the girl went to Dallas In March 
to become an airline hostess.
"It didn’t work out and she had 
to go to work as a typist for 
States General Insurance Com­
pany.

"She left a boy friend In Mid­
land and I’m sure this boy In 
Dallas was not her boy friend,"
Mrs. Lovett said.

Mrs. Lovett said she talked to 
her daughter on the phone Tues­
day afternoon and that "she 
seemed real happy.” She added 
that it had been three or tour 
weeks since Mary Ella had visit­
ed her, but that she wrote reg­
ularly.

Mrs. Lovett said Mary Elia 
served as a nurses aide for three 
yean at Midland Memorial Hos­
pital.

Besides her mother and father 
she is survived by two sisters.

name, address and identification 
in writing to any person Injured, 
or to the owner of damaged pro­
perty.

In case where an accident re­
sults In death. Injury or property 
damage in excess of $100.00, the 
operator of any motorboat must 
file a full description of the ac­
cident with the Texas Highway 
Department; such report Is not 
admissable In court os evidence.

Intoxication
Any person who operates any 

vessel, or manipulates any wa­
ter skis, aquaplane or similar 
device, while intoxicated will be 
guilty of a misdemeanor.

Upon conviction, the person 
may be fined not less than $50.00 
or more than $500 and/or be Im­
prisoned for not more than six 
months.

Penalties
A person who violates any sec­

tion of the Water Safety Act Is 
guilty of a misdemeanor. Upon 
conviction, such persons may 
(where another penalty is not 
provided) be punished by a fine 
of not less than $10.00 or more 
than $50.00.

Local Regulations
Just as the Water Safety Act 

must be in conformity with the 
Federal Boating Act of 1958, so, 
too, local regulations must con­
form to this Act.

However, there is nothing to 
prevent local adoption of laws 
relating to operation (Including 
zoning), equipment and other 
safety measures If the provisions 
are consistent with the Water 
Safety Act.

Also municipalities may adopt 
ordinances limiting the horse­
power of motorboats operating 
on lakes within its Jurisdiction.

Enforcement
All of Texas' duly authorized 

peace officers are given author­
ity to enforce the provisions of 
the Act. Furthermore, a violator 
may be taken Into custody If he 
refuses to sign a promise (ticket) 
to appear In court within 30 
days.

Tired reading about Texas 
legislature?

Well - - my friend -  - you’re 
not ulone. Seems like most 
everybody feels that way - - In­
cluding many members of the 
House and Senate.

Okay, then, for a little diver­
sion let’s look north and sec 
what has been going on in our 
neighboring states.

Oklahoma's legislators also 
faced a financial crisis. How did 
they meet it? First they cut 
some needless expenses, elimi­
nated waste and duplication. 
Then they appropriated for 18 
months instead of 24. But they 
did not Increase any existing 
taxes. Fortunately for them, 
financially at least, Oklahoma 
voted In liquor and they now 
have some brand new Income - - 
two things Texas doesn't have.

Putting the state in a better 
light, collection-wise, Oklahoma 
legislators swiped Uncle Sam’s 
idea and added a state withhold­
ing tax. This to assure more 
collections from their Income 
tax.

Six months of continuous ses­
sion has Just ended in the Soon­
er State. Although their financ­
ial problems are solved for the 
next eighteen months, after that 
n sizeable hike in taxes Ls ex­
pected.

Texas legislators have met al­
most continuously since January 
13. They may even have to go 
Into a fourth special session. But

if they do, they will earn the 
wrath of the old folks whose 
pensions stop In mid-August un­
less a sizeable tax bill ls enacted. 
There Is no doubt about it in 
Texas, the people are disgusted. 
And the legislators are disturbed.

There ls much talk that many 
of them will not be re-elected. 
Undoubtedly there are some who 
don’t ever want to return to the 
legislative halls.

Many of the Senators and rep­
resentatives have tried hard to 
formulate a tax program that 
would care for the needs of the 
state. Their efforts have been 
stymied.

During the past six months 
there has been talk of a unicam­
eral legislature, like Nebraska's. 
Also there has been talk of a 
special election to let the public 
decide on taxes -  - especially 
sales tax. Some officials feel that 
the public, if It had its say to­
day. would vote for a sales tax - 
and thus take the monkey off 
the backs of the legislators. But 
so far no one has had the cour­
age to Introduce such a mea­
sure.

Sondlngs by the press indicate 
that a sales tax might very well 
be acceptable to the people - - 
that the people fully realize the 
dilemma -  - that they at least 
would go along with a reason­
able sales tax, although they 
might be firmly opposed to an 
Income tax.

Make a special election on the 
subject of a sales tax ls the an­
swer. At least the public would 
have a say in the matter and our 
senators and representatives 
would not have to face the cri­
ticism they now fear.

Wish somebody had thought of 
that earlier, don’t you? An elec­
tion could have been held on the 
subject at much less expense 
than that Incurred in financing 
three additional special sessions, 
all of which actually centered 
around that very topic.

NEW BUILDINGS - -  While 
the Senate and House are busy 
trying to find a way to finance 
the state’s future operations, 
governmental buildings are be 
Ing erected around the Capitol. 
In fact, they are beginning to 
dwarf the major edifice.

Occupancy of the first o f these 
buildings to be completed has 
Just been made by the Texas Em­
ployment Commission. Its six 
hundred employes now are hous­
ed In the $2,400,000 structure.

A total of 11,000 pieces of o f­
fice equipment were moved out 
of eleven downtown Austin loca­
tions Into the new six-story 
building.

TEC began some 24 years ago 
with a staff of 25 employes in 
the state headquarters and 50 
local offices. Now employed are 
2.300 persons, with 93 local o f­
fices throughout the state.

GOVERNOR SIGNS BILL - - 
A bill by state Senator BUI Fry 
extending the time for removal 
of the offices of the State Board 
of Insurance from the Interna­
tional Life Building In Austin 
has been signed by Gov. Price 
Daniel.
