Council approves water agreement

A contract with the City of
Abilene for 400 acre feet of
water per year was enthusias-
tically approved by the Winters
City Council Monday evening
at their regular meeting.

Ken Martin, engineer with
Jacob & Martin, Inc. of
Abilene, presented the contract
drawn up by the City of
Abilene officials. This contract
states that $130 per acre foot
($52,000) will be paid by the
City of Winters, whether or not
the water is taken from the
scheduled pipeline from lvie
Reservoir to Abilene.

The contract also states

there will be a charge of 12¢
per thousand gallons of water
for operating and maintenance.
This fee will be assessed only
if the water is taken.

With the 40¢ basic fee
added to the 12¢, the total cost
will be 52¢ per thousand gal-
lons of water to the City of
Winters.

According to City Manager
Aref Hassan, this will mean an
approximate cost of $1.50 per
month per water customer in
Winters who uses an average
of 4,000 gallons per month.

Other stipulations of the
contract include approval by

.

the Colorado River Municipal
District (CRMD), approval by
the Abilene City Council, and
the City of Winters receiving
grants to build the four and a
half mile pipeline to bring the
water to EIm Creek Reservoir.

Approval is needed by
CRMD which owns lvie Res-
ervoir.

The proposed completion
date from lvie Reservoir to
Abilene is the fall of 2002.
Pump stations will not be com-
pleted until January, 2003.
Both must be completed before
Winters could receive water.

Elderly woman loses
money in phone scam

An 83-year-old Winters
woman was conned out of
$1400 last week.

According to Steve Abel of
the Better Business Bureau, the
woman had been contacted by
phone and told she was to re-
ceive a large amount of money.
The woman was told that all
she had to do was to pay the
income taxes on the money
before it came into the United
States.

Abel said the con artists in-
structed the woman to wire the
money via Western Union. The
money was sent at a Winters
grocery store. Money wired via
Western Union is almost im-
possible to trace.

The Better Business warns
citizens to not be tempted by
promises over the phone that
you have won or are due large
amounts of money or merchan-
dise such as new cars. In a le-

gitimate contest or sweep-
stakes, you never have to pay
anything to collect a prize.

Many times the con artists
tell the victim they are in
Canada. These crooks ask the
victim to pay for “taxes.”

The scams are all similar.
The caller tells the victim it’s
their lucky day, and they have
won a fabulous prize in
Canada. However, to claim the
prize there is a tax, franchise
fee, bond, or other reason that
money must be made out to
claim the sweepstakes. Some-
times the scam artists send an
air express courier to the
victim’s home to pick up the
check. The U.S. Postal Service
is avoided because of U.S.
Postal regulations.

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I have been reading...in
little chunks...a book entitled
The Call. Written by a man by
name of Os Guinness, it is the
result of more than 30 years
of the subject burning in his
heart. “Finding and fulfilling
the the central purpose of your
life...the ultimate “why” for
living...is a longing that many have in these days.” He writes:

“Teenagers feel it as the world of freedom beyond home and
school beckons with a dizzying range of choices.

“Graduate students confront it when the excitement of ‘the
world is my oyster” is chilled by the thought that opening up
one choice means closing down others.

“Those in their early thirties know it when their daily work
assumes its own brute reality.

“People in midlife face it when a mismatch between their
gifts and work reminds them daily that they are square pegs in
round holes.

‘Guiness writes;“Calling is not what it is commonly thought
to be. It has to'be dagiout from under the rubble of ignorance
and confusion. And, uncomfortably it often flies directly in the
face of our human inclination. But no idea short of God’s call
can ground and fulfill the truest human desire for purpose and
fulfillment.”

So much for the book. 1 bought it a couple of years ago,
because | was approaching retirement. And, wondering what
God was calling me to do after retirement. Reading the book
has been helpful. For one thing, you can’t retire from your call-
ing. And, in reading the chapter entitled “Let all your thinks be
thanks.”, 1 discovered something that is very fulfilling. One
quote, “Let your last thinks be all thanks.” And what he pro-
poses as a motto for every follower of Christ moved to wonder
by the mystery and grace of God’s calling: “Nothing taken for
granted; everything received with gratitude; everything passes
on with grace.”

The flag is symbolic of the unified effort of the United
States, the Republic of Korea and our allies to stop Commu-
nist aggression on the Korean Peninsula 50 years ago. The
light blue and white streamer that runs through the center
of the flag is the U. N. Battle Streamer. The 22 stars repre-
sent the 22 allied nations that fought side-by-side to save
South Korea. The words “FREEDOM IS NOT FREE” were
added by the Veterans who, more than anyone else, know
the great price of liberty. The flag is in both the English and
Korean (Hangul) languages. In the center is the “Taeguk”
symbol from the South Korean flag, familiar to many as the
symbol for the philosophy of Yin and Yang. In Korea, known
as Eum and Yang, the symbol stands for peace and harmony.
South Korea has adopted this as its official Commemorative

Flag.

