New postal 
rates effective 
June 30,2002

The Governors of the Postal 
Service voted to accept the 
Postal Rate C om m ission’s 
(PRC) recommendation for a 
3-cent increase in the price of 
a first-class stamp as part of an 
overall rate increase of 7.7 per­
cent. The new rates will take 
effect June 30, 2002.

While postage for the first 
ounce of a first-cla.ss letter rises 
to 37c, the cost of the second 
ounce remains the same at 23c. 
Cu.stomers who mail first-class 
mail parcels will now be able 
to buy Delivery Confirmation 
or Signature Confirmation. 
Po.st cards will cost 23c.

Priority mail will have a 
new 1-pound flat rate at $3.85. 
Postage for heavier pieces will 
vary by zone. An 8-ounce flat 
rate Express Mail letter will be 
$13.65. Post office box fee 
changes will vary depending 
on the location of the office, 
with increases at some office 
and decreases at others. Certi­
fied mail will cost $2.30 and 
will include Internet access to 
Delivery Confirmation. The 
charge for a return receipt will 
be $1.75. COD fees will not 
change.

This rate change came 
through an unprecedented 
settlement between the Postal 
Service and the mailing indu.s- 
try which allowed the PRC to 
expedite the case.

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Oil Bidness

Last time, we covered some 
facts about the Arctic National 
Wildlife Kefuge (ANWR) de­
bate to provide a basis for dis­
cussion this time around.

ANWR drilling was voted 
down by the Senate earlier this 
month. While the matter can 
be reconsidered at any time by 
C’ongress, it is likely to lay dor­
mant until, at least, after the 
elections this fall.

Those against drilling lay 
claim to the environmental 
high ground, saying that any 
development or exploration 
would damage this pristine en­
vironment. They cite the prob­
ability that this is the last of the 
untouched wilderness any­
where, and it shouldn't be put 
at risk under any circum ­
stances.

Those for drilling deny that 
exploration and development 
will harm the environment to 
any measurable extent, point­
ing to the strong track record 
of exploration and production 
being environmentally benign 
(particularly onshore). All no­
table .spills or other damage has 
been in transportation (tankers, 
pipelines, etc.). They also call 
into question whether the area 
called “pristine” is actually 
much of a visual treasure, be­
ing at such a northern extreme.

There are also several other 
arguments for and against. 
But, here is how a disinterested 
party (not that I am one) might 
look at it:

Are the costs worth the ben­
efits?

Costs: moving people and 
machinery into areas where 
they haven't been previously; 
displacing some wildlife from 
a certain area; destroying some 
foliage or tundra that may or 
may not grow back; and, risk­
ing some spill of hydrocarbons.

Benefits: providing more 
doqipstip oil production; creat­
ing jobs for native peoples and 
others; and, increasing tax dol­
lars collected into the treasury.

Let's examine this more 
closely, shall we?

Is there something intrinsi­
cally bad in taking people and 
machinery into areas where 
they have never been? 
“Maybe”, is the most objective 
answer. While man has spoiled 
the earth in many places

through thoughtless treatment 
of the earth and its creatures, 
this doesn't necessarily happen 
every place man happens to be. 
Look at the rest of Alaska, for 
instance. It has maintained it­
self as an attraction of un­
spoiled frontier despite 20+ 
years of oil exploration and 
production. (Remember, the 
Valdez was a transportation 
problem that will remain a risk 
w hether or not ANWR is 
opened.)

Some wildlife and foliage 
may be displaced (in the ca.se 
of wildlife) or destroyed (in the 
case of foliage or tundra). But, 
it has not proven to be a prob­
lem over the long run for the 
rest of the North Slope, as Cari­
bou herds have increased and 
plant life has thrived.

The risk of a spill is there, 
but is not likely in the produc­
tion lines where the develop­
ment will take place. It is more 
likely to occur along the Trans- 
Alaska pipeline or at the out­
let, which will not change 
w hether or not ANWR is 
drilled and developed. Where 
it has happened in the produc­
tion facilities, the volumes 
have been small and the clean­
up is quick.

Next time, we talk about the 
benefits of drilling in ANWR. 
Ultimately, we hope to set the 
.stage for discussion of the con­
sequences of the Senate deci­
sion not to drill in ANWR.

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Former carrier gives explanation
To Abilene Reporter News Customers 
Dear Eiditor,

I delivered the Abilene Reporter News to the customers in 
Winters for over five years and did .so during all kinds of weather 
and in sickness and health. As many of you know, I have stopped 
delivering your paper...April 7 was my last day. Since then 
many have wondered what happened to me, where their papers 
were, and other questions that I will attempt to answer in this 
letter.

