The drive throughout th e  
nation is set to start officially 
Monday morning, May 14, and 
will contiue for 6 weeks, closing 
Saturday night, June 30.

Bronte Cemetery 
Buys Adjoining 
Tract of Land

The committee in charge of 
Bronte’s cemetery has bought 
an adjoining tract of six acres 
of land, lying just north of the 
cemetery.

Frank Keeney, discussing the 
matter with The Enterprise ed­
itor stated that the land is not 
needed now—“ but,” said Mr. 
Keeney, ‘‘ the time is coming 
when it will be needed and the 
committee thought it advisable 
to buy at this time, while now 
it is available. We are so hedged 
in that the tract is al>out the 
only available land for cemetery 
purposes, lying next to our cem­
etery.”

The committee charged with 
the affairs of the cemetery as to 
its upkeep and management 
states that the cemetery dues 
are $2.00 a year per family. Dues 
have not been paid for some 
time, but the committee now in­
