Continuing fo attack 
in “ the face of strong enemy 
resistance, he strafed a motor 
convoy, destroying or damaging 
five motor vehicles.

Captain Eubanks, who has 
flown 137 combat missions 
with the 65th Fighter Squad­
ron of the 57th Group, was a 
sheen nod cattle u-rnrp
army induction, June, 1941. 
He has been overseas since
