Many men do not like to work 
<n a farm where Milch cows are 
kept because of the conditions un- 
c.er which they have to work. It 
is not alone for the sake of the 
help that every farmer should have 
clean, well-lighted, well-ventilated 
stables. Thut goes without saying 
on any farm where cows are milk­
ed. But, the fact remain* that on 
matter how small the herd may 
be, the farmer who sees to the com­
fort of his cattle and employees 
will greatly reduce his labor wor­
ries.

The investment angle is the first 
consideration, naturally. The far­
mer who begins with a few cows 
and builds gradually, can master 
that problem with a limited amount 
of money. Some farmer* are corn-’ 
plaining thnt the milk business 
feed and lubor are higher while 
the price of milk has not advanced 
proportionately. Those nun art 
going to have to study their ree. 
cord* carefully and do everything 
possible to Increase production 
through better methods of feeding 
and care' and better bred cows.

In dairying, as in other lines of 
business, we have men who com­
pete for pleasure rather than pro­
fit. Others engage in it simply 
to keep their farm hands busy and 
are satisfied to break even. Still 

; others keep herds solely to ferti­
lize the soil. But let us not for­
get that the great bulk of the milk 
produced in this country come from 
the farmer where smull herds are 
kept and not from specialized 
farms.

It is reported that acreage .is 
being secured through local oper­
ators in the locality of the Elmer 
Vestal well, with u view of mak­
ing another test as a nearby o ff­
set in an opposite direction from 
the Harris well. The old Vestal

well came in a gusher; but the Har­
ris well encountered a hard but 
non-productive sand at the same 
depth. This would indicate that 
the old Vestal well was on the ed­
ge ftf the pool, and should attach 
greut hopes to the success of an 
offset in the opposite direction from 
the Harris test .Cross Plains Re­
view.
