County Receives Federal 
Grant for New Hospital 

State of Texas Department of 
Health recently approved Castro 
County's application for a Hill-Bur-
ton fund assistance of $225,000 for 
a new Castro County Hospital and 
facilities. 

"It gives me pleasure to inform 
you that the Board of Health at 
its meeting on September 10, 1962 
approved your application for $225,-
000 to assist in the construction of 
the Castro County Hospital in Dim-
mitt," J. E. Heavy, M. D., Texas  

Commissioner of Health said in a 
letter to County Judge Raymond 
Wilson. 

Wilson said that construction on 
the building will probably begin 
early in 1963. 

The Hill-Burton fund of $225,000 
matches dollar for dollar the bond 
issue passed in Castro County in 
1960. Both bonds complete the 
$450,000 required for the new build-
ing and new facilities. 

In accordance with the Hill-Bur- 

ton agreement, the old hospital 
building will have to be torn down 
or moved away and in no way be 
used with the new building. 

Recent approval by the depart-
ment of health was made because 
Castro County received the new 
"A" rating instead of the previous 
"D" rating: In the past Castro 
County's hospital area was consi-
dered in conjunction with hospitals 
in Deaf Smith and Farmer Coun-
ties. When an average of beds and  

equipment for the tri-county area 
was taken Castro County's hospi-
tal averaged in with sufficient 
beds and facilities, and was unable 
to qualify for federal assistance 
on a new building. 

After investigation by state offi-
cials it was found that Castro 
County was in need of new hospi-
tal facilities and that Farmer and 

-Deaf Smith Hospitals should not 
be considered in the Castro County 
area. Thus Castro County received  

the "A" rating for the present hos-
pital. "A" rating means that the 
area is in heed of new hospital 
facilities and more beds. 

Architects employed for preli-
minary plans are Haynes and Kir-
by, Lubbock. 

Before construction can begin 
bonds must be sold and bids must 
be analyzed. "We hope preliminary 
plans and arrangements can be 
completed soon so construction can 
begin early in 1963," Wilson said.

These varieties and State excep-
tions were. designated by USDA's 
Agricultural Research Service af-
ter consultation with State Agri-
cultural Experiment Station per-
sonnel, agronomists, cereal chem-
ists, and others on State and Fed-
eral staffs. 

The .undesirable varieties are 
designated nationally except for 

• Cache, Henry, Russell, and Wa-
satch. Exceptions from discount 
were made fro Cache for produc-
tion in Utah and Idaho; Russell 
in Wisconsin; Henry in Wisconsin, 
Oregon and Washington; and Wa-
satch in Utah, Idaho and Colorado. 

The 16 varieties designated for 
1963 have been fodnd to have dis-
tinctly undesirable milling and 
baking quality. Advance notice of 
the discount in the support opera-
tion is, given to discourage their 
production and lessen the possib-
bility of U.S. wheat of inferior 
quality finding its - way into domes-
tic and export channels. 

Representatives of crop improve-
ment associations support this ac-
tion to help improve the overall 
quality of U. S. wheat production. 

Acreages of these undesirable 
varieties have been declining in 
recent years, USDA officials said, 
and the discount in the price-sup-
port program is credited with 
speeding up this trend. Applica-
tion of the 20-cents-per-bushels dis-
count to producer support rates 
will be the same as under the 
1962 operation. 

Prihe support regulations for 
the 1963 program as in the past 
will require the producer to cer-
tify production of undesirable var-
ieties based on his knowledge of 
the varieties he seeded and har-
vested. Because wheat varieties 
are difficult to determine' from 
threshed samples, the USDA, in 
certain instances, may require ad-
ditional information in support of 
the certification.

The U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture Aug. 22 announced that the 
1963-crop wheat price-support pro-
gram will include provisions de-
signed to encourage, farmers to 
produce higher quality hard wheat. 

Sedimentation values again will 
serve as a basis for hard wheat 
quality determinations. Specified 
undesirable wheat varieties again 
will be discounted. 
Announcement is being made now 

of the continuation of the sedimen-
tation test as a measure of wheat 
quality in the support program to 
enable producers to plan their 
hard winter wheat seeding opera-
tions. 

While it is yet too early in the 
1962 wheat marketing season to 
determine conclusively the eff6cts 
of the quality incentives included 
in the 1962 support operations, 
USDA officials said there are 
strong indications that the pro-
gram is accomplishing its objec-
tive of providing a price incen-
tive to producers of better quality 
wheat. Market prices this season 
are increasingly reflecting pre-
miums for higher quality wheats. 

Purpose of these provisions in 
the 1962 program was to provide 
a price incentive to upgrade the 
general quality. level of U. S. 
wheat production, particularly for 
commercial bread baking needs 
and to improve the competitive 
position of U. S. hard wheat in 
dollar export markets. 

