Controversial Film 
To Be Shown Here

T h e  Bronte Anti-Communism 
Study Group will present at its 
meeting Monday night, April 24. 
the highly controversial film, "Op­
eration Abolition.”  It deals with 
riots of students in San Francisco. 
Calif., during May. 1960. The 
House Committee on Un-American 
Activities was holding hearings in 
that city and the proceedings were 
interrupted several times by stu­
dent groups.

In a report, J. Edgar Hoover, 
director of the Federal Bureau of 
Investigation, said. "The success­
ful Communist exploitation and 
manipulation of youth and stu­
dent groups throughout the world 
today are a major challenge which 
free world forces must meet and 
defeat Recent world events clear­
ly reveal that world communism 
has launched a massive campaign 
to capture and maneuver youth 
and student groups.

"The vigor and vitality of such 
groups constitute an explosive 
force o f immense proportions. 
Channeled into proper outlets, this 
force can accomplish im m easur­
able good for a peace loving world, 
Manipulated into destructive chan­
nels, this force can create chaos.”

Hoover further states in the de­
fense of the combined proof of 
the FBI and the House Committee 
on Un-American activities that 
these riots were communist organ­
ized and directed. "The Commun­
ist attack on the 1ICUA in San 
Francisco was in line with a long 
standing parly aim to destroy not 
only the HCUA, but also the Sen­
ate Internal Security subcommit­
tee."

"The Bronte Study Group, real­
izing that much has been said both 
for and against the film extends 
an Invitation to the whole town and 
surrounding communities to attend 
and then make your decision as to 
the validity of the film and to the 
danger posed to our youth by the 
the Communist Target—our young 
people," said the Executive Com­
mittee of the Bronte Anti-Com­
munist Study Group.
