If you 
have an animal to come up with 
a case, please remove 10 of the 
maggots from the bottom of the 
wound, place them in water or 
alcohol, bring them to our office 
for shipment to the testing labor­
atory. If positive cases are 
found above the sterile fly buffer 
zone, planes will be dispatched to 
the area to seed it with sterile 
flies.
