B. B. Edmiaston Dies As
Result of Tuesday Fire

Heroic efforts of Bronte's wvol-
unteer firemen and the staff of
Bronte Hospital failed to save the
life of a retired Methodist minis-
ter who was trapped Tuesday
night in his burning home in the
southeast part of Bronte.

The Rev. B. B. Edmiaston, long
time Methodist minister, died at
5:15 Wednesday morning. Dr.
Jchn R. Harris, who worked with
the injured man all night, said
cause of Mr. Edmiaston's death
was massive inhalation of smoke.

He also had first, second and
third degree burns on his face
and on parts of his body, the doe-
tor said.

Several attempts were made to
enter the burning house from the
time it was discovered about 9
p.m. until Martin Lee was suc-
cessful in pulling the fallen man
to the front door of the home.
From there several firemen car-|
ried him to the waiting station
wagon of C. B. Barbee. He was
rushed to Bronte Hospital where
the doctor and a corps of nurses

County Agents
News Column

Te screw worm is still making
indentations and headlines. The
state’'s number of cases was the
yearly high—a total of 30 cases
reported. All but two of the cas-
es were from the lower portion
of the state, but the fact remains
that we still have screwworms.
A hard freeze over the entire
state would be helpful, but we
need to do our part, also. Any
suspected case should be submit-
ted for identification.

When is the best time to prune
trees? We are asked this ques-
tion many times during the year,
and the question cannot be an-
swered without additional infor-
mation.

There should be a reason for
all pruning, and when one should
prune should be determined by
the reason for pruning,

If your object is to shape a
tree, generally speaking, such
wholesale pruning should be done
when the tree is dormant. Also,
deadwood can be removed from
trees without injuring them.
Spring pruning, however, is re-
commended when doing correc-
tional pruning, since the wounds
heal faster than at other times
of the year.

Pruning trees during the early
fall tends to reduce plant hardi-

ness and, in general, is not a
good practice.
Evergreens should not be

sheared in late summer or fall as
the cut ends may not heal over
until spring.

Dead branches can be removed
now.

Providing adequate winter pro-
tection for trees, shrubs and
flowers is a problem which all
homeowners must face. The
amount of protection needed de-
pends on the natural hardiness
of plants, severity of climate and
exposure, and the condition of the
plant at the time.

Winter injury to plants is us-
ually attributable to two factors
—severe cold or loss of mositure
from shoots and branches. Ex-'
treme cold will cause twigs,
stems and roots to freeze,
prompting cell tissues to break
down.

Excessive loss of moisture,
which frequently causes winter
killing, is due largely to the ef-
fect of strong, drying winds dur-
ing p«rio(ls‘ of brilliant winter

Evaporation of moisture from
twigs, branches, canes and leaves
(in the case of evergreens) con-
tinues at a slow rate through the
winter. To supply this moisture,
plant roots must continue to ab-
sorb water,

When evaporation is rapidly ac-
celerated by prolonged periods of
winter wind and sunshine, plant
roots are unable to supply mois-
ture fast enough. Branches and
canes become withered and, if
this condition is sufficiently ag-
gravated, it often results in dy-
ing back of a large portion of
the plant or in its death.

Therefore, one of the impor-
tant preparations for winter, say
plant authorities, is to see that
the soil is adequately supplied
with moisture. If rainfall has
been slight during the summer,
the ground should be soaked thor-

oughly before freezing weather
sets in, if possible.

Coke Oil $23.2
Million Industry

A $23.2 million a year ingredi-
ent in the prosperity of Coke
County is the production of oil
and gas, the Texas Mid-Continent
Oil & Gas Association says in its
current survey of economic fac-
tors stemming from petroleum
operations here.

Using just-published U. S. Bu-
heau of Mines figures as a base,
the Association has projected
what oil and gas activities mean
in the county. In 1962 Coke County
was producing more than 5.9 mil-
lion barrels of crude oil and 45
billion cubic feet of natural gas.
The oil was valued at $17.7 mil-
lion; the natural gas at $5.5 mil-
lion.

Coke County ranks 47th in the
state as total value of oil and gas
production.

“Demand for Texas crude pick-
ed up enough last year to give
us an increase of about three
per cent over 1962 on a statewide
basis. This slightly improving
trend seems to be holding this
yvear as more autos are put on
the road and nationwide business
conditions accelerate,” said
James L. Sewell, president of the
Assoclation. "It will be several
months, however, before we know

to what extent individual coun-
ties are partcipating in the cur-
rent market."

The dispersion of oil dollars
through Coke County business
channels and the healthy effect
given property values by petrol-
eum industry activity are indi-
cated by several figures publish-
ed by the Association,

It is estimated that royalty pay-
ments to Coke County landowners
who are fortunate enough to have
producing wells on their property
create a ‘“‘crop’”’ worth about $2.9
million annually. These and oth-

has been found. The Oil and Gas
Journal reports that 24 wells were
drilled in the county in 1963, re-
sulting in nine oil wells, and 15
dry holes.

Drilling operations included 17
wildcat wells in which operators
hunted oil in new territory or at
new depths. About $1 million of
the drilling expenditures was lost

to dry holes, the Association es-
timated.
Petroleum industry payrolls

contribute about $785,000 a year
to the county, according to Texas
Employment Commission records.
They show about 120 persons di-
rectly employed in oil and gas
operations.

The state government's finan-
cial interest in Coke County op-
erations is measured by the $1.2
million a year which the operat-
ors and royalty owners provide
the state government in produc-
tion taxes. These payments are
in addition to those paid to local
units of government and schools
as property taxes. Oil and gas
property taxes are reflected in

local support of many Texas
school districts. For example,
60.6 per cent of the local taxes
for the Bronte School District
comes from oil and gas opera-
tions; 62.3 per cent at Robert
Lee.

Among the county’'s industrial

operations is the processing of
oil and gas. Two natural gaso-
line plants and one cycling plant

are operated to recover butane,
propane, natural gasoline and
other liquids from natural gas.

They have a capacity of 155 mil-
lion cubic feet a day.

In addition to the big financial
boost from Coke County oil, the
eastern side of the county, par-
ticularly the Bronte area and
Bronte School District benefit
from oil produced in the western
part of Runnels County. No fig-

ures are available as to how
much revenue is derived from
peroleum produced in the neigh-

boring county.
