Supt. C. B. Barbee said this 
week that the Bronte School 
board of trustees, in a meeting 
last Thursday night, voted appro­
val of a preliminary study of per­
tinent facts relating to the 
school's building needs.

Considerable discussion h a s  
been heard in the community 
since last spring when a report 
of a study on consolidation with 
Robert Lee was made at a pub­
lic meetng here.

No official count was made on 
public opinion regarding the con­
solidation matter, but a vast ma­
jority of school patrons and other 
local residents were unalterably 
opposed to the consolidation 
move. A few reacted favorably.

The Enterprise publisher has 
talked with a large number of 
local citizens since the spring 
meeting, and most of them are 
of the opinion that any steps 
necessary should be taken to keep 
the school here, to improve it, 
and keep its curriculum and fa­
cilities in step with the times.

We cannot say at this time 
Just what we are for in the way 
of building. However, we can 
say that we are 100 per cent be­
hind the school board in its ap­
proval of a study of building 
needs.

The stakes are high on a pro­
ject of this kind, for (1) it in­
volves the future welfare of all 
children of the district, and (2) 
it involves the expenditure of a 
considerable amount of money 
over a long period of time. In 
short, our stand is that we should 
build what we need, do a thor­
ough job, and at the same time 
stay within our means.

That may be a big order, but 
it must be done.

News Column

Economic outlook reports are 
being prepared and studied by 
various sources as we approach 
the new year. Accurately figur­
ing what is in store for the com­
ing year, many times has a defi­
nite influence on prices and the 
disposition of a number of agri­
cultural commodities.

The Extension economist be- j 
lieves the sheep outlook is favor­
able. The number of sheep on | 
farms and ranches at the turn of 
the year is expected to be down 
one million head from the same 
time a year ago. Also, sheep and 
lamb slaughter is expected to be 
substantially reduced.

Their final statement on sheep 
is that the lamb crop is expected 
to be down four to six per cent 
and prices are expected to be 
above the corresponding 1964 
level.

The beef cattle picture as they 
see it is not as bright. Current 
cattle numbers are high and 
slaughter of steer and heifer beef 
under Federal inspection through 
September 1964 was up 13 per 
cent from a year earlier and up 
25 per cent from two years ago. 
This, naturally, has influenced 
cattle prices.

As for the future, the 1985 pro­
duction is expected to be up two 
to three per cent over 1964. They 
add that a large part of the ex­
pected increase will be calves 
from the 1964 calf crop. Slaugh­
ter numbers in 1965 are expected 
to increase only slightly over 
1964.

Their statement regarding pric­
es is that they are expected to 
continue under pressure.

The addition of technical grade 
ammonium chloride to the ration 
may afford almost complete pro­
tection to steers and weathers 
against urinary calculi or “ water 
belly’ in the feed lot.

W'e, too, hope their desire 
can become a reality. The job 
will become much simpler and 
much less expensive if this de­
sire is accomplished.

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Texans Alerted to Driving Dangers 
During Christmas-New Year Period

The Texas Safety Association 
this week issued its annual ‘ 'A c­
cidental Death Alert'’ far the 
1964 Christmas-New Year period.

The 11-day alert begins at 12:01 
a m. Thursday, December 24, It 
coincides with the annual death 
watch of the Department of Pub­
lic Safety.

In appealing to all citizens to 
be on the alert for hazards, TSA 
President Quincy V. Tuma of 
Houston, said it is estimated that 
105 persons will be killed in traf­
fic and 45 persons in other acci­
dents.

“ However, this tragic toll can 
be reduced if everyone will put 
siafety first — at home, at work 
or behind the wheel," he added.

He challenged citizens to accept 
their moral responsibility to con­
duct themselves in a safe manner 
and to practice the Golden Rule.

"Be thy brother s keeper," he 
said.

Last year, during a nine-day 
holiday period. 132 persons l<*i 
Rieir lives in accidents in Texas. 
There were 84 persons killed in 
traffic and 48 persons killed in 
other types of accidents.
Christmas Eve took the heaviest 

toll in traffic deaths — 14 per­
sons. Christmas Day and New 
Year's Day had 13 traffic fa­
talities each.

Tuma pointed out that traffic 
fatalities for the first 11 months 
of this year increased about 12 
percent over the same period in 
1963 “ This trend, plus the fact 
that December is one of the mas* 
dangerous months of the year 
for traffic and that both Christ­
mas Day and New Year’s Day 
this year occur on a Friday, in­
creasing the possibilities of high­
way travel, could bring the to­
tal figure for 1964 traffic deaths 
to the 3.000 mark.

In 1963. traffic deaths reached 
a record-high with 2.729 persons 
killed As of Dec. 4 this year, 
traffic fatalities were only 87

short of that figure.
In closing, Tuma said: "If we 

are to sLp this needless loss 
of human lives, we must accept 
our moral responsibilities for the 
safety of fellow citizens — and. 
we must stay alert to stay alive.”

He s a graduate of 
Texas A&M University and also 
holds a Ph.D. degree from A&M.

Fitzhugh studied last year on 
a scholarship which paid hla ex­
penses for research in Venezuela.

August for Edinburgh, Mrs. Hig* 
glnbotham said. The university 
there is world renowned for its 
place in the study of higher edu­
cation and culture.

H D Agent’s 
News Dept

There’s a new pine Christmas 
tree in your future—one t h a t  
grows its own ornaments of dec­
orative cones!

It won’t be ready this Christ­
mas, nor the next, but growers 
will get young trees for field test­
ing in 1967.

Developed by scientists at US- 
DA's Institute of Forest Genetics, 
Placerville, Calif., the new tree 
is a cross between the Sierra Ne­
vada lodgepole pine and the shore 
pine. It grows fast—about six 
feet in four to five years—and 
develops into a full, many- 
branched tree with a conical 
shape and straight trunk.

Just as the tree reaches Christ­
mas tree size, it develops deco­
rative cones among the thick 
dark green foliage.

For a healthy, fire-resistant 
Christmas tree, keep your tree 
well watered.

A 6-foot tree may take up as 
much as a quart of water a day 
when It’s first brought indcors. 
"This water is needed to replace 
the moisture given off by the 
needles in the warm atmosphere 
of your home.

Also, the more moisture the 
needles give off, the more fra­
grant your tree.

It happens only once a year— 
the purchase of a poinsettia. 
That’s why it’s so hard to re­
member just what makes a good 
plant.

To jog your memory—or in 
case you never did know—the U. 
S. Department of Agriculture of­
fers these pointers for choosing 
a long-lasting poinsettia.

♦Select first for health a n d  
size. Chouse a low, compact plant 
for a table centerpiece; large 
plants for a tub of color in the 
living area.

♦ Look for plants that have 
green foliage all the way to the 
soil line. This indicates a good 
root system, a disease-free plant, 
and one that has been properly 
fertilized.

♦ Select only plants with small 
green buttons in the middle of the 
red bracts. These buttons even­
tually develop into flowers. If 
the plant is already producing 
pollen, you’ll know part of its 
useful life has already passed.

Pack them tn popcorn.
