Boykin said Cost 
will be factory cost plus a nomi­
nal distribution charge which will 
make them available to members 
"at a substantial saving" the coun­
ty FB president said.

Elroy Butler, located at Gulf Ser­
vice Station in Bronte, has been 
named the authorized Farm Bu­
reau Tire Servicing Agent for the 
county.

OIL STILL BIG INDUSTRY IN COKE 
IN SPITE OF CUT IN PRODUCTION

Coke County’s producers and 
royalty owners are marketing 
some $20.2 million in crude oil 
and natural gas a year, accord­
ing to statisitcs released by Texas 
Mid-Continent Oil Sc Gas Associa­
tion this week.

Hanking 57th among Texas’ oil 
and gas producing counties, Ccke 
County in 1963 received some $15.8 
million from wellhead sales of oil 
and an estimated $14.4 million 
from natural gas. County produc­
tion o f oil was approximately 5.3 
m illion barrels; natural gas, 35.5 
billion cubic feet.

Farmers, ranchers and other 
mineral owners share in a $2.5 
m illion distribution o f oil and gas 
royalty payments annually.

The Association based its annual 
study o f this county's oil and gas 
output on statistics compiled by 
the U. S. Bureau of Mines for 1963. 
Production data for 1964 would 
be approximately the same.

A tabulatim by the Oil and Gas 

Journal shows 24 wells were drill­
ed in the county in 1964 : 7 oil

and 17 dry holes. A total of 122.000

feet o f hole were drilled — 64,000 

for development wells and 58.000 
for wildcats.

In addition to local school and 
county property taxes by oil and 
gas operators, taxes on production

from Coke County flowed into the 
State Treasury at the rate o f a- 
bout $1 million a year.

An upgrading o f the county’s 
gross economic output is contri­

buted by the operation o f two 

plants which can process some 125 
million cubic feet o f natural gas 
a day to remove liquids such as 
butane and propane.

You don't have to run, when you have more than one
Statewide, Texas oil and gas 

wells produced an estimated $3.6 
billion in income: $2.9 billion from 
ofl. $730 million from gas.

Data from the Texas Employ­
ment Commission indicate direct 
employment in oil and gas indus­
try jobs for more than 95 Coke 
County citizens with a payroll o f 
approximately $650,000 a year. Be­
cause oil operations require such a 
large number o f service contrac­
tors and supply firms, which are 
not included in this figure, direct 
employment figures are only part 
o f the story of local economic im­
pact.

An important indicator o f acti­
v ity  is the amount expended on 
drilling o f wildcat wells seeking 
new fields and those wells drilled 
to develop fields already located. 
The Association estimates that in 
1964 approximately $1.6 million 
was risked by Texas oil and gas 
operators on drilling ventures in 
Coke County. About 70.8 per cent 
o f  this expenditure, or $1.2 million, 
went into dry holes.

po&als on the surveying and ap­
praisals The board may take ini­
tial steps toward preparing for the 
financing, for this is a meticulous 
process, especially when it comes 
to raising such large sums of 
money

The district has invested approx 
imutely $25,000 in borings and oth 

er tests for the foundation of the 

dam. hut some additional work of 
this type will he required. When 

it comes to piling a mountain of 
earth 784 feet at the base ami ris- j 
ing 132 feet high to a 20-foot width 
at the top, ami when it comes to 
building concrete spillways s o 
heavy that they will cost from a 
fourth to a third of the project 
outlay, engineers have lie certain 
about the foundation area The 
dam will stretch approximately 
four miles across the river valley 
and will involve moving nine ami 
a quarter million cubic yards of 
dirt

While all of this is going on. the 
district also will have to complete 
plans for and construct several 
pollution diversion works on the 
Colorado River between Lake J. B 
Thomas ami the new lake These 
will be low water dams which will 
trap the normal low flow of the 
river, which is extremely salty, and 
drain the brioey water into cisterns 
set in the banks. Contents will be 
pumped out and disposed of in oil­
field repressuring, and in so doing, 
will keep the river bed as dear as 
possible of pollutants so that good 
quality flood waters will roll over 
the low dams and down to the new 
lake

All of this points to a busy time­
table for the district, ami the board 
and Ivie are giving considerable 
study to it. If no legal blocks are 
thrown up within the next 30 days, 
Oct 1 could see the machinery be­
gin to turn.
