day to all Texans, since we will 
decide for or against adding ten 
more amendments to the constitu­
tion of the state. Some of these 
proposed additions to the constitu­
tion have real merit, while others 
never should have been brought up 
in the first place.

The Enterprise opposes amend­
ments four and ten — the ones 
which would give four year terms 
to the governor, lieutenant gover­
nor, attorney general, comptroller 
of public accounts, treasurer, com­
missioner of the general land of­
fice, secretary of state, state leg­
islators, and ANY statutory state 
officer, unless a term of office is 
specifically provided in the consti­
tution.

■Hie main reason we oppose these 
amendments is that they move the 
state government further away 
from the people. They double the 
time between accounting periods to 
the people by state officials. In 
other words, an official who is not 
doing his job to the satisfaction of 
his constituents could not be re­
moved for four years instead of the 
present two.

Another thing we don't like about 
amendment four is that there is 
no limit as to how many consecu­
tive terms a governor or any other 
state official may succeed himself 
Governor Oonnariy himself express­
ed concern about unlimited terms 
for governor when he stated: "Such 
a Governor will completely domi­
nate every Board, Commission and 
Authority in the state . .  . dominate 
in the sense that he will have ap­
pointed at least once every single 
member of each Board and I am 
unalterably opposed to t h a t in 
principle because the last thing that 
Texas needs is one man ru le"

U will contain 
489.000 acre feet of storage capa­
city, which can supply 47 million 
gallons of water a day. and main­
tain a two year emergency supply. 
The lake will have an average 
depth of 33 feet anti at base of the 
dam will be 108 feet deep. Anyone 
who wishes to walk around the lake 
will have to travel 135 miles. Wa­
ter will be backed up the river 
18 miles, and the widest spot will 
he 19.000 feet.

The dam itself will be 136 feet 
high and 21,100 feet long. The spill­
way win have a diameter of 60 feet

which will funmd into a tunnel 20 
feet in diameter.

Ivie said the construction job 
here at Robert Lee will cost ap­
proximately $14.1 million. Addition­
al expense of tying the lake into 
pipelines will move the total cost 
up to about $30 million.

Ivie said the water district has 
employed disinterested appraisers 
to acquire land rights needed for 
the lake. He said. "W e want to 
be sure that land owners involved 
get a fair deal." He said negotia- 
tins with the State Highway Depart­
ment for moving the Robert Lee- 
Sterling City highway, eight miles 
of which will be inundated, are 
scheduled for next week. He also 
mentioned that arrangements will 
have to be made with oil compan­
ies to take care of 32 oil wells 
which are located in the lake basin.

Preston 
Sknith had only token opposition 
in his race for a second term; At­
torney General Waggoner Carr was 
unopposed John C. White, com ­
missioner of agriculture, anil Jerry 
Sadler, commissioner of the gen­
eral land office, were the only 
other state officials who had op­
ponents. Both won handily. The 
only hotly contested race where 
a great deal of effort and money 
were expended two years ago was 
for V. S senator which already 
carries a six year term

Longer terms for public officials 
inevitably can lend in only one di­
rection toward lack of responsi 
hie representation toward indiffer­
