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(An Editorial)

Next to Christmas, Thanksgiving is our favorite holi-
day. Like Christmas, if we observe it in the manner it
was intended, it must be brought vividly to our minds
that we are indeed only a very small, but nevertheless
important, part in the whole scheme of things.

Thanksgiving points up the many blessings we have
received during the past year. The groaning dinner
table is only a symbol of the continual abundance which
we have in this country.

We can congratulate ourselves on our industry in
providing well for ourselves and our families, but we
should cut this self-congratulation short to realize that
without the gifts of God's sunshine, rain and fertile soil,
our dinner tables would be as bare as Mother Hub-
bard's Cupboard.
