Southerly 
winds 15 to 20 m iles per ho.: • 
made the heat seem worse.

Pumping Maximum Water

Bill Luckett, Bronte w ater su­
perintendent, said he is pum ping 
390.000 gallons of w ater each day, 
which is the maximum amount he 
can pump. He said there is no 
w ater shortage but he urged resi­
dents to use w'ater sparingly and 
asked th a t w ater not be wasted 
during these hot days, since the 
shortage is in the pumping cap a­
city.

Luckett said Bronte residents 
should be doing some serious 
thinking about increasing the size 
of the pipeline from here to Oak 
Creek Lake, o r providing for an­
other w'ater source. He said the 
facilities will just barely supply 
the present population during ex­
trem ely hot. duty weather, and any 
fu rth e r growth could bring about 
a critical shortage of water.

Austin — Legislators a re  mov­
ing along methodically toward 
com pleting work on a $3 8 billion 
1873 state  budget and trying to 

:stay within revenue available.
Presiding officers set a "before 

July  4” adjournm ent targe t date, 
but whether they could m ake It 
rem ained to be seen.

Gov. P reston Smith stuck by 
his pledge—to subm it no addi­
tional business to the special ses­
sion until the appropriations act 
is agreed on.

A represen ta tive’s effort — via 
resolution — to persuade Smith 
to "open the call" was rejected 
when the House failed to suspend 
rules (on a 62-55 vote > and per­
mit consideration. Proponents of 
the resolution argued the session 
is costing taxpayers $34,000 a day. 
but nothing could be accom plish­
ed while committees continued to 
process the appropriations act.

Progress was possible Toward 
better legislative rules as both 
houses m arked tim e before the 
budget landed on m em bers’ desks.

The senate adopted a new set 
of prucedutes, providing for few­
e r and sm aller com m ittees and 
perm itting, for the first time*, 
open floor debate on appointment 
m atters.

The house also took a look at 
fu rther rules am endm ents design­
ed to reform the eom m 'ttce struc­
tu re  and im prove legi-lrtivo m a­
chinery .

Meanwhile, the Senate waded 
Through corfirm at.ons of hun- 
d recs <rf Interim appointm ents by 
the governor, occasionally finding 
one to reject.

Aug­
ust induction orders wiSl be issued 
between July 3 and July  28.

LIVESTOCK EXPORT HALT 
THREATENED — The M exican 
governm ent, unhappy with q u a r­
antine facilities, threatens to ha4t 
export of Texas livestock through 
m ajo r border cities. Agriculture 
Com missioner John White said.

White said the state faces pos­
sible closing of border gates to  
Texas cattle  at El Paso. Laredo 
and Brownsville, with re-routing 
of valuable sta te  export m arket 
shipm ents through M iami. Fla.

Mexican officials insist on "ad e ­
quate quarantine co rra ls .”  Such 
facilities a rc  under construction 
at 1X4 Rio and Eagle Pass. White 
said Texas has not had tim e and 
money to build the corrals else­
where. He said the export halt 
would have a  "serious im pact” on 
a multi-million dollar program .

REVACCINATION URGED — 
Kevaccination of horses im m uniz­
ed during the Venezuelan Equine 
Encephalomyelitis outbreak in 
1971 was advised by Texas V eter­
inary Medical Association and 
Texas Animal Health Commission.

TAHC and TVMA officials said, 
although no epidem ic is em inent, 
revaccination is good insurance 
against the deadly form  of sleep­
ing sickness in horses. Abou* 2,- 
000 horses died in Texas during 
last y ea r’s epidemic, and 90 cases 
of VEE in hum ans was reported.

Short Snorts
Democratic officials will m eet 

in Abilene Friday (June 30' to 
pick a new D istrict 61 nom inee 
for state  representative to  rep lace 
David W. Ratliff of S tam ford who 
declined the nomination a fte r le­
gal troubles.

The first bale of 1972 cotton was 
ginned June 20 a t San Ju an  in 
the Rio Grande Valley.

Plans to establish 154 m anufac­
turing plants in Texas and to ex­
pand 115 others were reported  
during the first six m onths of 
1972, according to the University 
of Texas Bureau of Business Re­
search.

