The crop report on conditions in Tex-
' a8 to September 1 show that Texas is
due to huve the banner crop in her
history, with conditions 102 per cent
| of normal and an average vield of 28.05
bushels to the acre. These figures ap-
plied to an acreage of 7,176,000 give
a production figure of 201,286,000
bushels. The crop yield of corn for
1910 was 151,280,000 bushels, and in
1915 166,250,000 bushels. Both were
considered excellent years.
The production of oats is placed at
72,054,000 bushels for the State. A

Oat acreage in the State totals 1,787,-
000.

Rice Improvement.

Rice has shown an improvement eof
3 per cent during the month of August.
The present condition is 93 per cent of
Thia Indicates a yleld of 37.2
bushels to the acre, or 45 pounds. With
a total rice acreage of 227,850, the
State has a prospective production of
8,476,000 bushels.

A hay crop graded at 87 per cent, or
& yleld of 1.40 tons per acre of tame
hay with yield of 911,400 tons from
661,000 acres. Wild hay, at 1.25 tons
to the acre, promises a yield of 265,000
tons.

Hog Production Declines.

The high price of feeds has affected
the hog situation in the State. The
hog survey for this year records only
87 per cent of last year; a total of
1,911,000 hogs are on the farms at
present.

Over 15,000,000 pounds of wool, or
an increase of 27 per cent over last
year, is promised.

A total of more than 10,176 tons of
broom corn from 58,000 acres of broom
oorn shows a sharp decrease in the
production of this crop, due to the
early crop being totally destroyed.

TEXAS ROADS SHOW
SLUMP IN EARNINGS

Decrease of $5,000,000, or
50 Per Cent, Shown In
Sworn Reports.

Austin, Tex.—Although the railroads
generally report freight congestion in
Temas because of the large tonnage
offered, their income from operatidn
of the first six months of the current
calendar year decreased more than
$6,000,000,.0r in excess of 80 per cent,
as compared to the same six months
of the preceding year. That is the
effect of their sworn reports made
to the Texas railroad commission,
Their operating expenses increased
approximately 24 per cent and that
may partially account for the decrease
4n income from operation.
