.Mexico for the year IhlS has e 
n seiisalloii in tlie .Mexican capital 
said advices reaching tVashington 
Wednesday. The controller’s report, 
which has just been made public in 
Mexico City, announces the shortaga 
under the head of “ Funds Unaccounted 
For,” which covers sums owed by all 
of those handling government funds, 
speeifylng embezzlements and failure 
to supply proper vouchers for expendi­
tures. Xo trace can bo found of this 
sum, which in .American gold would bs 
more than $75,000,000, the report says, 
since no vouchers or documents of any 
kind showing the reason for the dis- 
burseinents are In existence.

The newspapers of the Mexican capi­
tal, the advices states, are attacking 
the government for the laxity which 
has made possible this shortage.

The Universal is quoted as saying 
that there is no record of any default­
ing paymaster having been arrested 
or made to turn back to the govern­
ment any money.

The Excelsior, under the heading. 
“The Death Dance of Millions,” is 
quoted as saying that official silence 
and the lack of any satisfactory sta­
tistics “prevent us gauging at all ac­
curately how deep the wounds are 
which the last ten years of revolu­
tionary upheaval have caused on the 
public body.”

Last Causeway Bonda Approved.

Austin, Tex.—The attorney general 
Friday approved the last of the Gal­
veston causeway bonds, being the 
sum of $100,000.

While the salaries paid the minis­
ters of Baptist, as well as other 
churches in the South, have been far 
too small in the past to enable them 
to lay aside a competency for old age, 
a long ste:) in remedying this situation 
is promised in the Baptist 75 Million 
Campaign, which proposes to raise 
$2.600,000 for the relief of aged minis­
ters during th,e next five years, and 
then bring this sum up to $5,000,000 
during the two years immediately fol­
lowing the campaign.

Looking to the adequate care of hun­
dreds of aged Baptist ministers and 
ministers’ widows in the ranks of the 
Southern Baptist Convention who are 
now in need of financial assistance, 
this body, at a recent session, author­
ized the creation of the Relief and 
Annuity Board of Dallas. Texas, with 
Dr. William Lunsford as correspond­
ing secretary.

Heretofore the average annual sal­
ary of Baptist ministers in the South 
has been less than $500, merning that 
a large number of preachers received 
considerably less than that sum, mak 
ing it necessary that they engage tn 
other occupations during the week in 
iNder to support themselves and their 
families, and rendering It practically 
impossible for them to lay aside any 
money as a support for their old age.

The establishment of the Relief and 
Annuity Board and the decision to 
raise $5 000,000 during the next seven 
»ears for the relief of the aged minis­
ters already in need of assistance and 
the more adequate care of the men 
who hereafter give their lives to the 
Christian ministry without an oppor 
tunlty to save up a competency to tide 
them through sickness or care for 
them in their declining days, has met 
with a cordial reception at the hands 
of Southern Baptists, and it is be- 
lived the provision of better treat­
ment for the ministers in their retire­
ment will not only tend to cause young 
men to look with greate.r favor upon 
the ministry as a life wprk, but will 
bring the members of local congrega 
tions generally to see the need of pay­
ing pastors more adequate salaries be­
fore these pastors become old and 
helpless.

By the addition of an annuity feat­
ure It is possible for retired ministers 
to receive an annuity of $500 after 
they have reached the age of 68, and 
provided t'uey have been in the minls- 
for thirty years. If they have

served less than 30 years the annuity 
is reduced by a certain proportion. 
To participate in this annuity a min­
ister must make monthly, quarterly 
or annual payments sufficient to bring 
In an Income of $100 per year when in­
vested, on the principle of regular life 
Insurance, while this is supplemented 
by $400 provided by the denomination. 
A minister's participation in the an­
nuity fund is in addition to his claims 
upon the relief fund.

If the minister is disabled at any 
time after joining the annuity fund, 
he will receive a certain annuity 
throughout the period of disability. If 
he dies his widow will receive an an­
nuity of 60 per cent of what would 
have gone to her husband as long as 
she lives, and should the widow die 
her annuity will be divided among 
minor children until they become self- 
supporting, marry or teach the age 
of 21.

The board has received an endow­
ment of $100.000 from the Baptist Sun­
day School Board at Nashville not In­
cluded in the 75 Million Campaign, 
and this sum will be divided equallj 
between the relief and annuity depart­
ments. This enables the board to be­
gin work immediately and assistanca 
is already being given to 285 aged mln- 

rs and ministers' widows.

Association Goes on Record 
As Favoring Many Changes 

For Good.

Anitin, Tex.—The Texas Congreaa 
of Mothers, which closed its eleventh 
annual session Friday adopted a reso­
lution endorsing the proposed amend- 1 
ment to the state constitution to be 
voted on November 2, 1920, remov­
ing the tax limitation for school pur­
poses, and pledge was made for unan­
imous support by the mothers to an 
activa campaign, individually and eol- 
lactivaly, in the various communities 
for the adoption of tha amendment.

It it declared in the resolution that 
*on account of the conetitutlonal limit 
at self-imposed taxation, the school! 
through tha state have reached such 
a criaia that only tha adoption of thia 
amendment can save them from retro­
gression and ruin.”
