1,000 SHIPS SUNK DURING WAR

Werk Will Be Confined at First to Waters Surrounding the Brit* 
ish ls!es— Believed 1,OCO Ships Lie at Depths Regarded as 

Workable— 90 Craft, Including Lusitania, Regarded 
as Beyond Possibility of Rescue.

Official plans have been announced 
fo r  the Rrealest feats of salvage ever 
tindirtuken. whereby, with the support 
o f  the Hrltisli adniiralty, attem pts will 
l>e made to rescie  from the sea l.tXK) 
c ra f t sunk by submarine or other de- 
wtructlve agencies In the war. Opera­
tio n s will be confined for the time to 
th e  sea area surrounding the British 
islands. The work will be axteoded to 
th «  «alvage of cargo as w 4l as oraft, 
» n d  thus the money value of what 
m ay be saved can hardly be calculat- 
•*1. but It promises to be vast.

Modern meihtKls are said to be equal 
to  the task of raising any craft rest­
ing  on bottom In not more than twen- . 
ty  fathoms (120 feet) of water. The ^ 
wdmlralty figures that at least 1,000 
▼es.seU ranging In tonnage from 200 
to  10,000 tons He In w aters of work- 
*hle depth. Cargo can be recovered 
In still deeper water. Until within 
«  few years divers did useful work at 
«  depth of 182 feet, and that depth 
w as long considered a maximum for 
<helr effective operations. Americans 
«et a new record In Unwailan waters 
a f te r  the war began by lifting a siib- 
iTiarine from a bed more than 200 feet 
sleep. If English divers can work at 
th a t  depth tlieir field of activities will 
I»e corres|Hmdliigly enlarged.

Repairs for dam­
ages cost $452,187,200 and earnings 
lost during rsp s irs  were $60,184,641,

841, o r a grand total of $4,665,263,608. 
Probably a t least half the  loss for 
ships sunk occurred within workable 
distance of the co a s t If  the propor­
tion were one-quarter the rew ards for 
salvage would yield fortunes to suc­
cessful salvage men.

ing gas, were gas bombs to be experi­
mented with In forest fire fighting. 
However, us soon as an attempt Is 

i made to work out practical plans for 
' such an undertaking difficulties becom» 

apparent. If an airplane, carrying 500 
pounds of gas bombs containing 300 
pounds of carbon dioxide, succeeded In 
dropping the bombs exactly on a firs 
covering some 700 square feet, and If 

' the gas liberated did not escape oat- 
stde this area or rise more than ten 

I feet above the ground, still such at at- 
i tack would be far from effective. Th»
I 800 pounds of gas would be equal la  
1 volume to about 3,000 cubic feet, and

ARTIST REJECTS $200,000

In New York Church.

TINKEES FIRST

Make Descent of Victoria Falls 
in South Africa.

TIKE LIVES IN THEIR HINDS
Accomplish Hazardous Climb of Over 

400 Feet and Stand Where No Hu­
man Foot Had Ever Trod—Never 
Hat Any Living Thing Been at the 
Bottom of the Chaam, Save Baboons 
and Birds—Take Moving Pictures of 
Falls.

Never In hlstorj’, since the mission­
ary-explorer, Poetor Livingstone, dis­
covered Victoria falls In has any 
living thing been at the bottom of the 
chasm, save baboons and birds.

Just Imagine This.
To appri'clate what the .\merlcnns 

did: Imagine a cleft In the earth 4(K) 
feet deep and of a xvldth varying from 
C.’MI to 4fXi feet; sheer, perpendicular 
cliffs, absolutely without footholds; the 
chnsin at right angles to the Zambesi 
river, which cascades over the one 
long side of the narrow, longitudinal 
pit, leaving the opposite cliff bare, 
mist-bathed and forbidding; Imagine 
the chasm a hole In the earth, with 
only one iiarrow outlet near one end, 
a gateway with rocky sides falling ver­
tically Into a swirling pool of water, 
a maelstrom aptly called the Bolling 
Pot.

Had the rope broken there would 
have been no escape for Stowell or 
Home from the bottom of the p it  
They couldn’t swim the whirlpool cur­
rent. There was Just a narrow ledge 
to stand on, no path along the bottom's 
edge to the gateway from the chasm 
Into the gorge.

And Stowell and Home made not 
one descent—but two. Previous to pen­
etrating the full distance, they first 
went over the cliff of Cataract Island 
to the bottom of Devil's cataract, the 
most westerly cascade of Victoria falls, 
a distance of 260 feet.

For maximum sufety In daring a 
spectacular and unprecedented feat, a 
hand winch and 550 feet of rope were 
brought from Ruluwayo, 280 miles 
away. The winch was set up on the 
top and weighted with bowlders, the 
rope passing over a log lodged at the 
edge. The winch was operated by 
Thomas McEwen of Buluwayo, a vet­
eran and expert “rigger," and a crew 
of Barotse natives.

A board saddle was rigged up at 
one end of the rope. Horne was tied 
In. Then, armed wtfh a stick to fend 
himself from the Jagge<l side of the 
rock wall, he went over the edge of the 
precipice backward and was let down.

After he disappeared over the brink 
he was Invisible to the men at the 
winch. So other members of tho 
Smithsonian party, led by Dr. J. P.. 
Armstrong of Los Angeles, stood wat<% 
on the opposite side of the chasm.