The Runnels County Field
Office of the Texas Depart-
ment of Health will hold an
Influenza Immunization Clinic
on Tuesday, December 4, from
8:30a.m.-noonand 1:30-4 p.m.

Department of Health field
office located at the Profes-
sional Building, Suite 108, on
Grant Street entry.

The influenza or “flu” shot is
recommended for: :

* people who are 65 years of
age or older

* people under 65 with medi-
cal problems such as heart dis-
ease, lung disease, diabetes, renal
dysfunction, hemoglobinopa-
thies, immunosuppression, and/
or those living in chronic care
facilities. People (greater than or
equal to 6 months of age) working
or living with these people should
be vaccinated as well.

¢ all health care workers

*healthy pregnant women who
will be in their second or third
trimesters during the influenza
season. Pregnant women who
have underlying medical condi-
tions should be vaccinated before
the flu season, regardless of the
stage of pregnancy.

* anyone who wishes to reducc
the likelihood of becoming ill with
influenza.

Monarch butterflies face
many dangers along the way,
ranging from weather and
natural predators to pesticides
and habitat destruction. Loss of
habitat, both in the overwinter-
ing sites and across the county,
are major risk factors to the
monarch population.

Summer monarch butter-
flies need nectar flowers to sus-
tain them during the migration.
They also require milkweed
plants to lay their eggs on. We
can all help these magnificent
little travelers when they make
camp in our arca by planting
nectar and milkweed plants in
our gardens or leaying a little
patch of their native ground
undisturbed.

Each fall the University of
Kansas® Monarch Watch con-
ducts a tagging program de-
signed to gather data and study
the monarch migration. Mon-
arch Watch enlists the aid of
volunteer taggers to collect this
information.

Participants are issued small
round adhesive tags with a se-
rial number and the University
of Kansas address printed on
them. As the peak migration
moves through an area, volun-

ered somewhere along the mi-
gration path, or at the overwin-
tering sites.

This year’s peak migration
arrived in the Winters area the
week of September 23 and
continued through the week of
October 1. Genavive Spill was
the first to report a monarch
sighting at her home near the
lake, cast of Winters.

While the monarchs were in
town, many volunteers took
part in the first Winters Area
Monarch Watch. One thousand
monarch butterflies received
tags distributed by the Univer-
sity of Kansas Monarch Watch
program.

Free Yourself From Taxes

Did You Know? ,

A person in the highest federal, state and local tax brackets in New York City loses almost one-
half of his investment yield to taxes (source: IFDS Web site, www.ifds.com).

It’s no secret that taxes can eat up a considerable amount of the interest you earn on your
investments. So how can you keep more of the interest your investments carn? fl‘ax—free
investments may be a good way to lighten your tax burden while further diversifying your
portfolio.
Municipal Bonds

A common approach to tax-free investing is the individual municipal bond. These bond:s are
issued by state or local governments to build roads, airports and hospitals, among other things.
Interest earned on municipal bonds isn’t taxable by the federal government. Additionally, if you
purchase a bond issued by your municipality or state, it may be free from state and I()Cl.l| taxes.
Typically, a minimum investment of $5,000 is required and your tax-free interest is paid semi-
annually. One of the key advantages of individual municipal bonds is that the interest rates are
fixed, so you always know how much you’ll earn.
Tax-free Mutual Funds by

If you want to diversify your bond portfolio but you don’t want to buy a legion of individual
bonds, you can purchase shares in a bond mutual fund. These funds normally invest in 30 to 100
municipal bonds, giving you instant diversification. And in most cases, your initial investment
can be smaller than $5,000. In addition, tax-free mutual funds pay you monthly income; however,
the amount of your payment is not fixed.
Tax-free Unit Investment Trusts .

Maybe you’re interested in instant diversification of a mutual fund, but you’d rather receive
afixed interest rate. Purchasing shares of a unit investment trust would be an option for you. With
a unit trust, you get a fixed rate of interest and the added benefit of diversification in seven to 12

tax-free bonds. Plus, tax-free unit trusts pay investors a monthly check. They do, however,

generally yield less than individual bonds.

Itis important to note that tax-free mutual funds and unit trusts may be subject to the alternative
minimum tax as well as state and local taxes. In addition, the return and principal va.llfc of
municipal bonds, mutual funds and unit trusts will fluctuate based on current market conditions.

Taxable vs. Tax-free

Because of the tax advantages they offer, tax-free investments often provide significantly more
after-tax income than comparable taxable investments paying higher interest rates. The chart
below compares the taxable yields necessary to match the return on tax-free bonds after payment

of federal income tax.