Over the weekend, there was a letter from a f^aye Valenzuica 
stating that she and the new carrier were trying to clean up the 
paper route that I had left them. Also in the letter there was a 
statement that said that I never turned in the payments sent to 
me. That, my dear former customers, is a lie! On April 23, I 
turned in the payments that I never cashed to the Abilene Re­
porter News. I held those payments in order to get the money 
that Ms. Valenzuica promised me if I would keep throwing the 
route after I had already quit. For example, March 15 was to be 
my last day.

She hired another carrier who quit on the 16th. 1 threw your 
papers after he quit and later in the day Ms. Valenzuica called 
me on the phone and offered me $100 to throw the route on 
Sunday the 17th. I agreed if she would have those papers in­
serted because, as you may or may not know, the carrier has to 
insert all of the advertisements that come in the Sunday paper. 
From then, 1 faithfully threw your papers through the 7th of 
April. She then hired the .same carrier back who had quit after 
the first day.

O.T that day, I gave Ms. Valenzuica a computer printout of 
the customers who sent me payments and also listed if they 
were for March, April, or any month from the past or future. 
Also, on this paper was a note from me to Ms. Valenzuica and 
two of her bosses in Abilene, stating why I was holding the 
checks in my possession until I got a check from them for my 
.services.

This letter was in a .scaled envelope addressed to all three. 
She opened it in front of me and said that she would take care 
of it. Today I find out that she never turned the list in to man­
agement or to her bosses.

The lost money means nothing to me. What matters to me is 
that the people of Winters know that I did not take your money 
and neither did my brother who has faithfully helped me with 
the paper route for four years. Most people in town know us 
and know that wc would never intentionally cheat anyone.

If you are a former customer and paid your bill, you got a 
paper. If you did not pay your bill, you did not get a paper and 
if wc accidently mi.sscd your paper by mi.stake we would do 
our best to get you one delivered to your house if you would 
only call us.

So the intention of writing this letter is to clear my and my 
brother’s name (and incidentally, my brother had nothing to do 
with the billing of your paper payments) and to let everyone 
know that we did the best that wfe could for these years that I 
had the paper route.

My final word is to take the SAN ANGELO STANDARD 
TIMES...same news, same company, but run by a much better 
group of people.

Also, I would like to thank several of the people in town 
who have voiced their support and concern for my brother and 
me during these past few weeks.

I had just finished last week’s 
column on Noah when 1 received 
a neat Post-Script, A p.s. that I 
must pass on:

Just get on with the Job that needs to be 

done.
6. Build your future on solid ground.
7. For safety’s sake, travel In pairs.
8. Speed isn’t always an advantage. The snails were on board with 

the cheetahs.
9. When you are stressed, float a while.
10. Remember the ark was built by amateurs...the Titanic by pro­

fessionals.
11. No matter what the storm, when you are with God, there’s 

always a rainbow waiting.
So true. Ramona and 1 had a kind of rainbow experience last Sun­

day. We had been to a church convention and were heading out for 
Arkansas. Ramona has a brother who lives in Bull Shoals. We started 
out from Dallas. And we hadn’t gotten very far when we developed 
some kind of car trouble. We’d be sailing along just fine when we 
were on the open road, but when we came to a small town or city that 
had a stop sign or signal, we had trouble. The fool car (ark, if you 
will) would ju.st die.

The Only time it stopped...running that is...was-when we did pull 
in to a convenience store and unload and fill up with gas.

Beetles on the move

After many weeks and long 
hours of negotiations, I am 
please to report that House 
Members and Senators work­
ing on the farm bill finally 
reached agreement on a six- 
year farm bill package.

This legislation, that sets 
the nation’s farm, conserva­
tion and nutrition programs, 
will replace the 19% Free­
dom to Farm Act that will 
expire this fall.

For those of us working 
directly on the farm bill con­
ference, it has been a long and 
difficult process.

And I know it has also been 
frustrating for the folks in farm 
and ranch country who have 
been waiting on Congress to

Ground beetles, also known 
as caterpillar hunters, prey on 
other insects and can be very 
beneficial. The larvae are also 
predacious and occur in bur­
rows in the soil, under bark or 
in leaf litter.

There arc two species of 
these ground beetles that are 
active at this time. The metal­
lic green beetle is Calosoma 
scrotator and the black one is 
Calosoma mar^’inale. Last 
year, very large numbers of the 
black beetle developed, but this 
year there have been greater 
numbers of the metallic green 
beetle.

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make decisions that will af­
fect their future livelihoods.