In announcing the premium sche-
dule for quality hard wheat for 
the 1962 support operation on Sept. 
19, 1961, USDA officials said "The 
premium schedule will be kept un 
der review during next year's sup-
pOrt operation toward the end of 
modifications and improvements. In 
gaining the objective of, providing 
an incentive for better quality 
wheat production, consideration will 
be. given to developing discounts 
which will be included along with 
premiums in the price-support 
schedule for subsequent years.'" 

Results of the 1962 operation are 
being studied in light of this state-
ment. As more conclusive reports 
are available, details of the 1963 
support program, including pre-
mium schedules and operating pro-
cedures, will be developed. This 
information will be made available 
prior to the beginning; of the 1963 
crop marketing season.

Annual Field Day at Sub-Station 
8 of Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station will be held Tuesday 
afternoon, September 18. This will 
be the second field day at the new 
location 7h4 miles north of Lubbock 
city limits on Highway 87. Guided 
tours will begin at 1 p.m. and con-
tinue through 5 p.m. The field tour 
will last approximately lht,- hours 
and include 8 stops. The headquar-
ter tour of laboratories and mach-
inery displays will last about 1 
hour. 

Farmers, businessmen and oth-
ers interested in lastest scientific 
developments in crop production 
are invited to attend the field day. 

If time does not permit making 
the complete tour, visitors are en-
couraged to attend that portion in 
which they are most interested. 
All the field and laboratory stops 
will be manned from 1 to 5 p.m., 
which will enable visitors to at-
tend any portion of the tour without 
making the entire tour. County Ag-
ricultural Agents from throughout 
the area will act as guides. Fed-
eral and state research scientists 
will be stationed at each stop to 
explain the work being carried on 
at the Station. 

Field stops will give opportunity 
to observe (1) chemical weed con-
trol on cotton where hand hoeing 
was completely eliminated, (2) ef-
fectiveness of the rolling cultivator 
(3) flame cultivation, (4) close 
up to 3 to 5 bales per acre, (5) how 
a combination of cold tolerant 
strains of cotton, asphalt emulsion, 
and shallow planting resulted in 
good stands on cotton planted Mar. 
27, (6) a new type green boll sep-
arator which may aid in earlier har-
vesting of cotton, (7) early matur-
ing strains of cotton which were 
80 percent open lt0 days after 
Planting, (8) cotton strains with 
low gassypol content, (9) strains 
that are practically immune to 
bacterial blight and other strains 
that show promise of resistance to 
insects and (10) studies of plant 
growth regulators on cotton. 

New ' developments in soil fertil-
ity include a combination of, fer-
-tilizer, row spacing, cotton burs 
and irrigation to obtain maximum 
yields; evaluation of sulfuric acid 
for increasing the yield of cotton 
and grain sorghum; minor ele-
ments applied to the soil and fol-
iage; placement of fertilizers; N-
Serve, a new chemical which, when 
added to fertilizer, may reduce 
leading of nitrogn on sandy soils; 
and plant tissue testing. 

New water conservation and util-
ization research studies included on 
the tour are land forming practices 
such as bench leveling, field level-
ing, wide row borders, variable 
grade benches and level terraces 
on dryland; the evaluation of row 
spacing, fertility and irrigation le-
vets for the production of dwarf 
grain sorghums; (2 x 4 and 4 
dwarf) and grain grass types; 
combination of different levels of 
fertilizer, irrigation and varieties 
of cotton, alternate furrow irriga-
tion, etc. 

True yellow endosperm grain 
sorghum hybrids, stiff stalk, cold 
tolerant strains, and numerous 
stocks used in the sorghum breed-
ing research will be observed and 
discussed during the Field Tour. 

The new hybrid castor bean, 
Lynn, which will be released to 
growers next year, and a combine 
type sesame, which is about ready 
for release to growers and 50 ex-
will be observed and discussed by 
Station scientists. 

Upon completion of the field tour 
the visitors may make a tour of 
the headquarters and research la-
boratories to observe (1) how a soil 
test determination and recommen-
dation is made, (2) how to identi-
fy the "principle cotton diseases, 
of different strains and types of 
grain sorghum and (4) methods of 
evaluation cotton fiber. 

During the afternoon the visitors 
also will be able to observe and 
discuss vegetable production re-
search, control of cotton insects, 
including new insecticides, increas-
ed resistance of insects to some in-
secticides and the value of bene-
ficial insects, cotton and grain sor-
ghum variety tests, fertilizer tests 
and other long-time studies.