Washington — O rdinarily the 
com m ents in this releas? a rc  di­
rected  to those subjects not cur­
rently being reported in the news 
m edia. The socallcd SALT agree­
m ents in Moscow h ive, of course, 
been reported  in detail but with 
hearings beginning in the U. S. 
Senate on ratification, serious 
fundam entals are deserving of the 
most careful consideration.

A little background on the de­
velopments of the agreem ents 
reached  betw een President Nix­
on and th e  Soviet Union would 
seem in order.

Firs*, basic decisions limiting 
the presen t num ber of U. S. stra­
tegic missiles w ere m ade back in 
the mkf 60 s. F orm er S ecretary  
of Defense Robert M cNam ara 
thought that if the Russians w ere 
altowRd to  achieve m issile parity  
with the U. S. they would stop 
construction of intercontinental 
ballistic missiles. The m agic num­
ber was set a t 1.000. The United 
S tates has rem ained a t this ap­
proxim ate num ber plus 54 older 
type T itan  missiles.

It was obvious within four or 
five years that the Soviets did 
not stop a t 1.000 and added at 
the ra te  of 250 per y e a r to the 
850 they bad In the m iddle 60’s.

In the last th ree  years we have 
attem pted to  upgrade nuclear 
weapons which we have. Including 
the developm ent of the m ultiple 
warhead. The planning and de­
velopm ent of a new bom ber, the 
B-l. has been stepped up and the 
newer type of subm arine missile 
system  called  the T rident is un­
der developm ent. At the sam e 
tim e, the anti-ballistic missile 
system  was designed to  p ro v e  
our retalia tory  capability.

Although cold num bers do not 
tell the full story, in discussing 
nuclear weapons capability  num­
bers do have significance. At the 
present t,m e, we have good infor­
m ation that the Soviet's have 1,- 
618 ICBM’s deployed o r undei 
construction. ’The agreem ents a re  
supposed to  pu t a halt to any in­
creases. This leaves a basic 3 to  
2 num erical superiority over us 
but o u r advising experts think 
that quality over quantity leaves 
us with the edge.

U nder the  agreem ents the U. S. 
is allowed 44 missile launching 
Subm arines with 710 missiles. 
The Soviet Union is perm itted 62 
subm arines with 952 missiles. 
Here again  our bets a re  on superi­
o r  perform ance ra ther than com ­
parative num bers.

Soon to com e is a test for the 
Congress to provide defense sys 
terns not covered by the agree­
m ents. A highly dangerous situ­
ation could exist if slashes are 
m ade in certa in  areas of our de­
fenses. This includes the devel­
opm ent and production of the B-l 
bom ber, the T rident long range 
subm arine m issile system and the 
upgrading of nuclear weapons c a ­
pabilities. Unless these steps arc  
taken  with determ ination, approv­
al of the agreem ents consummat- 
ted  with the Russians could be a 
serious gam ble with the future of 
our country-. Before we become 
overjoyed with the agreem ents re ­
cently reached , our nation must 
keep forem ost in mind th a t any­
thing less than a retalia tory  ca ­
pability against Russia could 
m ean o u r destruction. F irst 
w e've got to  keep in mind that 
in the past Russia, to some tfc 
gree or o ther, has violated over 
50 trea ties since the end of World 
War II. Second, we’ve got to 
keep in m ind tha t we have been 
told by previous Soviety leaders 
that " th e  end justifies the m eans" 
for communism to destroy the

17tk District
capitalistic system .

Third, there is no reason to let 
our tru st run aw'ay with us. Wo 
arc supposed to have scientific 
instrum ents to  tell us what the 
Russians a re  doing but we do not 
have spies on the ground to  see 
w hat is taking place as the So­
viets do in the United States. 
By our very nature, we will con­
form  to our agreem ents while it 
has been proved the Russians do 
not.

We should not ratify a treaty  
unless we m ake absolutely sun* 
we have adequate and unequi­
vocal safeguards from treachery 
from  the o ther side. There is no 
g reater responsibility of the gov­
ernm ent than to guarantee its citi­
zens safety from  attack  from 
within as well a s  outside. With­
out this guaran tee of security, our

nation beciMiies prey to any o th e r 
stronger nation.