While I am pleased that we 
were finally able to work out 
a compromise agreement with 
our Senate colleagues, I can’t 
help but recall the wisdom of 
a very old saying: “The two 
things you don’t ever want to 
watch being made are sau­
sages and laws!”

Among the most difficult 
issues to resolve with the Sen­
ate were loan rates for com­
modities, payment limitations 
on farm subsidies, mandatory 
country-of-origin labeling and 
the ban on packer ownership 
14 days prior to slaughter.

While the House wrote a 
ten-year farm bill, the Senate 
wrote a five-year bill. In the 
end, we compromised with a 
six year farm bill that will 
expire in 2008.

The new farm bill increases 
loan rates for major crops and 
revives a target price system 
that had been abolished by the 
Freedom to Farm Act.

As a result of the new farm 
bill, total agriculture spend­
ing will be increased by about 
$7.4billionayear,an increase 
of 70 percent.

With this new bill, the 
House and Senate basically 
agreed to increase crop sub­
sidy spending by about $4.8
billion per year.

Under the new legislation, 
conservation spending will be 
increased by 80 percent and 
includes a new so-called Con­
servation Security Program 
(CSP) that its supporters say 
will encourage farmers to 
adopt better conservation and 
environmental practices.

On the subject of country- 
of-origin labeling, the final 
bill includes a requirement 
that meat, fish and produce be 
labeled with the country of 
origin, beginning in two years.

The original House bill had 
included a labeling require­
ment on fresh fruits and veg­
etables only.

A number of us in the 
House had strong reservations

about country-of-origin label­
ing and the burden it would 
impose on the nation’s food 
industry.

It is worth noting that cattle 
feeders asked that animals that 
had been in the United States 
for 100 days be allowed to be 
labeled as U.S. beef.

However, a spokesman for 
the Independent Cattlemen’s 
Association of Texas indi­
cated that their producers 
didn’t want that and consid­
ered it a slap in the face to the 
cow-calf producers.

And while agroupof west­
ern ranchers had been strongly 
promoting country-of-origin 
labeling, a spokesman for that 
group said that putting a 
“USA” label on cattle that 
have been in the country only 
100 days would be unaccept­
able and misleading to con­
sumers.

This group believed that 
the 100-day rule was being 
pushed to address the current 
flow of Mexican feeder cattle 
into the U.S. and that the num- 
berof these cattle coming into 
our country could possibly 
double or triple.

This whole notion of food 
labeling sounds good to some 
folks, but we may be moving 
intoaslippery slope here with 
excessive regulation and pa­
perwork that will impose un­
reasonable burdens on our 
food processing industry.

This is an issue that the 
House Agriculture Commit­
tee will be carefully looking 
at in the very near future.

Regarding the ban on 
packer ownership 14 days 
prior to slaughter, the final 
compromise eliminated this 
provision altogether. This is 
not tosay that Congress won’t 
be looking into this matter in 
greater depth in the near fu­
ture.

The new farm bill will 
bring about a number of sig­
nificant changes in the provi­
sions affecting peanuts, dairy 
and conservation programs.

The peunul program, for 

example, will move from an 
import quota system to a more 
market-oriented marketing 
loan program.

While this change will be 
costly in the short term, it will 
ultimately save the govern­
ment money in the long run.

The dairy industry will end 
. up with a national counter­
cyclical program that would 
trigger direct payments to 
dairy producers when the 
Boston Class I milk price falls 
below $16.94 percwtofmilk.

On the subject of payment 
limits, the Senate had origi­
nally wanted a cap of 
$275,000 per year, a level that 
would have hurt a number of 
cotton and rice producers.

House and Senate confer­
ees settled on an annual limit 
of $360,0()0 per year, how- 
everthese payment limits will 
not apply on 2002 crops.

The new law also makes 
unlimited use of generic cer­
tificates for marketing loan 
gains.

Regarding the timing of 
this farm bill, it has been my 
goal all along that an agree­
ment could be reached in lime 
for the 2002 crop year. USDA 
officials have indicated that it 
could take at least four months 
to implementcertain portions 
of this measure.

The full House and Senate 
must still approve the con­
ference report before it can 
be sent to the President to be

signed into law.
There is another factor that 

folks need to be keeping in 
mind, however, and that is 
how Congress and the ad­
ministration will pay for all 
of the provisions in the farm 
bill iftheU.S. continues defi­
cit spending.

If Congress and the White 
House fail to return the bud­
get to a surplus situation in 
the next few years, Congress 
may be forced to cut back on 
some of the new farm bill 
provisions. This will be es­
pecially true if the prices for 
commodities do not rise sig­
nificantly.

More information will fol­
low in the days ahead.