Dear Fellow Texan 
The United States has been very, 

very patient with Cuba's Castro. 
Now Dictator Fidel Castro has 
turned his country into an armed 
fortress and the satellite of Com-
munism. 

In duly and August Communist 
Russia poured supplies and techni-
cians into Cuba, ship after ship-
load, and there is no indication 
that Russia means to stop with 
any token shipments. On the con-
trary Soviet Russia has announced 
a plan to help arm Cuba, to build 
a Communist fortress off the tip 
of Florida. 

We are faced with a build-up on 
Cuba of Communist military might 
including planes and missiles and 
ships firing missiles just 90 miles 
off the United States coast. 

Now I have been informed by 
the State Department that there is 
no evidence of military strength 
in Cuba big enough to allow Cas-
tro to start an attack on other 
countries. But, fellow Americans, 
the truth is that most Central and 
South American countries, do not 
have strong mlitary forces. If Cu-
ba is allowed to become the domi-
ant military power in Latin Ameri-
ca, its influence . . . its ability to 
spread the fever of Communism 
through fear and through force and 
through subversion . . . will be 
dominant. 

We 'should now call on other 
Latin American countries to join 
the United States in throwing a 
sea blociMde around Cuba . . . a 
blockade to stop all shipment of 
military equipment and foreign 
manpower into Cuba. Surely the 
Latin American countries receiving 
aid from the United States can 
see T7ond any doubt that little

under the Communist shadow." 
The foreign ministers of the 

American Republics read Cuba out 
of the Organization of American 
States in January of 1962. That 
was a step in the right direction, 
and now there has been another 
step. 

The Second Conference of the 
Latin American Free Tade Asso-
ciatien met on August 26, 1962, 
with representatives from nine 
countries - Argentina, Brazil, Chile 
Equador, Colombia, Paraguay, Pe-
ru, Mexico and Uruguay — and 
refused to allow Cuba to join this 
free trade association of Latin 
American nations. Cuba had ap-
plied in June for membership. 

Those are two steps. But now, 
fellow Texan, it's time for another 
step and this time a big one. The 
blockade should be used to make 
sure no large troop movements are 
allowed out of Cuba to pose a 
threat to the Latin American coun-
tries that are trying to combat 
Communism. 

What I propose is a blockade to 
insure that there are no big troop 
movements and no munitions or 
war movements into Cuba. And we 
also need to insure that there are 
no military movements out of Cu-
ba. The Dominican Republic has 
complained that Cuba is sending 
subversives, agitators, military e-
quipment and supplies into Domi-
nica to try to take over the Do-
minican Republic, a neighboring 
island. Our blockade should stop 
that kind of movement by Castro. 

Fellow Texan, the only reason 
the Communists ever move is to ex-
pand their power. Since they seem 
to be in full charge in Cuba wilh 
the artiva help of Stleliaa 
	 Castro, the only place left for 
the Communists to go is into other 
countries in the Western Hemisph-
ere. The time to limit Castro's po-
wer is now, and a sea blockade is 
a step in the right direction.

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Western Wheatgrass 
Valued in Control 
Of Soil Erosion 

There is more than enough 
western wheatgrass growing in the 
Texas Panhandle to furnish the 
seed needed annually in the state. 
A heavy seed crop is not produced 
every year, but seed is produced 
often enough to assure a continu-
ous supply for Texas users if re-
serves are harvested and laid by 
in good years. The seed can be 
stored for at least three years with 
little or no loss in viability. 

Western wheatgrass (Agropyron 
smithii) is the top cool-season na-
tive grass in this part of the state. 
It grows in nearly pure stands a-
long roadways and in and around 
the plays lakes. It also grows with 
buffalograss and blue grama in 
the short-grass rangeland to pro-
vide excellent winter and spring 
grazing.  

In addition to use in range and 
pasture plantings, the grass has 
special value for erosion control in 
field waterways and on flood pre-
vention dams and spillways. It 
spreads rapidly from rootstalks to 
form a dense sod that can be main-
tained in good condition by sim-
ple management practices. 

Success of western wheatgrass 
plantings depends on origin of the 
seed. 

Native stands of the grass are 
more and more extensive from a-
bout central Kansas northward in 
the • Great Plains. Much of the 
seed offered for sale each year 
is harvested from these northern

planted in the state because it will 
produce only plants with low vigor 
and low forage yield. The same is 
true of all other perennial native 
grasses grown in the south from 
northern seed, but western wheat-
grass is more sensitive to South-
ward movement than most of the 
other natives. 

It is important that anyone who 
plants western wheatgrass in Tex-
as make certain the seed he buys 
was harvested in the Texas Pan-
handle, or from no farther north 
than than the Oklahoma Panhan-
dle counties.