As hearings begin in the Sen­
ate Foreign Relations Com mittee 
on ratification of the SALT 
agreem ents, critics a rc  h eard  on 
these efforts to m aintain and 
strengthen our m ilitary  capab ili­
ty  in the a reas  not covered by 
the agreem ents. They should not 
and must not be allowed to p re­
vail and the real te s t will be* 
shaping up In the weeks ahead.

With the clam or for m ore of 
this and that from the Federal 
Government, we be tte r m ake sure 
that we remain strong o r the 
"this and tha t” may m ean  no­
thing.

Texas Number One A g a in . . . .  
Beef Cattle Still Not at Full Pari­
ty . . .  M ilk Production Remains 
Steady .. . E gg  T y p e  Chick 
Hatch Down, Broiler and Turkey 
Hatches Increase . . .  Hogs Sold 
Through Auctions Are U p . . .  
D D T  Ban Analyzed.

TEXAS is num ber one attain 
in cattle  feeding- The Texas Crop 
and livestock  Reporting Service 
notes that 2,045.000 head of ca t­
tle  were on feed in T exas as of 
Ju n e  1. This is 22 p e r cent above 
a year ago and 11 p e r cent above 
th e  1.848.000 on feed a month 
ago.

Texas replaces Iowa as the 
num ber one ca ttle  feeding state 
in the nation. For the six states 
with cattle on feed—Texas, Arizo­
na, California. Colorado, Iow'a and 
N ebraska— the totol was 7.925,00<' 
head.

BEEF ca ttle  prices, although at 
new highs, a re  still not on an 
equal financing rating with th ri 
rest of the economy. Beef p rices ' 
a re  now at 93 per cen t of parity ; 
ca lf pinices a re  at 96 per cent 
of parity . In reality , ca ttle  prices 
a re  only slightly h igher than le­
vels of 20 y ea rs  ago. yet ca ttle  
production costs have more than 
doubled during that time.

Throughout the six state  cattle  
on feed report, num bers of cattlo 
increased. The 7.925,000 head as 
of June 1 is 12 p e r cen t more 
th an  a y ea r ago.

MII.K production in Texas d u r­
ing M a y  totaled 293.000.000 
pounds. This is the sam e as May 
1971 but one per cent below the 
previous months production.

Milk production p e r cow kept 
fo r milk averaged  825 pounds per

cow for the m onth of May. This 
is the sam e as  a y ea r ea rlie r  but 
five pounds below the previous 
month. Prelim inary  price for all 
wholesale milk for May w as esti­
m ated  a t $6.65 per hundred­
weight.

Nationwide, m ilk p ro tec tion  is 
estim ated during May at one per 
cent above a year earlier.

HATCH of egg type chickens in 
Texas totaled 2,009.00V, down 10 
p e r  cent from  a y ea r ago. The 
May hatch of broiler chicks in­
creased  five per cent from a year 
ago. The total of 18,163.000 was 
four p er cen t above the preced­
ing month. The to ta l turkey poult 
hatch  fur -May a t 1,436.000 in­
creased nine p e r cent from  a year 
ago.

Egg production totaled 240 mil­
lion com pared with 225 million e 
year ago. The 12.3 million layers 
averaged 62.8 eggs daily per 100 
hens. Layers on hand w ere up 
four per cent from a year ago. 
two per cent below April.

Nationwide, egg production de­
clined two p er cent from  a year 
ago. The daily egg production 
per 100 layers was slightly higher 
than  for Texas at 63.7.

SALES for cattle  and calves, 
sheep and goats w ere below year 
ago levels while bog sales show­
ed an increase.

Cattle and calves m arketed 
through auctions during May 
num bered 567.000 head, 13 per 
te n t below a y ea r ago. Sheep 
sales at livestock auctions totaled
167.000 head. 24 p e r cent below a 
year ago.

Hogs sold during May totaled
54.000 head, four p e r cent above 
a year ago.

NO SERIOUS problem s for T ex­
as a re  in prospect with the ban- 
ing of most uses of DDT at the 
end of this year. Texas Agricul­
tu re  Commissioner John C. White 
said. The use of DDT in agricul­
tu re has declined drastically  in 
recent years throughout the state.

COTTON season is underway 
with the first bale of cottim of 
the 1972 crop having been ginned 
recently at San Juan  in the Lower 
Rio Grande Valley.