HISTORIC CHANGES AT 1600 
....PENNSYLVANIA AVENUE 

A visit to the White House, our 
nations official home, is  a treat 
for anyone at any time, but since 
the effects of the restoration have 
begun to show results, the thrill is 
even more gratifying. 

During the 12 years I have had 
the honor to represent you in Con-
gress, Mrs. Rogers and I have had 
many occasions to tour the most 
famous house in the U.S. But never 
before have we been able to fully 
appreciate the miraculous changes 
that have reinstated' the historic 
flavor of the White House decorum 
with the recovery of so many and 
beautiful treasures — coveted pos-
sessions of collectors and private 
citizens who have either loaned or 
given outright these priceless an-
tiques associated with past Presi-
dents which symbolize the dignity 
of th President's House. It is no 
wonder that over 1,260,000 people 
have visited the White House so 
far this year. 

Early in 1961, Mrs. John F. Ken-
nedy established the Fine Arts 
Commission under the chairman 
ship of multi-millionaire chetnical 
heir, Henry F. DuPont. Instead of 
asking Congress for increased, ap-
propriations in her determination 
to restore the President's home as 
nearly as possible to its original 
decor, she sought her financial 
backing through private donations 
and asked Congress only for a law 
making the White House a museum 
under the vigilance of the Smith-
sonian Institution. The First Lady 
has the reputation of being a know-
ledgeable bargain hunter in the 
art and antique field and it is said 
that she is a master of the "soft 
sell." I suspect that many women 
were born with this "virtue," but 
my good wife disagrees. 

Nevertheless, the Fine Arts Com-
mission has 240 acquisitions to its 
credit, one of which is the famous 
4 horsemen Remington bronze sta-
tue entitled, "Coming Throught the 
Rye," a contribution of the Amon 
Carter Foundation. The Commis-
sion was prudently reinforced with 
an 18 member advisory committee 
including such noted historians as 
Julian Boyd, editor of the Jeffer-
son papers, and Lyman Butterfield, 
editor of the Adams papers, plus 
directors and curators of leading 
U. S. museums and galleries. 

Despite this formidable array of 
talent with which Mrs. Kennedy 
surrounded herself, the authenti-
city of the Baltimore desk on view 
in the Green Room which she so 
proudly displayed as "Our first  

piece of unsolicited fine furniture" 
in the televised tour of the White 
House last February is in dispute 
and will be replaced by the fam-
ous Burgess desk, a well-known, 
well-documented piece of early 19th 
Century Maryland furniture. 	' 

The Green Room, the Red Room, 
the Blue Room, and so on — each 
is a ,splendor in itself and beckons 
the respector of history, beauty and 
tradition. The East Room, now re-
stored to its original gold and 
white decoration, serves as a great 
reception room on state occasions, 
but it is said that Mrs. Abigail 
Adams, the first First Lady to in-
habit the newly constructed White 
House in 1800, Used this room for 
drying clothes. 

All the rooms are handsomely 
appointed and other beauties are 
to be added in the years to come. 
I was most impressed with the re-
storation of the Diplomatic Recep-
tion Room. In 1960, during the Ei-
senhower Administration, the Na-
tional Society of Interior Design-
ers furnished the room with excel-
lent examples of. American crafts-
manship. A rug in the Aubusson 
manner was woven, incorporating 
the seals of the 50 states. The sofa, 
chairs and tables of New York and 
New England origin are in the,ap-
propriate classical 'or Federal 
style. The light cream-colored car-
pet and furniture upholstered in 
shades of yellow create a color 
scheme of superb gold and white, 
also popular in the early years of 
the Republic. 

But in 1961 Mrs. Kennedy dis-
covered, papered to the walls of 
a. Thuntiont, Maryland, home, a 
picturesque wallpaper called "Sce-
nic Americdl' printed in 1834. Can 
you imagine the tedious job of re-
moving paper of this vintage and 
value, piece by piece, with only a 
canvas backing for protection? 
However, today it graces the walls 
of this oval shaped room which 
are ideally suited to the panora-
mic sweep of the scenic views bas-
ed on engravings of the 1820's that 
contain five views of American na-
tural wonders particularly admir-
ed by Europeans, i.e., Niagara 
Falls., the Natural Bridge of Vir-
ginia, Boston Harbor, West Point, 
and New York Bay. 

The White House is open to the 
public every day Tuesday through 
Saturday from 10 until noon. It is 
a "must" on the agenda of every-
one visiting Washington, and if you 
give me sufficient notice I can ar-
range for you to see some of the 
rooms not generally open to the 
public. If a Rersonal tour of the 
White House is not possible, sec-
ond best is a copy of the book just 
published by the White House His-
torical Association, which is the 
first of a series of historic guides 
done in color ands  well worth'the 
51 charge.
